munity, but the framework provided by the
fathers for a Utile less than 4.000,000 poplo
had proved stronc ononuh for a nation of near-
ly twenty times that number. Tho stream of
tendenoy toward the democratlo form oould
not be turned back, ho said, nor could It bo
uermanently checked, as had been shown
many times in the history of the past ten
decades. Hut the nstablUhment of the Gov-
ernment had not beon effected without trou-
ble and thore still was a disposition on the
Dart of many to ascribe to the prevailing form
of government tho Ills and fault! that are due
to a disposition to misunderstand the mean-
ing of liberty and equalltj.

Ecuallty. Mr. Mutler said, necessitated the
suppression of a certain degree of liberty, as It
required, mat every person siiuuit. hum mo
sumo position, regardless of personal ability or

To do away with thoso misapprehensions,
Mr. Hutler continued, education was neces-
sary, and here the connection between de-

mocracy and education became apparent. When
a fow ruled there was no need of political edu-

cation among the people. Now, in th's coun-
try, tho of llborty under the law
depends on the Intelligence of the nhole poo-Dl- e,

and on thl rests the whole argument of
nubllo education. To live in a community In-

volves tho titnese to so live, and a failure to
understand and participate In tho workings
of tho government luods to a false viownf the
functions of the State and lta reltlon to the
Individual: Thus tho State becomes a tyrant
to be resisted, or a benefactor to be courtnd.

Prof. Jlutler then attacked what he regard-
ed the abuse of the constitutional system nf
elections, which, he said, protected party or-

ganizations and practically reduced our theo-
retical democracy to an oligarchy, and not an
aristocracy at that. Had the framers of tho
Constitution thought that tho time would come
when education and training would unlit men
for political life, they would have wondered
whether something was not wrong with the
system. Prof. Hutler said that within a few
days the 1,000,000 votirs in New ork Btnte
had chosen a Uovernment. and that their
choice had been narrowed down to two men.
seleotod by a tenth of tho electorate, at tne
suggestion or dictation of less than twelve
men. Such a thing would have euused re-

bellion when the Constitution was adopto.1.
1'rof.Dutler said that In the Chicago platform

the American people were called upon to face
a greater crisis tnan hud ever before arlsou In
the country. Democracy had been tested dur-
ing the days since then In the crucible of its
severest Hro. and by that test more was accom-
plished to make It llrm and secure than had
ever been done before.

That Is as it mar be. hut if Canada
wishes to share Io any appreciable oxtent In
this dawning prosperity 11 might be well for
Canadians to underhtand Hint people uho&eek
favors generally succiud lest In obtaining them
when they observe the proprieties of good
neighborhood and keep a civil tongue.

Inoldentally to tho result of the election It Is
announced with an air of great magnanimity
that the Canadian banks at Windsor, Ontario,
have raised thu embargo on American money
and are prepared to receive It again on deposit.
Seeing that the greater part of the population
of Windsor have no other money to deposit In
their banks except the dollars they earn by
crossing over to Detroit eery motnlng to work,
tho aforesaid bunkxean hardly toke credit for
any ri eat display of neighborly feeling. In the
present condition of Canada any dollars are
good, out especially American.

Notwithstanding the denial by the Ilrltlsh
Admiralty, reports are Renin In circulation that
the Ilrltlsh squadron In North American waters
Is to bo largoly reinforced, among others by one
of the largest of the now cruisers, boforo the
spring.
