Nev-
ertheless thcro will undoubtedly be plenty of
people at Madison Square Garden without any
particular stars to gaze upon.

All the hotels are crowded with tbo up.the- -

and with tho Westerners who take their holi-
days in New York early. Tho lloston and

At almost every session of tho Horse Shows of
the past there has usually been snmu spcclllo
exhibit not down on tho programme.

was furnished by n gent from Chicago.
Tn Bu.v Is not furnished with an affidavit that
he was from Chicago, but eery Indication
pointed that way, and there could be no possible
doubt that he was a gent. ou could tell that
by the diamond Its wore. They wcro very con-
spicuous, becauea they were in his shirt front,
which made a tine showing of white, by reason
of the fact that he wore a swallow-tai- l suit.
And this was at a o'clock In the afternoon.
The rest of his costume was a pair of
very pointed patent leathers, an enor
mous ready-mad- e white bow tie, and a crush
bat. lie was Immensely pleased with himself,
but even more pleased with that hat.

In the ring there was an squally notable ex-

hibit during the afternoon. This was Farmer
Ilrown of New Drunswlck and his entry In the
light roadster class. It Is a matter of discis-
sion among the Judges whether the farmer or
his horse was the more remarkablo. They en-

tered tho ring together. The horto was a
welahlng about 1,030 pounds. All be

needed was a yard of hoseattaohed to his up-
per lip to mako him eligible In a contest of prize
elephants. Hitched to Farmor Hrown'a light
road wagon he looked like n locomotive pulling
n push cart. As for Farmer Brown, he was a
bird, by unanimous consent of the fancy. He
woro a suit of clothes that he m'tst have In-

herited. Ills good, rotund, broutcd face was
surmounted by a sheck of hair, and all but con-

cealed by a thicket of Popullstlo whiskers of a
kind that could havo sprung only from Jersey
soil, through whloh a beaming smile sifted like
sunshine through a sieve. As he thundered Into
tho ring the sports greeted him hilariously;

"Good old boy. Pop."
" How's hay daown your way J"
" What made you cut the horns off that ox

you're drlvln' J"
"Don't mind 'cm, old boy: If they give you

weight for age you'll win In a walk."
Farmor Brown didn't win a prize, but he did

get more applause than all of his competitors
combined, and his grin as he rode out was some-
thing to remember.

At the opening of the evening performance It
looked as though the session was to be what
theatrical people expressively term a frost.
Few people wore on the floor and the boxes
were all but empty. But later In the evening
ths crowd began to come. They poured In
at the gates in a torrent and the Gar-
den soon tilled up. Then began that never
ending circle, that steady walk around which
ought to bo monotonous In tho deadliest
senso of the term, but for some reason isn't.
Perhaps It Is the brilliant lights and the blare
of music that saves it; nny way, there Is a fasci-

nation about that steady circling motion that
saves It from tcdlousccss. Around and around
and around went the crowd, without cessation
or weariness, 'apparently, until tho eyo grew
tired and the brain dizzy with watching them.

Uesplto tho comparatively small attendance
of the moruing and afternoon, tho evening at-

tendance was larger than the managers had
dnred to hope It was difficult to get about tho
promenade, so Jammed was It, and tho boxes
were filled to their utmost rapacity. Enthusi-
asm was general, too. The exhibits In tho ring
were frequently and generously applauded. The
only notable outsldo of tho ordinary local ex-

hibit was Prlnco Louis of Savoy, who sut In the
directors' box. Just over the entrance. Ho was
tho object of considerable attention.

In tho exhibit ot a little wel-
come excitement was afforded by a trilling ac-

cident tu the turnout of John S. Ilratlon of n

ood. 111., who drove his own horse. At tbo
lower turn tho trap overturned and Mr. Urat-to- n,

who was driving, throw his weight upon
the lines with such force as to overturn his
horse as well. The horse got tu his feet again
cleverly, however, and the driver soon had hliu
under control. No Injury resulted either to
horse, driver, or turnout.

Last of all came the Jumping. Usually this
Is greeted with enthusiastic applause by tho
crowd, and last night the people were Inclined
to be generous, but thero was lltlla to rouse
their enthusiasm. Horse after horse, carried
down one, two, three, or ovou four bars, and
the attendants were kept busy picking up tho
wreckage caused by the attempts at Jumping,
In a crosscountry hunt such a pcrformam.0
would have caused many a casualty to horse
and rider.

Still the crowd was there, and that was the
muln point. It was a characteristic Horse Show
crowd, too, dress-suite- well
groomed, and enthusiastic, and the managers
congratulated themselves on a propitious and
successful opening for tho twelfth annual
exhibit.

COXEY I1ECEIVCS THE FIRST AWAI1D.
Punctually at ' o'clock. In response to Bugler

nai es's summons, tweniy-lwosinu- rt park turn-
outs tiled Into the tanbark arena. The class was
tor horses of medium size shuwn In harness to
approorlalo traps. There was. a good deal of
commonplace material in the big field of flashy
steppers, and somu of the aspirants for honors
had not taken more than one or two turns about
the enclosure before they got the xalo. Ihe
rosy, rotund Charley Bates received an ovation
from the grooms and attendants, who crowded
about the rail on tnc ttnble turn, as he floated
gracefully out Into the arena driving a neat-looki-

dnck.tnlled trotter called Coxey tu a
yellow and black gig of antique architecture.
Coxey was evidently abashed in the presence nf
society, fur ho stnrted off on a souare pace, the
unpardonable gait for a park lnir-- e. Hates
quickly uhlfted him to the fashionable way of
going, however, and he stuppea around the ring
with such a show uf t)le ami action that the
Judges, I'rescott Lawrence, Francis T. L'nder-ntl- l.

and lleglualil W. Illtos. finally awarded
the prln to bun. Coxey was the champion park
horse of the Long Ilrancn show last summer.

John II. Khulls. Jr., drove the n

prlzs-wlnne- r Great Scott for George II. limine,
aril although tlm vhostnut eon of Oliver Wllkos
was rough-galle- d behind and far from bolng at
his best, he won the red rosette. The gcotuel
bay gelding Amazon, flora Charley Itates's blir
string of how horses, was placed third. He is
a horse of rare conformation, rlcb color, flno
action, and flno manners, but he was not up tu
the standard of some nf his rivals In point of
pace or speed. Thomas M. Hllllard's Flash, a
fussy-goin- white-face- yellow bay griding,
driven by Charles .Mlller.was highly commended,
receiving the whlto rosette. John S. llratton
showed h brilliant goer of breedy conformation
and quality In tbo black gelding Gov. Ilrown,
owned by Mrs. L. Dobson Young of Phila-
delphia, but tho Judges sent him nut of the ring
before the ribbons were tied, much to Dratton's
surprise. Among the uthur good ones 111 the
ring were Genrue B. ilulmes's chestnut gelding
Blazeaway. driven by Illchard F. Carman to a
high-se- t skeleton cart: A. J. Nuttlng'a hand-
somely formed brown gelding Holly, hy MaMer-lod- r,

n winner at the lirooMn Ilnrta rJhow last
spring, and 0. II. P. Belmont's bay maro Ken-
tucky Girl.

DUNHAM WI.-C- 3 THREE rRIZES.
The competition of the French coaching

stallions was not much from a spectacular point
of view, us the tlvo horcs entered were shown
to halter or "In hand," to use the Horse bhow
veruaculnr. Three of the lot came from the big
breeding stud nf M. W. Dunham, near Wayne,
111., and they finished one, two. three, while the
strongly formed brown horse Parthian, who
received tho white rosette, was also bred by
Dunham. Tho class was passed upon by I'res-
cott Lawrence. George It. ltead, and itlchard
Gibsou, Indre, who won first honors
after quite a lively competition. Is an
Imnorteil of great substance
and power, with a loose, easy, showy way of
going whloh smothered every other animal In
the ring. Although his color, a dull yellow
chestnut, was against him, his superior action
gave to him the prize. Imported Perfection, a
lofty, rich bay of H,1 hands, put up like a
lighting cock, with s superb crested neck and a
mujcstlo way of arching It, outclassed all
others In conformation and style, nud ho
was placed second, his big stable com-
panion. I.'ihln. rnmlng In for third honors.

1 he ennchern urn something nf n novelty at tho
Horse fchon, no class having been inailn for ths
big Frenchmen until this year. All critics voted
them to be splendid specimens of horseflesh,
nnd If they will only reprodurn their own

and style the French breed Is likely
to find high favor among American horsemen.

Although Col. Lawrence Kip's model road
rigs, which have long been among tho features
of the annual Horse Hhow, were missed when
the first trottlng-hors- e class of the exhibition
w as shown, the parade of sreedy. stylish road-
sters proved to bo quite up to the high standard
uf former years. One noteworthy feature of the
competition was the fact that many owners
departed from the customary practice of
putting professional relnsmen In tho road
wagons, and dinve their own flyers In
the ring. U. J. Hnmliu. the millionaire breeder
and turfman nf Buffalo, who cUeuruled his
seventy-sevent- h birthday Inst Sunday, guided
his handsome bay mare Kingbird,
u daughter of Mambrlno King, through the
ma'zunf horsosnnd vehicles that crowded tho
ring, nnd ho sent her spinning around the sharn
turns at a clip which caused tho tanbark
to II y In rllllcs from tho vvhrtln. Jninus
W, Cooko of Philadelphia, who owns
Onoqua, ;0HM. and other noted trot-
ters, came over from the Quaker City
to drlvo his favorite road horse Altimont,

. by AlmontMar, out of the dam of Pam-
lico, U:1U. The horsu is a model In form, action,
and manners, but he lias coian straight from
the circuit tracka to the show ring and was a
bit too low In flesh tn uppear to the best advan-
tage, Edward Clark drove thu superb little bay
mare Nutshell, y;10, owned hy his brother,

Counsel W, II. Clark, but he failed
to start up the daughter of Bayoone Prince In
the race around the ring and shodld not re-
ceive auy part of the prize.

Alley Bonner's bay mare Elf
was another of tho good ones that failed to
sbaro In the ribbons. In the collection was ths
mammoth rough-coate- d bay stallion Wolverine
Prince, shown to an old buggy by a gray-beard-

farmer ot Uouth Jersey. Ths critical
metropolitan horsemen smiled when he ap-
peared In the ring In the role ot n road horso. A
ripple of lnughter grew to a roar when the big
felluw wai started up to show his gait.

The quality of the horses khown in tho clans
for park pairs of the larger type Is evidenced by
the fact that Monarch and Performer, hereto-
fore unbeaten In their class, hail to lower their
colors. Fourteen pairs, nearly all ot them bril-
liant goers, put In au nppenranro. harnessed to
a variety of smart break", spider phaetons,
and heavy traps. The exhibition wps one
or the best nf tho dny. Coachman Fllz-Patri-

brought out ullvnr H. P. Be-
lmont's newly matched pair, ltocklngham
and Walslnghnm. in superb form. It was tlds
pair that carried off first honors, defeating
Monarch and Porformer. Hooklniham Is a vet-
eran of the show ring at tho Garden, but his
mate Is a recent purchase, Mr. Belmont having
bought Wivlslngham during ths Newport horse
show. Monarch and Performer, now owned by
Walter S. Hobart of San Francisco, were shown
tnaspldtr phaeton by J, Il.SImlts.Jr. Tne Judges
placed them, second, Charley Bates landed
third money with Aspiration and Ambition, a
brecdy looking pair of big bay geldings. E. D.
Morgan's Lost Boy and Itoy were fourth. One
of the smartest turnouts was Harry Hamlin's
majestlo chestnuts. Cogent and Crescent, by
Mambrlno King, shown to a red and black body
break, but the horses wero ruled out for being
over the maximum size, 10.1 hands.

President Cleveland and Secretary Olney have
all nlong held that, us the rights of American
citizens In Cuba have not been Infringed upon
or Jeoparded, It Is Incumbent on this Govern-
ment to maintain a policy of strict neutrality,
which they have done, even to the extent of
Issuing repeated warnings to tho public against
giving aid and comfort lo tho Insurgents. The
opinion of thu Administration as to tho justice
and wisdom of that policy has uot, It is under-
stood, been changed as tho result of Consul-Oencr-

I'p to daiu the Spanish havo
slopped but one Hostile expedition, while thu
revenue cutters of the United Mates have Inter-
cepted six expeditions. In spite of tlio vigilance
of thorevtiiuo cutters unit the Spanish gun-
boats t he iiisurgeii la manngc to n Plain supplies of
guns, umiiiuultion, and medicines from friendly
aourcis. Iho eeltire of the famous tug'lhieo
1'neiids nt Jacksonville yesterday by the rev-
enue cult a Iloutwell. I'olf.ix, and Wlndom. on
the uhurguuf violating thu ueutru.Iiy laws, re-
calls an Incident that occurred three weeks
ago, in which this lilltbuslerlng craft vvns tho
central figure.

Just fullnvvlng the recent storm that swept
the Atlantic Coast, nun ot tho Clyde line of
steamers from New York was making her
regular trip to Charleston nnd Jacksonville,
lift the coast of Wllinluclnn, T. C, Ihe i aplaln
of ttie t'lydo liner sighted tvvo steamers, ono
evidently Hi pursultnf the other. Upon closer
Inspection through tlio glas-o- it was ascer-
tained lhat the leading vessel was tho Ttireo
Krlends. and her pursuer vvus the revenue
cutter Morrtlt.

'I no two vcs-e- ls dodged around
riu the octau until nightfall, when tlie Three
Krlends put out tier lights und steamed away
from tho Morrill, taking tie revenue oftlcer
with her. What occurred after tlm two ships
parted company is not known, hut lite next day
ttie revenue oftlcer vvas put down tho
Florida coast, and the Three Krlends a few ilays
later returned lo Jacksonville Her seizure
yesterday followed.
