Ronenthal made his first appearanos here on
Tuesday, Nov. 13, 188R, and, aas it |a pometimes
profitable to compare former with present im-
pressions, we quote & vportlon of Tur Sox's
recnrd of that occasion !

A perfeet planist, that I8 the term which bast de-
scribes bim, and yet the phrase has a properly dis-
creet and modest ring.

To the alertness of legerdomaln and the strength of
& blacksmith he adds the refinement of & woman and
the sincerity of a falthful and humbles apostls of art.

From this extreme measure of praise it seem®
hardly worth while 1o subtract anything now,
since Tacts prove that Rosenthal hins worked at
his art and his instrument with the ferocity of »
tiger and the industry of a beaver during the
past eight years, in consequence of which the
plano—a hard beast to subdue-—has learned Lo
know its master, trembles In his clutch, roars
at his command, or emits the fecblest,
humblest pianissimos &t his carressing
touch. A distinet gain, where formerly it
seemed Imopossible, that there conld an
improvemont be made Is seen In Hosen-
thal's performancen. He has made emormous
strides [n celerity, until no buman belng could
do greater feats of dexterity—he has reached
the boundaries of the Impossible. In force. too,
be can never, it would seem. be excelled, nor 1n
indurance. Then there is an élan, & dash, &
An de sidcle daring and Impstuosity abont
this planist that suggests the tele-
phone, the ph graph, and every other
modern contrivance or invention. Rosenthal is
essentlally allve, wital, human. HHe is the

apostle of the world and the flsan—nothing else
—Iin his pinying. Of the faraway, the dreamy,
and, alas, we must say also, of the spiritual,
there is but a amall amount in his playing.

Hin Interpretations speak of the present—of
folfliment, not of promises—of realization, not
of regret. He in a player of “the Now," but
great, splendid, vaeful, and beneficent as the
presant moment always is to us mortals,

When Hoseuthal was here before wo had not
yet had the ureatest living Interpreter of the
spiritusl meaning in piano music with us, He

had nut yer come. This poet could not
endore  what Rosenthal ean — he  could
not strike  with  such force, but lLe

can wring the uttermost drop of postic means
Ing from every phrase he touchea. It Is, after
