The 'fHU7 was regularly Incorporated as a
polltlcnlT&d social organization.

Allen. When the pollco learned of this, and
also that. In a turprlslnglt short time, tho club's
membership apparently numbered hundreds,
most of whom came In the da) tlmo and seldom
at night, they bncarne suspicion-- .

Yestordny afternoon at 4 o'clock I'ollce Cap-
tain Oreo of thu Mercer street station, nt tha
head or about forty policemen, approached tho
clubhouse A dozen ot llio pollciraen ran Into
the building at ma llleeckcr street, nnd n few
moments later appeared on the roof on a rear
extension Just lnck of tho Wost Side Club. One
of thoso who appnmched In front carried a lad-de- r.

At sight of the policemen amanivbowas
standing a t the entrance of the club houso leaped
Inside, (.lammed tho door, and had locked It
by tho time the first of the policemen arrived.
These ncro Detectives Brow nell and Schwartz.
Kach can loil a tledga hammer, and, knowing
that tho door was locked, thoj lost no tlmo In
attacking it. Meanwhile the other policemen
camo up The ono vilth the ladder placed It
ngalaet tho flro escape balcony nt tho second
floor.
