John Hare arrlved In New York yesterday on
the Majestic to commenes his second tour in
thls country. Mr Hare's exverienos here Iast
wifter was of & curlous kind, He csme here
with a London reputation of many yenrs'stand-
Ing, He played at Abbey's Theatrs In adrama
which won llitle faver, and there were few in-
dieatlons at the outeel of his vislt hers that he
would ever find much popularity in this cotun-
try. The succceding play In which he scted
was a ploce slrendy familine 1o Now York au-
dinnees, and there wan little belief that
he would suecesd In gaining the approval that
London had given to him for so many years,
But the result proved how unesrtaln theatrical
predictions are likely to be, From thie night ha
aoted first In * A Palr of Spectucles” his sncoess
Lere was assured, Iis sudiences Increansd
steadily In slee, aud he returned to New York
Inter in the season, when his popularity proved
even  grenter. On  the nighy of his last
appearance here the large mudience re-
malned In the theatrs untll he answored
thelr applause with aspoech., 1n 1t he referred
to o ocarieature of him  which Edwin
Abbey lind drawn at s dinner given to the actor
on the eve of h!'s departare from London. It
was o pleture of Mre.

Plays
with politics In the background or serving as
thie motives for partieular ncenes hiave been
frequent enougl,  But polities inevers act and
evary seene and almost every line is an allows
ands too liberal to be entertaining. There Is an
agEravation in this abundance whean It comes
within A weok after an abrorbing cleotlon. The
orchostra at the Montauk on Monday nigbt
played politieal marches belwesn the acts,
and the whole evening turned out to be
about ‘as lmnaginative and poetic as a
district caucus. It may or may not be
truae that people love the theatre becauss
it takes them into & realm of fancy away from
the practioal everyday events of life.

on the platform when ahe bagan to apeak.
There was nothing unusuval in the opening
wards of Mrs. Parsons. Her son. she sal,
was 1iko his father, and she wns teaching him
to tako up the great stroggle for which his
faihier had lald down Lis life and where that
Inther Lind left off. Bho proidlcted that tho dny
wonld como whon, although the feet of the exe-
cutnd men had censed to travel tho oarth, n
mililon bodles would move on thelr lege, and
that then from the eraven in Waldhesim the
woeial revolution would spring.

All the time Mrs. Parsona was getting mora
vehement. Arrlving at a description of the
manner in whluh“m four men went to tho
scafold, ahe decl that the men who had
oliarge of the hanging hneried through with thelr
wor nuse thoy feared o look four honest
men in the face., WNRAlsing ber volce to Ite
highest pitch, she anid:

K. OF I. GENERAL ASSEMBLY.
A @radaated Income Tax Indorsed—-Report

of lts Excoutive Committoe.

Rocmester, Nov. 12.—At the morning ses-
slon of the General Assembly of the Knighte of
Labor a resolution was adopted lostrocting
the Secretary to telegraph fraternal greetings
to the session of the Supreme Council of the
Farmera' Allinnce in progress at Indisnapolis.

The committes reported favorably on the
adoption of the followlng amendment to nec-
tiom 2 of the constitution propossd by Districs
Assembiy 70 of Brooklyn, composed of street
and elevated raliroad men:

“Provinzial, State, national trade, and dis-
trict assemblies are soverelgn in thelr own jo-
sisdiction, under the general laws of the order,
and are empowered tu declde all disputes aris-
ing within tnelr jurisdiction, subject to appeal
to the Gieneral Assombiy."

The amendment 18 proposed so as to give the
distriet mssemblies a lnrge mensure of homo-
rule power, Under the section as It now stands
appeals are made 1o the General Executive
Heard, Diseussion of the proposed amendment
occupled the whole sesslon, but no actlon was
taken.

Among the papers presonted to the distribut-
ing commlited last night was a resolution lo-
dorsing & graduated Income tax, which would
apply to all incomes and would be lald with a
per cent. that shonld Incrense as the amoant of
the income Inereased. THe Committes on Laws
took the question up, and there was a hot dis-
cussion, ay it was felt thst this was a radical
step for the organization to take, but It was
finally indorsed and presented to the General
Assembly thls morning and adopted. The
finights will do all In thelr power to have such
n tax enacted by Congress, and, failing there,
they will use their influence to have the tax io-
corporated into the platform of ooeof the great
political parties.

Kesolutlons have been offerod opposing the
Insue of national bank notes, and declaring that
nil money should be {ssued exclusively by the
Mationnl Government, and taking a definlte
stand in regard to wany matters from which
the Knlzbts have heretofore stuod aloof,

The report of the Executive Committes han
been mode public, It details the ?nrl taken by
the Knights of Labor in the Pupallst and Demo-
cratic National Conventlons in an attempt to
nnite the two parties for the principles ureed by
the Knighta, and rejoices at the prowinence
rh—tn the issues there enumerated. Continuing
L saye:
