llrooklyn park laborers who aro employed In
making roads and pathways In tho now Myrtlo
Avcnuu Park, near Itlchmnnd Hill, mav go to
their work filled with a profound senso
of the solemnity ot the above Hues. Somewhere
within quarter of r. mllo of George Grower's
brewery, nt tho end of the park, thero lies
burled, but not dead, fifty pounds ot dynamite.
It Is in light, loamy soil, n tow feet from n group
of thrco small trees w ho-- o trunks rlso In such a
way that a string run around them wonld from
an equilateral triangle with n sldo measure-
ment of two feet. These trees are somewhero
along tho sldo of a disused road through tho
tract know n ns Grower's Woods, about a, quarter
of a mile back from tho ftldcovvood nnd Hlch.
inond Hill trolloy lino.

Coustnblo George Hock ot Newtown buried
tho dvnamlto about threo years ngo. Ho had
tnken it from nn Anoruhlatcacbo under Cran-tail'- s

whiting factory at Maspoth. There was
ono bomb tuado ot a three-Inc- h gas-pi- elbow,
with a cap screwed on each end. On tho outer
sldo of tho elbow a detonating cap Is set Into the
bomb, nnd a lot of stick dynamite, wrapped up
and packed away lu n heavy Hu box. Thereat
danger Is thnt a workman's pick or spado
may strike tho cap on tho bomb. Thero
vvoro a lot of thoso caps among tho stuff
seized by Constable Hock. He has had ono
or two of them lying around evor slnco, Tho
other day ho took ono ot them out and ex-

hibited It to some of his frlonds, Ono of them,
described by Mr. Hock ns n "fresh duok,"
iniido derogatory commont upon tho exploslvo
quality uf tho caps After threo years' exposure
toalr and moisture. The "fresh duck," at tho
Constable's rcquest. placed tho cup on a stone
and lilt it witti a hammer.

"He sal down a darn Bight quicker than ho
ever did before." said Constablo Hook, "and It
it wasn't dark I'd take you out and show you
tho holluvv In tho ground that ho made when ho
struck."

L unstable Hock spont Saturday afternoon
nosing along tlie disused road by the sldo of
w hlch he burled tho dynamite.

"Since 1 planted the stuff," he said, " lot of
new roads have been cut through there and
tho wholo shapo of the place has changed.
John Fleming, who was District Attorney then,
wouldn't pay mv expenses out to Ben to sink it.
Says he "fell with it! Take It out m the woods
and bury it,' nnd I did. You'd never bellevo
that tin re couhl be so many clumps of three
trees, tilunuln fashion, along one miserable un-
used road. 1 went out there Saturday, and there
was a t lump every fewsteps, T here wnsabend
In tho road threo years ago, and I counted that
the stuff was planted about 200 feet nwny from
tlio bend. Hut now tho placo wher tho bend
was Is all excavates nway and mere Isn't any
place to start lo measure from. I dug around
with my bauds all Saturday until I wore my
linger mills out.
