bott whist. Mr. Packard was the only first-cl- an

player In Toledo who was not on the men's
side. When it was all over It was found that
the ladles had made the top score, both N and
S and E and W. Mrs. Harrison and Mrs. Day
were 7 plus N and S, while Mrs. Ilubbell nnd
Mrs. Dyer wcte S plus K and W. Mrs. I,loyd.

No. 11 was from Brooklyn, and hod
taken a lesson or two from a famous Brooklyn
teacher, whose wife was captain of the team.
Tbe Philadelphia players had had tbe benefit
of last winter's tournament all through which
they were coached by some of the best players
In Philadelphia, notably Messrs. Work and Ro-

maic The captains of teams Nos. 1 and 3 are
themselves teochors of wide experience and their
teams had made great progress. Every team
In the tournament wero strictly
except the Washlngtons.
