Kelley win Jabbed Into the centre
twice In succession for four yard. Church alao
succeeded for two, nnd Dannard put the ball
down six Inches from the coal line. Yale's brace
to keep It away was Ineffectual, for Keller witha mighty effort crossed the chalk for Jersey's
seoond touohdown. Ualrd'a Roal trial was suc-
cessful, and the score stood la to 0 against the
blue.

Hy this time It was apparent to the spectators
that Princeton's eleven was superior In everr
way to Yale's, and the critics said It was only aquestion of how many points Cochran's men
could score. On the kick-of- f by Benja-
min, Ilalrd returned the ball to Dinkey,
who was, turned oyer on Yale's

ltoo by Cochran. Tho latter was
playlnj as If he had a shoulder of Iron and wasI In nearly evory rush, Ilenjamln and Mills could
jiot make any ground by hitting the Tigers'
line, and finally Yalo ad to surrender the
ball for olTsIde play, Ilass and Hodgers
being tho guilty ones. This occurred on
J ale's StM-ar- line, when the Princeton backs
bezan another charite that was bearing fruit
when time for the llrst half was up. the ballhaying been carried to Yale's SS.yard line.

After an Intermission of fifteen minutes the
slovens came out upon the field once more to
wind up. Tho Yale men wouldn't say a word
about the outcome, while their rivals were Inhigh spirits and said they would surely win.

Uenjamln kicked on and Ualrd punted back
without delay. Tlie ball hit Cochran In the
back before a Yalo man could get It. but Yalo
received It Jast the same. Hlnkey kicked, andIlalrd, before he could return It, was clearly

hit. real north. He made six rushes at variouspoints In the line, and gained In all eighteen
yards. His assistants were Cochran. Church,

4il im and HUlebrand. who pushed and pulled him
alone with terrific momentum. He was finally re- -

i ltuved fnrnmoment,whenChurcb. Bannard.and
Ualrd made twenty yards and planted the ball
that distance from Yale's goal line. Then
Kelley got Into harness again for fouryards, Ilalrd knocked nine ont of Cham- -
berlln. and the Inevitable Kelley worked
the ball to the four-yar- d line. Then the
two teams piled up In a heap, and
when the men were untangled Bannard was
discovered, with the ball In his arms, lying
across the line. Ilalrd missed this goal, his
attempt being very poor, and the score stood
SO to u.

The kick-of- f. as usual, gave Balrd a chance to

Ins the discomforts that they suffered, it may b
aid that their averago determination was

greater.
Each football game that Is played between

Yale and Prlncetnn Is said to be the greatest
gntne that ever was played. So each crowd that
gathers to sco one of the games Is said to be
the greatest crowd that over gathered
anywhere to see anything. Therefore, tho
assertion that yesterday's crowd was the
greatest crowd might not be believed. Suf-
fice It tu say that every available Inch
of space was filled outside and Inside. From
the grounds as far nway as tho eye could rang
amass of people with umbrollas and without
umbrellas oould bo seen In nil directions but
one. That was over the Polo grounds, and the
fence top of these grounds was lined with
men and boys. Away up on tho bluff,
beyond the new speedway, tho roofs of
the houses could be seen filled with
people. They were so far off that th"y
didn't look to be more than two feet high.
What they could see of tho gamo no man could
tell. They certainly couldn't distinguish any-
thing more than a confused mass of struggling
humanity, but they were enthusiastic enough
to be satisfied with that apparently, for they
held their places In spite, of tho rain and tho fog
from two hours before the game until it was all
over and the crowd on the grounds was moro
tnan hair out.

In old dnys It wasn't supposed to be a credita-
ble thing to occupy Dead-Hea- d Bluff and all the
other points of vantage, becauso to do It was to
cheat the box office. Yasterday, though, It was
extremely creditable, because the box office had
all It could do, and every man and woman who
watched the game from any place outside the
grounds had the excuse that It was the
best that they could do, and they couldn't
bur tickets If they tried. Their pres-
ence where they were and their patience
Indicated simply their enthusiasm. The fact Is
that some of the people on Deadhead Bluff
wore not deadheads at all. There was a boss
deadhead who collected toll from them Just ns
the managers of tho game collected toll from
the people who were lucky enough to get Into
the grounds. This boss deadhead was the Hon.
James J. Coogan, the man of whom they used
to asg, " Was 1st loi mlt him ?" Yesterday It
was "Is 1st gar nlchts Ins rait Cnogan ?"

Mr. Coogan owns all tbe property around
there. Ho lenses the Manhattan Field, but he
doesn't lease the face ot the bluff, which has a
slope and convenient rocky sent. Being a
thrlftr man and being anxious to show that
there wasn't anything the mutter with him. Mr.
Coogan had gates at the entrance- to the face of
tho bluff ami charged 50 cent to go In.
He had a gato on the bluff from which
tho people could climb down and a gate at tho
foot from which tho people could climb up, and
he probably netted several hundred dollars
without turning a hand and without paying a
cent to the men who were providing the sport
that his patrons paid to watch.

The rush on the elevated railroads to get to
the game began before 11 o'clook In the morn-
ing. The trains had been pretty well tilled be-
fore that, but then they became Jammed, and
they continued Jammed until long after --'
o'clock. The crowds that came beforo 11
o'clock were most yr them fakirs, armed
with flags and every conceivable form of
badge, with hot frankfurters, peanuts, chewing
gum, apples, tin horns of all sizes, shapes, and
colors, and locust rattles, better known now as
Idiot rattles, because nobody but an Idiot or a
violent lunatic would work one. There were
also ticket speculators by the car load. A new
feature In fakirs was a youthful ele-
ment, evidently of good parontapc, who
brought home-mad- e things with them. The (lags
that they cirrled and tho badges and the papt-- r

chrysanthemums It was plain to see were home-
made, and before the game started It was clear
that they had gone Into the faking business Just
to get money to pay their way Into the game,
for after they ld out they went tn tho ticketspeculators and dlckertd for tickets with their
plunder.

The police were on hand beforo the army of
fakirs, but they hadn't any orders to look nfter
them. It seemed, for the fakirs overran every-
thing and everybody for a long time without
hindrance.

The ticket speculators went right np beside
the gate, and some of them got Insldn nnd
next to the box office and Importuned tho
crowd to bur their tickets, it was after 1

o'clock when tho police finally took a hand In
the fun and forced them back outshlo thegrounds and off the curb. The llrst victims of
tbe fakirs were the people who came in the
tally-ho- The tally-ho- s. by the way. brought
with them the first crowds. Some of tbem got
there before IS o'clock.

The fakirs swarmed about them as ther came
and climbed upon them, crabbing the occu- -
fianta by the legs or arms, or wherever It came

and shoving tbelr wares up Into faces.
The moment a tally-h- o arrived there were
more fakers on It than there wore passengers,
and It was next to Impossible to shove tbem off.

Another nuisance that was a featuru of tbe
morning and the early afternoon was a collec-
tion of bauds, that had been hired by the men
who have saloons in the neighborhood, to draw
custom. There were two kinds of bands. Chuck
Connors would say"derwas string Lands un
der was swet bands." Collectively they were a
worse nuisance thnn the n fiends and
rattle lunatics. Their music at times was like
the greeting of a foreign war ship by harbor
tugs. At other times It was like the
wall of tho spirits of the damned aa described
by writers of the realistic scbonl. One by one
AH thf, hntii- - tnr ttiM pnrnn amirnnf-tipf- l flifM
bands gave out and tho mighty blowing of the
tin horns and the yells and shrieks of tho fakirs
were all that was to be henrd. The tally-b- o

parties that came after 1 o'clock were all armed
with hums before they reached the ground.

A few battalions of the fakirs climbed the
the stairs to the bridge nnd Inflicted theim-elve- s

on the crowd there. This crowd had begun to
gather long before the people w ho Intended to
go In and see the game had commenced to ar-
rive. As early as 11 o'clock there wns a lino
two deep on the Manhattan Field side of the
bridge. When tho fakirs mode their on-
slaught tno crowd had Increased from
two to ten deep, ami It wasn't deeper
merely because by no stretching of necks could
an eleventh row see even one edge of the field.
In spite of tho discomfort, them wasn't an

person In tho crowd. The pretence of
the fakirs put them right Into the spirit of the
game, and those fakirs were cleaned nut Inside
of half an hour. Then the people on the Held
could see a mass of colors above them that
rivalled tbe mass they had themselves. From
below the bridge looked as If It had been deco-
rated with I lue and orange and black.

'I he fakirs having been so successful on the
bridge, went down nnd bought out a lot of tho
other fakirs, and then made a dash for tho
crowd that had gathered on the bluff. In an-
other half hour bits of color began appearing
over there, too, and before tliegatuo Murtud the
bluff Itself had the appearance of being deco-
rated with bunting.

If the crowd that gathered outside and Inside
the Held to see tho big game whs one of tho
biggest It wns also the most enthusiastic that
ever gathered for a game. It Is almost needless
to say that It was good uatured at nil times, and
nt no time, either on or off the Hold, or In-

side tho enclosure or outside thu enclos-
ure us there any friction thnt railed for
the presence of tho police. They were pure-
ly ornamental at all times until the game
was at an end. The play was so Interesting
during thu last half thnt the crowd dliln't start
to go until time was called anil the players
dropped the ball ami ntu.ru d runnlni' for their
quarters. It wax a moment after that that It
began moving, and then everybody began mov-
ing at once, with tho result that there was a
frightful Jam everywhere Two-thlrd- of tho
people were bound down town, and the rush
was for the elevated railroad elation. Tho po-
lice had preuared for It there. 'Ihero weto
more than a hundred men Ktatloned on the
approaches and at the door' leading to the road,
'they would let through it plat form full of
peoplo at a time and then would hold back tho
crowd until the platform was clear. It was an
hour after the guine was over beforo tho last
platform full was gone, Besides the poople that
took the elevated, thousands went by cable to
IL'Slh street and 'lhlrd avenuo and tltoiuumls
of others walked across the brldgo and took

d trains.
The Jam of foot passengers was not as great

as the lam of street cars and vehicles In the
street Just outside the field. The big tally-hoe- s

with their loads of rollcgu men, the Private rigs,
and the street cars all wanted to move nt the
same moment, with the result that there was n
tangle that the police hud to unravel tlmo and
time again. The tally-hoe- s moved at a snail's
pace. The crowd on foot lined up on the side-
walk, hooted and howled and guyed tho Yalo
men and cheered tho Princeton men. Tho
Yale muu took the guvlng good nittureilly, and
tooted their horns and bang songs and yelled
Just as If their men had won the game.

The teams were almont the lust to luavo the
field, and both were cheered by tho crowd.
From tho moment tho gnmu n as over, when the
winners were curried to their uuartcrs on the
boulders of their half-craz- y friends and the

lasers were escorted to theirs in mora deoorous
fashion by their sympathizing frlemle, tho po-
lice took charge of them, und It was well thuy
did. for thu crowd of college men and others
that gathered would have swamped them com-
pletely, and they might never have gotten away.

he thought that Ilalrd could out-pu- Hlnkey,
but although he did gain five or ten yards on
the exchange of kicks It was a mis-
take on the part of tho tram. It was a
test of Hlnkey's abilities as a kicker,
and he kicked better during tho first ton min-
utes of the game than he did at any tlmo after- -

ward. As soon ns Princeton commenced her
rushing tactics and found that Yale could not
hold them, she of course continued that style
of play.

" Princeton's team was one of tho strongest
that she ever put on the field, while In the
opinion of those who have watched the game
Yale's was one of the weakest that has repre-
sented the New Haven university.

" The Princeton Interference was worked to
perfection. Every man was In his place, and
Yale was unable to break It up. Only twice
during the entire game did Yale hold Princeton
for four downs. The backs stnrted qulokly and
were at their openings Justntthe right time.Kolley's playing was a feature. He Is one of the
best lino platers tbat Princeton has ever bad,
and nearly ever) time he mado his gain.

" Balrd punted strongly, and, ns tho game
progressed, continued to Increase his advantage
over Hlnkey, He also bucked the line for good
gains, smith's run In the second hair, on a
pass from llainl, was nearly equal to Thome's
famous ran last year. Princeton's team from nilappearances sectni'd to be In better physical con-
dition than Yale's. They played with a great
dealmoredashand aggressiveness than tho Yale
men. This was due to a policy which Prince-
ton has recently adoptetl of laying tbe men
off In order that they sha'l not get a surfeit of
the game. There was not a man on the Yalo
team who was not d by his opponent
on the Princeton side." Princeton played sharp, aggressive, straight-ou- t

football, and resorted to no tricks. Had not
the mistake of kicking been made In the first
few minutes of play It Is Improbable that Yale
would havo made any score, while Princeton's
total might havo been Increased by another
touchdown."

Manager Garrison of the Yale eleven said
after the game:

"Our team was outplayed In every particular
except In kicking. Of courre, 1 cannot tell what
would have been the result had thu ball been
kept In tho air. 'but I think It would
have been different. The feature of the game
was the phenomenal way In which the kicks of
the Princeton men were blocked.

"PENNSY PULLS TIIROUGII,

DKFKA1S UAltTAItn AFTMt A OltltAT
sritvaai.il jit tho foixts.

The Crlmaona Ontplay the Qnnkera In theFlret Hnir nnd Hcore-- A Marctr nnd n.
Ooal from Touchdown Jlv the Victory
to the Red and Bine In the I.nst Hair,

I'.tit.AtiEi.riitA, Nov. 21. From an atraos.
phero of mist and rain, with night oloslng down
upon players nnd spectators, tho sturdy team of
tho University of Pennsylvania emerged Into
the metaphorical light of victory, whon, shortly
beforo 6 o'clock this afternoon. Woodruff
kicked the gonl which mndo tho result of tho
great Harvard Pennsylvania gamo of isno 8 to
01n"Pennsy's" fnvor. It was tho latter's third
conseoutlve defeat of tho carers of tho crim-
son, and tho homo players had to fight fur it
harder thnn over before.

They struggled wllh desperation In the face of
all mannor of discouraging obstacles. Harvard
had made n touchdown tn the first half, nnd In
the second " Pennsy" had mndo mlstnkes nnd
suffered misfortunes nt tho most critical mo.
merits. Then, too, Hcfurcc Hlckok of Yalo
seemed to discriminate against "Pennsy" on
sevcrnl occasions. Notwithstanding nil this the
dospernto wearers of tho rod and blue, routining
that upon tho result ot the game depended the
future of tho university In tho football world,
hammered and pounded Harvard's line with

fury.
It was tho survival of the fittest. Harvard

could not stand tho pace. Her men fell after
each scrimmage like autumn leaves under the
blasts of the tireless wind. There was nothing
pretty about " Pennsy's" magnificent finish, it
was not particularly brilliant In the matter of
Individual endeavor, hut from the standpoint of
united effort nnd steady toain work It was mar-
vellous and Intensely exciting.

As a matter of faot, " Pennsy" pulled out of a
very bad hole, to the great sttrprlso and the con-
sequent Joy of her admirers, who appeared to
be much mure deeply affected by her numerous
setbacks thnn wore tho players themselves.
When the ball propelled by Woodruff's foot
shot over the goal, went midway between the
posts, tho 15,000 spectators simply went wild,
and tho subsequent proceedings Interested them
no moro. The half was too near nt an end to
ndmlt of any additional scurlug being done by
either side.

Those 16,000 enthusiasts who followed the
progress of tho pigskin through all lis tortuous
windings across the gridiron were not to bo
discouraged by tho nastlness of the weather.
They came afoot, by trolley, and In carriages,
and the denr girl "rooter" was there to cheer
for her favorite. The rain spat spitefully at
them, and tho mists rolled across tho field con-

tinuously. Ticket speculators outside the gates
looked blue, for they had not counted upon the
weather, which kept back the lukewarm ad-

mirers of tho game who como lato and patronlr.e
tbem.

There wero wholo sections In some parts of
tho north stand where the blank yellow of tho
new boards were relieved by no spot nt human
color. There was plenty or enthusiasm, how-
ever. In tho centro of this stnml, where the
Harvard contingent sat, anil In the west end
eland behind tho goal, where Peunlvanla's
largest crowd of adherents was clustered. In
the latter vicinity the University dice Club
held forth with premature songs of victory,
while the great body of students who did not
slug j ellcd vigorously under tho direction of an
energetic young man who shouted his orders
through n huge megaphone. A big splotch or
wblta against a background of darker colors
was tho Harvard leader's voluminous sweater
when he rosu to call for tho Crimson's tuneful
cry.

In the first half Pennsylvania's men were un-

fortunate to make a serious mistake almost at
the start of tho game. Up to that time the had
Harvard upon her own goal continual!). A for-
ward they seemed to become demoralized.
Harvard forced the Dlay. and when a second
mistake enabled Harvard to block a kick on the
twenty-yar- d line a touchdown followed. From
the second kick-of- f Pennsjlvnnia again had the
advantage, and pressed Harvard to tho close of
the half. Tho fact that Harvard held the ball
when tlmo was called amounts to nothing, as
Pennsylvania was compelled by tbe near ap-

proach of the end to try field goals from des-
perate chances.

At the beginning of the second half It appeared
like a verv even thing as to which team would
win. If Pennsylvania could get her team to
gether and play In concert, thero wns a bright
prospect of winning the game. This Is

what happened. Harvard was unable to
stand in the face of the strong attack of the
homo team, and although Pennsylvania was
able to do very little kicking, while Harvard
emploed It constantly, the home team still
pressed tbe Crimson nnd won.
