The vague notion entortalzed In Spaln
that our Government bas not usod due dili-
genes to enforce its mentrality Inwe will
fiot stand the test of eriticlnm.

The first nod Mindamental error may bain
assuming thnt many voyagen from our ports
to Cuba are forbidden by domestic statutes
or International law, which are really
violations of wueither. Gen, TRACY has
jwat emphasized this error of conception
in his argument for the defence in
the Laurada ense. He declared that
sellers of arms and ammunition in this elty
might openly sdvertise them for abipment
to Cubn, and thereby commit no offence.
Even as to the shipment of men intending
to fight in the patriot cause, he inslsted that
soores of persons might go to Cuba in the
same ship, if unarmed, with the inten-
tion of enlisting after they got there,
and yot not constitiite a perfected military
enterprise in the eve of the law. Above all,
the masterly charge of Judge Appisox
Browy in this case declares that ' the es-
sentinl  features of military expeditions
are the concerted action of bodles of
men, and the fact of thelr being
armed  with weapons and under com-
mand.” With those elements wanting, the
mere presence of an unusual number of pas-
sengers, who are bound to Cuba to help the
patrio ts, or the carringe of arms to the lat-
ter as part of the veéssel's eargo, Is not an-
Inwful. And this explaing why somo cases
which Spain iy fancy to be examples of the
miscarringe of justice, before American ju-
rien, are really vindleatlona of the law, and
aro not offences ngalost the United States,
I our country is us<ed by Cuban sympa-
thizers as a base of supplies, that in itself
may ot be a just canse of complaint.

Spanish representatives are proneto bring
up the Alnbama ense as s parnllel to the con-
duct of our autbhorities regarding Caba. But
the two have nothing in common. The Aln-
bamwa wasa ship builtand armed to serve as a
war vessel and to prey on commerce. When
was such o vessel ever allowed to escape
from our porta? Tt would be hard to reckon
bow many shipa carried arms, ammunition,
and men to the South from the British
ports, running the blockade; but we never
enalled Eopgland to account for that.
The s*opping of theso veasels was our
business, not hers. Bo long as military
expeditions of arma and organized men, or
ships fitted out and armed as war veasels,
were not allowed to leave her ports, we could
not object to the ordinary trade in firearms,
or to the earryving of passengers who sought
to run the blockade, provided they had not
alrendy enlisted and were not under orders.

If such instances of lawful shipments of
aien and munitions are subtracted, how
thany nulawful expeditions remain? How
hiany are there which have not been made
the subject of careful inquiry, and perhaps
of actual trial of the accused, with due
teapoct to the maxim that innocence
Is presumed untll gnilt 1s proved? And
even of tuose few, the offences in the case of
some may have been agninst our own port
regulations rather than against {nterna-

tlanal law,

_+” This brings ns to oue more point, namely,

the contrast between what Spain thinks
due diligence required of us In preventing
unlawfual expeditiona from setting out from
our shores, and what she considers proper
activity and skill on her part in preventing
them (rom landiog, She has every port in
Cuoba under her control; she has everything
atatake in patrolling its eonsts; she has put
her navy upun this task, and bas ordered
dozens of new vessels forit, Yet how many
expeditions did she ever stop? A Compet-
itor case is & most rare occurrence.

Wi hnve thus fur Jonked at this question
in the light of the current Laurgdn case, and
of the fact that A report about 300 pages
leng bus been prepared for the Spanish Legn-
tion, on the United States ns o base of sup-
plies for insurgent war material in Cuba.
In that report the Alnbams case, the Itata
case, the Wiborg cease, and the Commodore
case are dwelt upon: and the surmise is
created that a blg bill of dnmages 1s to be
handed In to the United Srates. We have
suggested some reasons why such s bill
would be founded on fallacies.

But practieally wo are looking for a dif-
ferent und shorter solution of the whole
quertion, If the patriot arms trinmph, if
Cuba is freed, ber independence will be rec-
ognirzed by Bpuin on terms to be arranged
with her: nnd therewith all grievances and
claims upon the United States on her ac-
count will vaniab into air.

Au to Gen. Maximo Gomesz.

‘How can we explain the Inactivity and
guietude of Gen, Maximo GoMEZ, the Coma
mander-in-Chief of the Culan revolution,
all through the past half year? We liave
bid hardly any news sbout him since May
Iast. We have not heard where his army,
which must be n good-sized one, was lo-
oated, if it bas had any fixed location, orof
fts movements, If it han made any, or of Its
Communder’s plans, which wre doubtless
the best that his mind can devise,

We may be pretty sure that he has not
fought any lwportant battle, that he has
not suffered uny defeat, galned any victory,
been driven from any feld, or captured any
Bpanish atronghold, Had there been any
{ncident of the kind, we would certainly
have got a report of it, All that the (riends
and foes of General-ln-Chief GOMEZ know
sbout him In that he has been out of sight
for many months, during a part of which
time the conditlon of affalrs in Cuba has
bren such as would seem to have called for
Els services.

His guietude for wo long & period becomes
all the move inexplicable when we think of
hils censeless snd prodigious activity during
the first (ifteen months of the war, Hurdly
ever a day pnssed in which we did not re-
celve news of his exploits, often from the
Bpanlards, Aws In the case of one of our
Generals durlng the war for the Unlon, his
beadguartors were *' in the saddle.” All the
time we heard of his fighting the forces of
the encmy, dreiving him from one province
or another, capturing the epeny’'s ports,
frightening  his garrisons, taking him
by wurpiise, destroying hls suppllies, or
ravigiug the regions from which he de-
rived his revenues, He was the heart and
soul of the revolution, the great leader In
the war for Cabuu freedom, n beroic Agure,
& highly endowed soldler, & master of
strotegy, & vetersn of large experionce, o
wan who commanded the devotlon of the
brave army of Cuban emancipation. It waw
with reason that many s time we spoke of

\

his charsater and his deeds in the language
of unstinted pralse.

But where I8 Maxivo GoMed, the leader,
in thess times of trinl for Cubn, when Wer-
LER In In the fleld at the head of the most
powerful army that haa ever taken the
field in Cuba, when the revolution Is assailed
in a way which S8pain believes will ba de-
clalve, and when AxtoN10 MACED, en-
camped among the hills of western
Cuba, Is striving to hold his ground
agninst the oconcentrated foroes of the
enemy? The question must remain
unanswered; but we may say that
we have as much faith as ever we hnd
in Maxiyo GomeEz, We belleva that ho has
formed his plans, and that he will carry
them Into executlon with all the energy of
his clinracter, s0 soon as the promise of
auccess shall mnke it desirable that he
should do so.

Most surely, he is somewhors in eastern
Cuba, and we suppose that his army there,
which is the chief army of the revolution, is
at lenst four or five times the size of that of
MAcro, in the west. We have had succes-
slve rumors within a month that he was in
the province of Puerto Principe, that he
had advanced into the province of Santa
Clarn, and that he was steadily but cau-
tiously pursuing his way toward the
weatern reglon in  which WEevYLER
has begun to carry on operations.
We know that parties of skirmishers from
the east, and mometimeos large poarties of
them, hiave recently rendered services in the
provinee of Matanzas and in the province of
Havans, which have prevented WEeYLER
from carrying out his designs agninat
Macko, and compelled him to keep strong
bodlea of his troops iu thoss provinces,
By these and other manceuvres in the di-
rection of the enemy's capital, we are led
to guess that Gen. GoOMEZ may be about
to deliver a blow, the result of which will
not be known until it has been delivered.
We hardly think he will leave MACEO to
fight alone, or that he will hold his army
in a state of inactivity while the battle
rages amung the hills that are not far off.
He muay make a diversion in the interest of
MACKO: he may sweep across the trocha, as
once before heswept; he may force WEVLER
to withdraw his army for the defence of
Havann: he may strike the enomy in some
way or some place not thought of, as he
has often struck him before, But it were
useless to make coujectures as to the de-
signs of Gen. GOMEZ, at this eritical period
for Cuba and for Spain,

We have not a doubt that Gomez will
pursue the course which he regards as the
most promising for the revolution. We
believe that, during the long period of hia
apparent inactivity, in most of which cam-
paigning was impossible, he has been con-
stantly preparing for the approach of the
times which are now at hand.

How Gordon Wonld Have Solved the
Turkish Problem.

The Armenian question is discussed in all
the London reviews for November, but the
most interesting feature of the discussion is
a letter published in tha Nincteemth Cen-
tury, which wans addressed in 1851 by Gen,
GorpoN, the hero of Khartoum, tw Sir
EpuMusp Du Caxe. Curiously epough, his
proposal colncides with that submitted to
the same periodical in an article printed in
French by DinaN KELEKIAN, a representn-
tive of those subjects of the Sultan who
believe the Turkish empire eapable of being
reformed from within,

What Gen. GornoN advised was that the
British Government should uuceasingly try,
In conjunction, of course, with other Enro-
pean powers, to get the Midhat Constitution
reéstablished.  The Chamber of Deputies,
provided by the Constitution framed by
Mippat Pasha, would, in his oplnion, pre-
vent any great catastrophe, and wonld so
coerce the successor of ABDUL ITAMID, who
would be wexpected to swear to muin-
tain 1t, as to offer the country a
promise of regeneration, To the objection
that the Turkish peoples are nov fit for rep-
resentative Institutlons, GORPOX answered
thiat these have succeeded fairly well (n

Roumania, Servia, and Bulgarls, al-
though in those countries also they
wure innovations. “IL" he says, “‘the

peoples never have n chance, they will
never be able to  show  what  they
can do, Had we Englishmen walted untll
our monarchs or our lords had given us rep-
resentative assemblies, we should be with-
out them to this day," His experience in
Mobammedan countries hnd convipeed GOR-
DOX that the only way of dealing with mis-
government in Turkey was to call on the
Turkish peoples to carry out the desired re-
forms, both legislative and administrative,
throngh their elected representutives,

Substautinlly, the same eonclusion is ar-
rived at, s we have gald, by Dinay Keve-
KIAN, after a careful examination of the
cuuses and possibile remedies of the present
crisis in the Ottoman Empire. A Sultan
may reign, but he must not govern; there
Is nothing to be hoped for, so long as he
shall retain the power of meddling with the
aflairs of State, That is the fundamental
principle of the solution to be adopted. To
that end, for the existing autocratic system
should be substituted representative in-
stituttons, which should have for their basis
a Constitution framed upon the principle of
decentrullzation, the only priuciple which
enn satlaly the different elements compos.
ing the populatlon of the Ottoman Empire,
DirAN KELERIAN wonld take as s model
the Constitution of the Austro-Hungarian
emplre, which gives to ench nutionnlity its
separate Diet and a distinct local Govern-
ment, while permitting each to take part,
through delegates, in deliberations con-
cerning the collective interests of the whole
mousrchy. Even If, however, a Constitu-
tion of the Austrian type were adopted
in Turkey, it Is the writer's opinion thay
the jncessant supervision of the European
powers would be needed for several years to
thwart the manwuvres of the soverelgn, who
unquestionably would try to sbolish the
rights of his subjects, ns he did when he
suspended indeflnitely the Midhnt Conatl-
tutlon,

How would 1t be possible to obtain the
assent of ABDUL HAMID to the redstablish-
ment of representative institutions ¥ lv s
DinAy KELEKIAN'S belief that nothing
would be easler than to gain his consent,
provided the European powers could once
arrive at n sincere agrecment, If, Le says,
the Ambassndors of the six great powers,
combining loyally, would go to the palace
of Yildiz and present to the SBultan the
peremptory mandate of Kurope, backed by
the threat of an immediate collective
rupture, everything required would be seo-
cepted in ten minutes. Ou the other band,
50 long as suy one of the great powers shall
intrigue agalust tha rest, either openly or
privily, or shall merely maintain un attl-
tude of reserve, the Sultan will agree to
nothing, Evidently DinaN KELEKIAN con-
curs with Lord BALISDUBRY ratlier than
with Mr. GLADSTONE, for he consid-
ers & general coucert of the powers an
indispensable condition of effective inter-
vention in Ottoman affaire Such s con-

oort could bs brought about If Russia and
England would act together, for thelr joint
wishes wonld not be opposed by any of the
other four powers. Binoce tha Crar's visit
to Queen VieronrtA & hope has been ex-
pressed that he may have become more
favorable to such cobperation, but much
will depend on the view taken of the Turk-
Ish question by the new Russian Chancellor,
IT he is resolved to carry out the deep-laid
plans of his predecessor, Prince LOBAXOF,
he will adviss his master to refuss to com-
bine with England even for the purposs of
rescuing the remnant of the Armenians
from destruction. It was Lonaxor's desire
not to reform Turkey, but to let the process
of disintegration and collapse goon amid
the execrations of Christendom until she
fell an eany prey into the handas of Russis,
Shonld some of the powera, *moan-
while, try to lmposa reforms on Turkey by
force, It was Lonaxor's intention that the
Czar should offer to protect the Sultan and
thus make of Lhim n vassal, That Is to say,
he meant to revert to the programme em-
bodied in the treaty of Unkinr Skelessl
made In 1804, Had England permitted
that treaty to be carrled out the Ottoman
Sultan would bhave long mince become as
completely the vassal of the Czar as Is now
the Amecr of Dokhbara,

The Perlod of Fifty Years,

The statement from Carncns that Venes
nela assents to the Afty-year clouse of the
OLNEV-PAUNCEFOTE protocol, while un-
officinl, is yet wholly eredible,

It is true that the Sciomburgk line wos
drawn [fty-five years ago, in 1841, but it
did not result in the settling of the region
which it arrogantly clalmed, and iu fact
England soon afterward pulled up the posts
which marked it. There were no new set-
tlements of consequence for years there-
after, nor untll much later than the year
1848, which would be the starting point
under the pending ngreement,

The real colonization of which Venezuela
complaing, and which eaused her to brenk
oft diplomatic relations with England, be-
gun about the year 1854, No doubt
there wore oases Lefore thiat time of Eug.
lishmen golng into Venezuela for mining,
rallrond, and other enterprises, and residing
there, just as Germans and Americans
went there, HBut it was not until abont a
dozen yoara agn that magistrates, armed
policemen, and other fupctionaries were
sent out from British Guinna to ocenpy va-
rious points in the disputed tract, with the
view of attempting to hold it.

Thus the encronchments of which Venez-
ueia has complained in the dipiomatic cor-
respondence are seen to date many yeara
after the hall-century mark agreed upon for
proseriptive title. But presumably not
until the exact wording of the ngrecment is
made known shall wo hear officially of her
attitude toward It

Split Squarely in Two.

New IHampshire, unlike its western
nelghbor Vermont and its eastern neighbor
Maine, has usunlly been a closely contesteil
State, and the mnjority for the successful
party has rarcely been large. A New Hamp-
shire Democrat was in office as President
when the Republican party was establishied,
and since that time the State hins been car-
ried by the Democrats severa! times.

In the State election of 1886 the Repub-
lican plurality on the Governorship was
less than 500, o that of 1800 {t wia leas
than 100, nnd in the Presidentinl electlon
of 1802 the vote stood thus: Republican,
45,808; Demoeratie, 42,081, and DPro-
hibition, 1,207, There hus been a con-
siderable emigration of French-Canadians
into New Hampshire of late years and
s corresponding decrense In the native
population, through emigration from New
Hampshire to other States, New Hamp-
shire men being found throughous the
country in large numbers, in the States of
the West particularly. By the census of
1870 the forelgn-born population wns
29,000, in a total population of 918,000,
The present population is 876,000, but the
foreign-born population has [perensed from
20,000 to 72,000, and of this 72,000, 468,000
are natives of Canada, mostly French Canns-
diuns. This change has been favorable to
the Hepublican party and Los turned it
from n closely contested State into one In
which the Republican wajorlty is small, ns
shown by the vote of the last precaling
Presidential election.

The oflicinl returns of the late Presiden-
tinl election In New Hampshire have been
declared by the Govirnor and Couucil nt
Concord, and they make o most ereditable
showing for the Democrats of the Granite
Stale who refuse to be drawn away from
thelr former alleginnce to the traditinnal
principles of Democracy by the Chicago
plotters and Populists. Indeed, it may be
doubted whether the Democrats of any
State stood out more steadfastly than thelr
brethren in New Hampshire against Popu.
lism and Repudiation,

In the Presidential election of 1592 thera
were 42,000 votes cast In New Hampshire
for the Democratic ¢lectors, In the recent
clection thers were 21,000 votes, just one-
hnlf, cast for the BRYAN and SEWALL elee-
tors, or to be more exnct, 21,271, The
Democratic vote in New Hampsahire, under
the bane of Populism, fell off one-lalf in
four years. As many Demovrats In New
Hampshbire refused to vote for Buvas us
voted for him.

What became of the £1,000 Demo-
crats who refused to give their suppore to
Bayax ! The figures tell their own tale.
A majority, 12,000 of them, voted for Mr,
MeKiNLEY. The Republican vote, which
was 456,000 four yenrs ago, wins 57,000 this
year, o galn of 12,000, Ou the Governor-
ship It was 9,000 less, As many ns 3,420
Demonerats voted for PALMER and BUcEs s,
and 8,000 abstained from voting, the totyl
vote of the State bLeing 6,000 less than it
was four years ago.

There never was, and never could be, any
doubt of the question where Now Hump-
shire would stand on the Ixsue of honest
money agalust Repudistion. But lu no other
Stute, %o fur as present figures show, wna
the revolt of intelligent nnd patriotio Dismo.
crats ngalnst Repudintion so clear and em-
phatle,  Well done, Democrats of New
Hampshire!

While workingmen have heen incited to
favor free silver out of nthirst to strike
at capital with any weapon, regardless of
themsolves, the mass of prople behind the
free milver cause have had as a siogle and
clear-cut aim, the lower wage-senles accom-
panying it, and bound up in it.  That's what
the free silver land owners, the agrarinns
all over the world, are after; capitalists
wlo have scen the value of their priducts
falling, while the value of labor was rising
stendily. Manufacturers who happen to be
found in thesilver movement bave the snme
purpose. For example, 8 great carpet

NOTES OF LKGAL BVYENTS

The declslon of the Callfornia {rripation cases
by the Buprems Court of the Unlied States on
Monday involved Interssts of immense Im-
portance to the Pacifle const. Corlously snough,
the declslons of the State Courws in Californis
In respsct to the irrigation laws were npheld,
while those of the Federal Courta there were
revarsed. The prinocipal statutes, known as the
Wright act, provides for the creation of irri-
mation districta upon the application of & mf
jority of the owners of lands susceptible of &
uniform mode of irrigation from m common
sonres. An election is held to determine
whether a proposed (reigation district shall be
organized, and at lenst two-thirds of the votes
cast munt be in favor of the profect in order to
carry It throngh.  Upon the completian of the
organization of a dintriot, ita board of directors
fs authorized to construct the necessary Irrl-
gation works and to megulre land for the
purposs of aunoh constrootion, whioh Is declared
to bea publicuse. ‘The Bupremo Court of Call-
fornia pronounced this [egisiation constito.
tiooal., Judge Erskine M, Hoas, howeved, of the
United States Clrouis Court for the Ninth Clr-
cult, decided last year that it was In confllot
with the Federal Constitution, because It he-
sumed to authorize the taking of private prop-
erty in ordar to furnish water Lo the landowners
of the district only and not to the gensral publie
on equnl termn, This, be sald, was not such &
publlc purpose as would Justify the exercise of
Win power of eminent domain, In rejocting his
view and adooting that of the Califurnin State
tribunals, the Supreme Court holds that the
existenco of millinns of nores of arld lands in
that State makens thelr (rrigation a puvlle use,
while In a Stawe whoere the conditlons were
different, the leglslation In question miglt not
be valld,

The opinlon of the Supreme Court of the
Uplted Statos in the Callforula (rrigation cases
was written by Mr, Justice Peckham. He made
an Intrivatlon in the practles of the vourt by
merely aunouneing the concluslons reached In-
stead of reuditngthe whole opinion. Maeh time
would be saved If his associntes wounld adopt
the sawin course, Days are wasted in redding
declslons nloud in the hiearing of those who na s
rule nre not Interosted In the rosult, It would
be wisker to file the opintons without thus resd.
fng them, and devote the hours thus saved to
tho hearing of argumonts in other cases,

The order of Mr. Justice Iickey, appointing
Benjamin B, Odell, Jr., of Newburgh and Eds
ward H. Hubbs of Hrooklyrn recelvers of the
Murray Hill Bank in this oity was reversed by
the Appellate DHvlsion of the Supreme Court in
the Second Depariment on Friday, The opinlon
was written by Presiding Justice Drown and
concurred In by all his associates. The Appels
Iate Division holds that Jodge Pryor had joris-
diction to appolut the wvriglnal recelvera in the
procecding lustituted in the Firat Judiclal dise
triet for the voluntary dissolution of the banks
and the Supreme Court having taken possession
of the vank's property In that vroceeding for
the purpose of preserving it and applying it for
the beusfitof thecreditors, there was po necesalty
or ccouslon for naming otber recoivers In asnlt
brought by the Attorney-General {n another
distriot

trlet. Itis to bi hoped that Judge Parker'ssuc-
ceasor will be & man of egual Armness and hon-
esty uf purpose, whose zeawl tor the punlshment
of erhininals will be governed by & little more
dincretion. Iis Intluence for gnod was ennsider-
atly lessened by the repeated reversnl of his
rulings, which could remdily huve been avoided
I e bnd beco willing to heed the suggestions
of the higher courta,
