He Bnra That the Hnnnrraalon of Troth
I Fraetlard by Alt Churches but the.
Unltarlnn-rrersrea- eo or KtnB Jsnu'i
nikle to the Revised Kdltlon at Proof,

Tho Installation of the Itov. Mlnot J, Savage,
formerly of Boston, as minister of tho Church
of the Moislah, last night, served at an nccaslnn
for Edward Everett Hale, who preached the
sermon, to deliver an Invective against tho " re-

ligious corporations." as well as to glorify the
Unitarian faith. The church, which Is at
Thirty-fourt- h street and Park avenue, was well
nlled.

Dr. Halo began by saying that he had chosen
for his subjoct" The cooperation of tho peoplo
with the ministers In the Inevitable conflict
with the great religious corporations that must
come within tho next half century." llespoko
In part as follows:

"The Installation of a mlnlstor Is really a
of a church. Just now peoplo

realize that It Is a time for religious and moral
teaching, Thtre comes a tlmo In the life of a
republlo when men really recognlzo that all de-

pends upnu truth.
"In the canvass ot tho last thrco months every

speaker on both sides nppcaled with au eternal
cry for truth. It was somellmos the agonizing
cry: 'My Clod I How can I convince you that
everything depends upon trnth and honor?' A
few friends havo told me In tho post that
churches were obsolete and that tho Ton Com-
mandments no longer had application.

" But In tho last six months they have
changed wonderfully, and now they talk about
the necessity of the churches teaching tho
children and the people, and they uuote
tho opinions of Bishops and Archbishops.
It was Interesting to observe that It
was In those communities where the
peoplo wore the' most religious that the lead-
ers of thought on both sides expected to win thu
victory. Ihcy realize that the republic stands
by Ood's will, and Is founded on truth, honur.
Justice, and morality, and that these things aru
taught by tho ministers and the Sunday schools.

"To-nig- a man and church are consecrated
anow for the work. With the central position
of this city, the success or failure of this effort
will bo felt throughout the whole land, and it Is
J our duty to see that It Is a success.

"Itlsaevonty years since the first Unitarian
church was established in this city. Then It was
a oold undertaking, for the religious thought of
the city was controlled chiefly by tho Reformed
nnd Presbyterian Churches, and Unitarlatilsm
was looked on ns a New England heresy.
But the Unitarian faith had become Inevltablo
from the change and revolution In tho thought
of the people, and from thai nay all religious
growth has been along our lines of liberty and
freodom.

"Ours Is the church of the Holy Spirit. Our
churches are spread throughout the land and
the promises of the past have been fulfilled. In
three outof every four pulpits In this city y

doctrines are preached that eighty years ago
would have beeu considered almost heresy. Our
gospel Is tho gospel of the Imminent preseuco of
Ood."" The great religious corporations know that
their doom Is Impending. They are the great
enemies of religion If our work as Uni-
tarians were only to see that the word ot God
had easy access to the eager thousands that are
walling for It, onr task would bu easy. But that
Is not all. A gigantic corporation of priests,
Pharisees, and professionals seek to pull back
the eager ones.

"A Presbyterian preacher says from the.
believes. Then the synods and the

presbyteries and the councils go over bis words,
consider thm. and make him take them back.
What agony for him to be told to preach the
gospel of Calvin Instead or the Gospel of
Christ!"

Continuing. Dr. Hale referred at length to the
revision of the King James's Bible mado fifteen
years ago by thu greatest scholars and divines
of the age. Admitted on all sides to be more
accurate than tha older version. It was not to
be found tn tho churches.

"Why Is it?" he usked. "The Bible Society
refused lo print It because their charter re-
quired them to print tha Bible In common use.
How can ll be In common use If it has not n
chance? Tbo evil is fundamental. It Is tho
suppression of truth. It Illustrates best that
Idolatry with which they worship the past and
lei'dsa to look at Ihw ruing sen. in
the Church of Home, thu Church ot England,
the Presbyterian, and Mormon churches ll Is
the same. What other corporation would In-

dulge In such folly? How long would the Penn-
sylvania Company or the New York Central al-
low Its directors to build locomotives of the
Stephenson pattern of sixty years ago ?

"The danger from this is that the people will
turn back on such things and nn their profes-
sional leaders. They will demise the word of
religion and then religion Itself. Dou't think I
am bnrd on the preachers, for I hnve said how
grandly they would preach the gospel If they
wero allowed. What will tne people say
when they see In their praver book what
they know their clerey do not believe?
Will they agree with the theory of one creed for
the olergy and nno for the laity when they know
that half the elderado not believe the Westmin-
ster Catechism and half the laymen refuse to
believe the thirty-nin- e articles of faith You
cannot have two standards In a church. Truth
is truth." Thank Ood. the American people are pro-
foundly religious and aro growing more so
dally. This century has trained men religiously
as never before, and people hnve learned not to
pray by i roiy. Let ministers and people unite
and refuse to obey tho dictates of these corpora-
tions ot priests.

"The people are with us In this strupgle
against religious corporations. I am not think-
ing of any one of these, whether It bo the Mor-
mon Church of yesterday, thu Roman Church
of the dark ages, or Its miserable little Pro-
testant offshoots."

After the sermon Ihe formal service of Instal-
lation look place. The Bev. ltooert Collyer de-
livered the praver of Installation, the "Bight
Hand nf Fellowship" was given by the Itov.
Merle St. C. Wright, the chnrgo to the minis-
ters by the Bev Dr. E. C. Holies, the address to
the people by the llev. John W. Chadwick, tho
closing prayer by the llev. Edward Hale, and
thu benediction by Mr. Suvago.

In these wild
speculations, which fascinate tho Imaginations
of the nation, it Is, foi the most part, only thu
speculative who engage, only tho speculators
who suffer. If the lambs will venture Into tho
ring It is their own fault If thuy romc outspeared.

" We have heard equally Indiscriminate
of Idle holders of Idle capital. The

rich are the last peoplo on the faco of the earth
to put their money away in old stockings.
Capital is never Idle In thu presence nf the idle
save In the presenio ot the foam which labor
Itself excites, either by Its Just claims or its lg.
norant demands. The higher unbllllv nf wealth,
that Is coming upon the earth, will bo true lu
Its responsibility; will not be coiitunt with em-
ploying labor, but will bu content ulono wlien Itemploys lubor healthfully, happily, hollly, ami
not In works which destroy body, mind, or soul," This smouldering sense of wrong fires ut the
words ' a runsplrao of tho rich.' Conspiracies
nf rich men there doubtless are: combinations
to secure vot inoru riches; schemes whereby
larger fortunes can be built upui thu cost uf the
peoplo. Buccaneers uf buslnuss there are; con-

But the weight
of the shoo has been reduced am three and a
half pounds per pair to less than two pounds.

In the periodical published by the Military

be made without a heel, and something like lhs

moccasins worn by hunters and
woodsmen, allowing that same easy play of tho
muscles and bone that a tennis or gymnasium
Hhoe dues. A British military surgeon says that
In the ordinary last used In that service thero
la not provision enough for the great toe. espe-
cially over the Joint, and It Is too thin or flat
over the other toes, white the upper leather
over the heel and tendon achlllcs Is cut
too straight, so that at these points
blisters are molt likely to occur, lis
holds that "the stylo of boot most suitable for
nn Infantry soldier Is the laced-ankl- e pattern,
usually called blucher or derby." He would
havo as lew nails a possible in tho shoe, urxt
those of malleable steel. The outer sole should
be coated on Its upper surface with a guita,
percha solution, and nn that should be a thin
sheet of cork. The heel should bu broad und
very low. cut down straight behind. The boou
thusld bL In by :mnioticu In water lut
three or four davs till soft and pllablo. thea
wiped out, nnd with a thick pair of wonljen
snoks thu wearer should go out for a walk of
several hour-- , which he will find easv. and tlio
boots will take the shape of his feet. Then they,
should be parked tightly with well-drie- d oats,
and when the leather has become dry. the oats
absorbing the moisture, a coating nf beeswax
for the seams and an entire coating of neatsroot
oil every other day tor a week will make tha
footgear comfortable and very durable. The
question how best 10 " break In" shoes for
troops seems not to have beon as much dis-
cussed In our service as the shoes themselves.

Major Sanger, in the periodical already re-
ferred to, urges that the hunting knife, which
was once discontinued In the army, as tbo Intro-
duction of thu stitfu bayonet seemed to replaco
it, should bo restored, and used as au entrench-
ing tool, for which it ha great value.

In response to suggestions from officers In tho
field for a cover tn lirotect the breech mech&n.
ism of thu rllle from dust during marches, and
also from ice during cold weather, a thousand
light covers of flexible enamelled cloth havo
been Issued for inal to llfteen Infantry com-
panies In various parts of the country, and re- -
ports on tho results will be made on th firstday of the new year.

A dozen of the new tent supports for conical
wall tents, devised, by Major Williams, havo
been tried at various posts, and It Is believed
that with certain adaptations they will be ofgreat use. On tne other hand, the novel Aus-
trian shelter tent and overcoat combined, of
