The correspondent of tho Et'cnfnfj Pott
next declares, upon the authority of an un
named " Cuban officer," that Maceo made
an indignant protest against these sugges-
tions, declaring that tho revolutionists
would "never compromiso except nt tho
point of the machete," and that thereupon
"ho assumed the leadership," having tho
"mnjority sentiment " on his side.

This story looks like many another which
has been sent out from Havana or from tho
Spanish Legation nt Washington during
the past twenty months. We wero told
last spring that Gomez was in despair at a
timo when ho wns tho most energetic and
most successful In waging war upon Spain.
We have many n timo got news that ho had
been killed in battle. Wo hail a report from
Havnnn, approved by the Spanish censor,
that tho greater part of his troops had de-
serted, and tills nt a timo when recruits
were dally joining his army. Wo had him
beaten in every one of tho engagements in
which he gained a victory. If wo wore to
bellovo the Spanish stories which have been
sent out by Spain from Havana since the war
began, xve should havo to give credence to
marvels greater than any that wero ever nnr-ratc- d

by Cervantes. It has been the same
in regard to Maceo. His dead body has
filled many a Cuban grave while his living
body was in the saddle Ho has had but
400 troops In his mountain camp one day
and has had 8,000 tho next day. Ho was
beaten at Mariel when he chased WETLER
out of that place, from which ho fled to
Havana. Only last week his army had
fallen to pieces and was demoralized, and
in a state of starvation, and ready to mu-
tiny, and trembling in its boots, while, in
truth, that army was strong enough to
hold Wetxer and all Spain nt bay. Never
were there warriors like Gomez and Maceo,
as they figure in tho Sxinish legends of
Havana invention.

Now nt last, ns we are assured by the
nameless "Cuban officer" of tho Evening
Pott andof the Spanish information bureau,
the two l?deis havoquurielled and have
separated, one of tbem anxious to compro-
mise with Spain, in the namo of reform,
and the other determined to wage war to
the last, "at tho point of the machete 1"

It looks like another Spanish ll

story.
In the first place, wo ave not aware that

Gomez and Maceo have seen eacii other
sinco last spring, at tho time when tho
former made a raid into tho province of
Havana, nud when tho two served each other
in a neat operation which both hud under-
taken. How could they meet, or hold the
couucil described in the Spanish fiction, so
long as tho Spanish army lay between them,
so long as the trocha was guarded by 00,000
or more Spanish troops, so long as they
were five or six hundred miles opart,
one of them in the easternmost province
of Cuba, nnd tho other in tho western-
most, with a region between them
which WETLER regards as impassable t
They havo certainly not met, ns thnt " Cu-

ban officer," who is n Spanish informer,
ought to know. The tragical scene of which
tliis informer gave tho news to tho Wash-
ington correspondent of the vrnf n Pof,
without tilling when or where it occurred,
and in which tho leading characters were
Gomez and Maceo, and the onlookers wero
"several Lieutenants" and the informer,
can only have been a figment of the inform-
er's imagination.

In the next place, there is not a jot of evi-

dence that Gomez has ever, for a moment,
sought to enter into a compromise with tho
enemy. He Is at this time In tho field
against Spain, tho leader of the array of tho
revolution. I.urgo bodies of skirmishers
under his command have within the past
two or three weeks, and as recently as
last week, entered tho province, of
Matanzas and the province of Havnnn,
where they have fought bodies of
Spanish troops, nnd given Wevler
to understand that the rear of his exped-
itionary forco is In danger. There is also
reason to believe that tho main body of tho
army of Gomez Is now advancing westward,
prepared to strike a blow as soon as t litre is
an opportunity to do so. Surely these things
do not furnish proof of the trustworthiness
of the Evening Post's report
about Gomez.

The last message- - from the Cuban leader,
and it was received not long ago, contained
tho solemn affirmation that, unless he fell
in battle, he would never lay down his arms
until Cuba gained her independence, through
tho triumph of the revolution.

Finally, it would not bo within tho au-
thority of Gomez to enter into any compro-
mise with Spain; for tho gallant array,
which he has led so long and so well, is the
determining power of tho revolution.

Tho Spanish informers, who Invent fic-

tions for the comfort of the oppressor, are
very sure to be liars, nnd the exposure of
their falsehoods Is a duly.

Our Ilalluns.
Tho Federal census of lSOO returned

182,580 natives of tho Italian kingdom as
resident at that timo in the United States,
an Imperfect enumeration clearly, for be-

tween tha years 1880 and 1800 the Italian
emigration to this country wns 007,000. It
is doubtful, however, whether there aro as
many as one million Italians in tho United
States, as some of the Italian journals pub-Hah-

hero aro asserting. One of these
journals calls Attention to a notnblo phase
of llfo I American cities. One-thir- d of tho
Italians in thoUnited States, it says, aro
settled in the principal cities. Ono-ha- lf of
these aro laborers; fifty per cent, of them
nre Illiterate. They are hard and steady
workers, thrifty, and oiisious to improve

Y

themselves. When they hTa twebanca to
work at their own trade, it say.; they wilt
Accept "ftuy other kind of svork" and any
wogos. Then It adds l "The.IUUans hate
hegging. Has any reader of tilts ever been
stopped by nn Italian nnd asked for a
' nickel f In tho record of ohnrltnblo insti-
tutions there aro very few Italian names."
' Such is the observation ot intelligent per-

sons. Tho Italians in the largo cities of tho
United States aro, many of them, poor, and
many moro of them nre illiterate as well as
poor, but they are not mendicants. They
do not beg. They do not seek nlms. They
do not apply frequently to .the charitable
societies for aid. Italian vagrants are
almost unknown L the poltco courts
ot the large cities, and, generally speak-
ing, these Italians aro a
element in evory American community.
Whnt makes this especially remarkable,
Is that, while In tho southern provinces of
Italy, from which the largest emigration to
tho United States comes, mendicancy in
tho large cities is very common, it is
correspondingly raro among tho Ital-
ians in tho big cities of tho United
Stntes. Can nny studeut ot mendicancy
or theorist in the flno art of lndtscrlmtnato
benevolence, sometimes called almsgiving,
explain this fact t Do tho Italians who leave
their native country for the advantages ot
n freer government nnd a fairer field for
thrift and toil in tho United States, boconio
imbued with sound notions of
in the American republic nnd a positive de-

termination to live, and thrlro If they can,
by their own efforts and not through tho
asslstanco ot those moro fortunatof

Whatever tho true reason may bo, It Is a
factvislblo to every one that the Italian
population in tho United States is

Moreover, it has been observed
that Italians furnish very littlo business for
tho courts. They aro rarely sued and
tliero is rarely any occasion to sno nn Italian.
Thoso without means do not contract obli-

gations to others; those who havo means
pay their debts.

It boa bcon said that at the recent Presi-

dential election a larger number of Italians
In tho largo cities of tbo United Stntes voted
in favor of honest money nnd against repu-

diation than of natives of any other
Kuropcnn country exercising their franchise
as Amerlcau electors.

An Ungrammutlcnl Governor-Elec-t.

Populists of Kansas havo elected as Chief
Magistrate of tho Fool-Cappe- State, writes
a letter to the Knntat City Times in reply
to what he regards as tho aspersions of tho
Eastern newspapers.

Brakes Tor All Dloyclca.
Tiio reportod intention of bicyclo manu-

facturers In this country to equip all ot their
'07 wheels with brakes, unless otherwise
requested by individual buyers, is very
gratifying. At tho beginning ot the present
year brakcless wheels were the rule, and
only by special arrangement were brakes at-

tached. This refers to new wheels. A per-
son wishing to lilro n second-han- d wheel
usually had to tnko a brakeless one or none
at all. Not ono in twenty of the machines
offorod for rontal was supplied with that
most necessary appliance.

During the present year the numerous acci-

dents resulting from the absence of brakes
have impressed cyclists with a truo sense of
tho dnuger of relying Bololy on g

as a means of slackening their pace.
They aro much loss willing now than thoy
wero formerly to trust to tho strength and
agility of their legs to save thorn from a col-

lision or from losing control ot their wheels
on n steep hill. Besides, tho desiro of a good
many riders to havo as light wheels as could
bo made, regardless of unsafe changes in
construction nnd equipment, appears to bo
decreasing steadily.

In short, The Sl'N's suggestion last Au-
gust that wbeelmakers should encourago
their customers to uso brakes by putting
them on all their machines, seems very
likely to bo adopted. That being the caso,
both wheelmen and pedestrlnus may look
forward to the next cycling season with a
feeling of greater security from bicyclo ac-

cidents than thoy have had during the sea-
son just ended.

Aa a result, emigration from Italy
to Brazil will bo resumed.

Tho return showed only 075 votes In
that ward, fifteen hundred men were standing In
line walUngtu vote when the polls were closed aud
over800 baUots were thrown out. In three of the four
preclneuof that ward mucilage was mixed with the
Ink used In marking the ballots, so that the ballots
when folded stuck together and were destroyed in the
opening or them. The 1.600 men were kept from
voting by the most dilatory tactics Imadnabte. Grey-
headed men were challenged and made to swear that
they were 21 years old. Scarcely a man was

to vote without beln? challenged. Tnls ward
has a large negro vote and has scarcely a Democratic
voter In It.

Throughout the State It was about as bad. In the
adjoining Congressional district (Yost's returns
were held back for four days In two couatlea east of
the Dlue Ridge, and voters at precincts could not tell
even approximately how their precincts had gone.
East of the Rldge the oountle In that district are usu
ally Republican, and they have a considerable negro
vote, several of them having a colorod majority.

It oocuplrd not ouly the whole meeting as
ordinarily understood, but from the time of meeting,
7 o'clock, until o'clock the next morning, being an
all night sitting, which Is most unusual nlth a estry.
The chler point In dispute, and the ouo which dtwded
tho vestry Into two opposing parties, was whether
employment should ho given exclusively to thn
parlshtoners who were members of trades unions, or
whether all the persons out of work should havo an
equal chance. It seems Incredible that anv body of
men electsd by the ratepayer should for one moment
entertain the notion that a man should be refused
vtorkby a vestry simply by reason of the fact that ha
did not belong lo a tradu union. Hut so excited was
the discussion, and prolonged the proceedings, that It
Is evident the parties were strongly repiesentcd. In
theend.howerer.lt was resolved that a man need not
be a member of a union to bo taken on, It ork could
be found.

The Incident throws a curious light upon tho tactics
of tho new labor parly, w ho talk ot socialism, and or
universal brotherhood, when wo find that brother,
hood means a paltry tyrauny exorelsed upon the
starving poor, who havo to apply to tbe parish for
relief, or for work to procure broad!

It is not generally known that lo the left of
Mr. Urougham'a remains waa tepnlohred all
that was mortal of Mist Amy Fawcett. a beauti-
ful and gracorul, though unfortunate. Engliah
aotress, who passed away In New York city,
Jan. ST. 1H70. Mr. Hrougham was a warm
friend of Miss Fawcett, and when 'he ascer-
tained that tin- - was no more, bis generous
heart prompted him to make her a tenant In hit ,
family plot, but. over her mound no
Inscription appears, because good old John
Urougbam wut too poor to pay for this work,
nnd at his awn Interment, four yoart later. It
was found almost Impossible to dig his own
grave, owing to the fnct that be had befriended
a distressed member of his profession and given
over to her the ground wherein his body should
await resurrection.

As a hunter tbe Judge held an enviable repu-
tation.

Hit defiance ut public opinion was one nt the
curious phases ot the man's character. He an.
pointed hit own son as Clerk or the District JCourt, and a ooutln or some other near I
relative of hit wife as Clerk of the Circuit
Court, both large-salarie- d officers. He had
favorites among the attorneys, and one of the
first pieces of advice a loyal attorney would
give his client would be to retain tome one of
theae favorites, as they almost Invariably won

strong and hit natural bias to great
that he could not sit as an Impar-
