The Government Agent Triea Vemelarian.
iam on Them with Narcons-They Alss

Desven, Col., Nov. 17.—"0One of tle mont
Interesting spots In the whole territory of New
Mexiro 1s the Mescalero Indian agency,”" sald
LJost OMice Inspector Frederiok recently, *'Last
mmnth Imade the tour of the Post OfMces
of Lincoln county, closing op work that had
not been attended to for some time and, of
courses, the Mescaloro Post Offce was Included
inmy Itinsrary.

“It 18 125 miles by buckboard stage from
Ban Antonio atation tn the abandoned mlill-
tary post of Fort Stanton, from whioh the
agency In thirty-eight miles due south, The
country mcross from Ban Antonlo s practical
1y worthless, but the Fort Btanton reservation
is afine rolling country admirably adapted to
yrazing, and nearly every mere Is capable of
being transformed into fine agricultural land,
There 18 an abundance of water from all-the-
year-round streams fed by the melting snows
of the Bierra Blanco.

""The main atream which waters the Immeal-
ato viclnity of the agency Is fed by springs.
About 500 yards from the ageni's office a
great spring gushes out of the rock with a
head suMelvnt to run a geist mill. 1§ is one
of the mosat dell shtful streams of waler 1 aver
saw. Along this stream the Indlans have
thelr farmn. and the tarming area s constantly
belng enlarged by means of Irrlgating ditches
and reservolra, After my host had shown me
about the ressrvation and had explained some
of the features of his work [ waa led to the
conclusion that he has baflt up s remarkable
community of Industrious Indians who are
fast becoming civilized.

“Lieut. V. E. Stottler wns appointed agent
of the Mescaloros about six vears ago. He Is
a little fellow, but is a bundle of nerves and
energy. lle works like a Trojan himsel? and
makes everyboly about him work Just as
hard. There are no drones in that hive, nad
no one Is drawing s salary from the Govern-
ment without giving good return in Inbor. He
has Inaplred respect from the Inlians by lis

and his word Is absolute law witn
He told me that he now lins no troubls
tospenk of In securing the cufperation and
will of the Indiaps under his charge,
Vhat tronbles he has tu meet are caused by
the few mean whites settled in the neighbor-
hood. An the Indlans become more nenrly
self-mustaining the settlers dnd thelr market
for supplles dwindling away, und for this rea-
son they hinve tried to throw nbatacles In the
way of his efforta to civilize tho tribe.

“*\When he firet attempted to get the Indians
1o plant putatoes they refused to do 8o, saying
that potatoss In that reglon could not possibly
grow. The whita eettlers lind told them so
ana had sald that the agent did not kncw

hat he *=as talking 4about, One of the sub-
‘L[gn who was particularly stubborn, wans

reed to take potatoes and pl-nt them
umler the direct supervision of the age~t, who
s shotgun and extra ammuaoition to back
1up his orders I'be Indian performed the
work reluctantly mnd sullenly. The polatoes
grew well enough and the agent saw that the
vines had proper care. When the crop was
gatbered in and the Indian saw what beautiful
tubers had been growo,he unped his head with
a foger significantly, saying:
Mean whites aon’t know,
toes (n aell.'

**l never saw finer crops of vegetahles any-
where. Tlere were wagon loads o Hubbard

es, tons of beets, and grent quanti-

of other vegelables. They even raine
colery. The agent took me throush nlsstore-
bouses, where, In hins and along great wide
ahelves, 1 saw & bountiful store of all kinds of
vegetables, When | suggested 1o Mr. Swottler
that he evidently had mure vegetables than he
would need for & year he told me that the [n-
dians would consume the entire amonnt easily
enuuth % m Ing these Indians vege-
s,' he Ilsughingly remarked. Then he
wld m that he thought the giving of too much
meat to Indians heated their blood and made
them more inclined to e savage. The use of
lenty of vegetables greally mssists in uu cliv-
1u on process. Meat they get. of course,
army contractors, huat th= Indians are
un:hl. tn use cereals and vegetahles as well.
saw the squaws threshing wheat. They lay
thn wheat stalks upon a bianket nnd sltting
down beside Lhe pile. they thresh the lirlln out
with flalls, winpowing It by holdine it up In
bowls and lett'ng the wind blow the chaff away
an the in falls to the ground.
s | was shown about the agency quarters
Lleut. Stottler lold me mauy Intaresiing
strries of his earlier experiences with these
Ind.tnna. He Is a civil eogineer, and when he
went 10 the reservation he carried lovels and a
transit inetrument wirh him. e declded to
bulld sn irrlgstion canal uvenl miles iong
to give an abundance of water abtout the agen-
cy quartars, The Indians looked on in won-
deras he made the survey. When he [ssued
orders for them to begin the work of d ng
the ditch, there was widespread grumbling.
They could not understand how he could Kot
witer to run alongside :ha,hl!ls und they went
to their task sulleniy enouwh. The Lieutenant
offered no explasations, Lut when the ditch
was saveral bundred feet long he caased the
water to te admitted, When the Indians saw
it lowipg through the ditch with a good cur-
rent they exp thelr nstonlshment In
many grunts, but they no longer doubted the
resuit of thelr labars, and thelcanal and & res.
ervoir were completed.

“Indlans are proverbially a dirty race, but
{g Meacaloros are fast Isarning cleanliness

th in raiment and {0 person, They are re-
q‘uirad tn bathe onre a week. and If they refuse

they are locked up In the guard Louse until
they agree tooboy orders. They waa.. their
own garments, and | saw young Indian giris
at work in the laundry washing and {roning
veary much as servants do elsewhlere, All the
domestic work about the agency is performed
by the Indlans. There ore a blacksmith, a
earpenter. and & farmer on the salary roil m
do the difficult tasks and to instruce the In.
dians, but wherever it is possible the tribe
m st do all the work.

“Thoueh must of them live in tspeos, sev-
eral Indisn fumillen are living In nulornhnums.
The carpenter Inys out the foundation and
superintends the constroction, but the Indians
do most of the other labor, In some caren,
after thess louses are constructed, the In-
dians set np tepees bLealde them and sleep In
them in preference to the new homes,

I visited he school which all the children
af the ressrvation are required 1o attend, 1.iere
are alz teachers. all white women, and the ef-
fort 14 togrive them practical krmw‘lndn rather
than theoredcal skill. They learn quickly
rmm ohject lessons, and the voung children
arn quick to observe and imiwate. At first
the llul'lnnn were loath to lst _helr children
attend, and some would hide thelr offaprin
fn the hills. Siottler never searched for such
children. Hesimply locked the parents in lha
muard houss for a few days, and *hat brought
the children back quickly enongh.

While | was there they were hulidinz A new
achoolhouse of adobe hrick. nropria-
tion for the purpose wne only §1, wt? A sum
entirely Inadequate, The agent called the In-
dians around him and expiained the clrouma-
stances. Then he asked each Indian to give
ulx days' lnbor and he evenu pressed the young
Indlan boin- Into the work.

wen impressed with thelr energy. They work

THE MARBLEHEAD IS BACK. | &

SR RETURNS AFTER MORE THAN
A YEAR'S ABSEXNOE,

Most of 'That Time Was Bpent on the Ea-
ropean Biatlon and for Nearly n Tear
Hhe Was In Tarkish Waters-She Wil
6o to the Navy Tard for Mlight Repairs,

The gunboat Marblehoad arrived at this port
yentordny afternoon and drooped anchor off
Tompkinaville, For motre than s year ashe
has besn absent on the European station, and
& good deal of Interest attached to hor arrival
from tue faut that slie was stationed for some
time In Turkiah watérs, However, uothing
eventful ocourred whers she was stationed,
and her nMeers sald yesterday that the chief
wouircer of thelr Information regarding the
more serfous tronbles in thoss waters were tie
nowspapers. The arulse, towever, has not
been without incldent, as the ZMarblshead
took a prominent part in the Kiel celebration.
The Marblehead left Norfolk on March 4,
1805, tor Newpart, R. I. There ahe was fitted
out with torpedoes. Bhe left Newport on
March 11 for the European station. On her
voyage she touched at Halifax, the Azores,
and Gloraltar, where sho arrived In the early
part of May.

At the opening of the Kiel Canal ahe wan the
snly American war veassl that paased through.
Bhe waa enabled, to do this on account of her
light draught, The ship's ofMicers afterward
recelved many compliments on the fine show-
ing ahe made. In the followlng summer the
ahlp crulsed about the Baltic, touching at ports
sn Norwayfand Bweden. In the early part of
October ahe salled for England,and sthe reached
Gibraitar on Oet. 10, 1805, The officers of the
ship wnre just settline down for a winter of
oruising in the Mediterranean when the Mar-
biehead wae ordered to proceed to Mernina,
Asia Minor. Mersina, though a town of a
comparativs.y amall naomber of Inhabitants,
was an {mportant statlon for a warsnip. Mer-
sina is the terminas of & railroad leading to the
intarior.

The Marbiehoad remained at Moralna untll
February, when she made a run up to Smyrna,
whers part of the Eurooean squadron was ly-
Ine. Caopt. 0'Nell, who had been in command
of the ahip since she left the United States, ro-
turned home in March, and Commnander Jew-
411 masnmed command. She remained at Smyr-
na till early June. Durlug that time affalrs
were oulet. and there was lictle sxcitement.
The ship's bottom Lesan to grow foul, and she
wus ordered to Venlee, where she was docked
in the royal dry dockof the Naval Areenal.
Her botton was scraped  and ahe recelved a
fresh coat of paint, and war put In first-class
order. She went back to Meralna in July, arter
crufsing mbout the shores of Siclly and the
west coast of Italy for a month, The Marble-
hend jolued the squadron st Emyrua on Oct,
16. The Bancroft had just arrived. The ship
was ordersd home shortly afterward,
