breeding out the tendency to tuberculosls, or
copsum ption, amonyg cattle,”

Incolor the Normandies are generally dark and
brindled on m white ground, bul sometimes Lhey
are of & cream fawn. Al maturity the bulls
welgh from 1.500 to 2,200 pounds, while some
fat nllau are known to have welghed over 4,000
pounie,

Among the awine, which are guartered In the
Twenty-seventh streel annex, the Jerseys or
Duroe reds, which, by the way, sre remarkably
cleun for hogs, attract a great deal of attention.
Although tholr origin i1s_not positively known,
they have bean bred in New Jersoy for the past
fifty years. It in claimed by some that the breed
ta derlved from an importation from Eogland
made by a Mr. Kelsey of Long Ialand in 1822,
and subsequently spread all over this country.
Howaever true this may be, shey have become an
established breed an many excellent
qsunuue-. not the least Important of which are
the unusually heavy weights attalned at a
small cost.
