Six of the potore engaged In
the performance had mever hefore been
associated  with the theatrs, and that one
of them on whom most of the responsi-
bility fell was quite unknown in this country,
This was Mary Mannering, a young English
aciress, who has comas Lo the Lycenm Theatre to
fll, with the two other young women, known as
the “lead ing ladies’* of the company, the place
left vacant by Gsorgla Cayvan. When the
curtaln fell for the last time last night, Mis
Mannerine seemed to have won greater cradit
than the suthor of the naw play or any of the
other actors concerned |n iis performance. She
made a thoroughly suceessful début.

“The Courtshipof Leonle," by Henry V. Es-
mond, an English actor. Is s curinusly uneven
plar, It bhas the fanits of a beginner's work,
and Is in fact only the second of Mr. Esmond's
vinys that has ever besn ncted, Its weakness
commaences in a prologas which Introduces a
sltuation on which the rest of the story depends,

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TRINITY NOT TOTTERING.

THAT'S ONLY AN INFINITELY BILLY
PIEOE OF NEW JOURNALISM,

Sealfblding Put Up 1a an Ingenlens Way,
Mistaken for Hhoroo and Mraces, nnd Al
the Reag Envented, Yncinding the Meart-
brohes Lesk of m» Dend Arvchltect

One of the fiy gobbler of the new journaiism
saw som# scantlings about Trinlty Chureh on
Monany and told yesterday morning, In his
paper, how much quicksand thore was under
the clinreh's foundation, and how seon the old
bullding waas going to coast down Wall strest
hill and bump into Brooxiyn Haights. The Rav,
Dr. Morgan Dix, rector of TriniLy, sat somforta-
bly in his ofMce yesterday afternoon and said
sorenely that be sxpooted to celeb-ate Trinlty's
bi-oentennial In the ohorch without harm te
any one.

Periodloally the Trinlty Corporation has the
bullding examined, and such an examination
has been golng on for several weeks under the
supervision of SBooysmith & Co., constructing
enginears. Mr. Charles Booysmith of the engl-
neering Arm sald yeaterday to a reporior of Tne
8ux:

* It haa beon necessary to do some work and
make some repairs upon the stalned giass of the
upper windows of the chorch, and while this
was being done it was thought expedient to ex-
amine the bullding na & whole, as is customary
In old structures, To do thils seaffolding haa
been put up by cantilevers, which are held down
in position by braces on the outsideof the build-
Ing, It wassupposed by a reporier of one of the

morning papers that these timbers were put In
place, not for the purpose of a scaffold, but for
the support of the bullding iteelf: and bencs
the alarming article whlch appeared in that
paper. There is nothing whatever the matter
with Trinity Church, On the contrary, It s an
unusually good aud substantisl bulldiog tor one
of its nee,

“Some time ago a small pleco of plaster not
a8 Inrge as & mau's fist fell, and It was thought
well 1o examine all the plastoring and see if
any of It was luose, That was done, and the re-
sult of Lhe examination is the knowledege that
the church is absolutely safe. In the course of
years the church Las settied somewhat, but not
more than might be expected in sooid a bulld-
fng. The settling caused some cracks, which
were long since flled up. There s no evidence
of any recent additional seitling, and, there-
fore. nothlug 1o oceaslon any alarm about the
foundation or the safety of the church., It is
always interesting to know Lhe levael of a bulid.
Ing, and wetmake !t upointtoget the levels of
wnil buildings with which we have to do, for fu-
ture refervoce o case settling does occur, o
Lhis case no levels wore known, and so there was
no means of telliog Jjust what variations from
the originnl level past settiines hinve occnaioned.

" All around this Jocslity there Is sand, Hut
that is sufMiciently stable for a foundation if
there (8 no distnrbing element. As far as wo
have beon able to find out, there are no disturbe
fug enndltioos under Trinity Church, Tuore
ml:glrl of gquicksand in this nelghborhood,
but they are pretty far down, and quicksaud
will npot move unless thera (s an outlet or uniess
it la disturbed. In the excavations for the Man-
battan Life and the American Surety buildings
care was taken that no outlets be offe for
any movement of gquicksand and that there be
no distarbases that eould affect foundations of
neighboring bulldings, and there was no
trouble. The Astor bullding, just next tu the
American Hurety property, had a crack In ane
wall, and wo pasted a sheet of paper over {t and
the paper waan't torn,"

As to the age of rome of the cracks in Trinity
sdifice, an officer of the corporation sald yester-
day that one crack on the north sideof the
bullding had beon thers forty years to hils
knowledge. He did not recall the exactdate
when he had first noticed {t.

" Righard Upjobin, the veteran architect of
the bulldiug," wrute the new journalist, ** has-
tenad to the church nt news of the sinking)
from his oMce in the parish bullding, nod made
& minute examination of the unch'ﬁ walls. He
wore & heart-broken look when he had fulahed
bis serutiny."

Mr. Upjolin, the architect of Trinity, tnas been
dead these twenty years

The accompanying ¢ iagram |llustrates the in-
genious contrivance by which, when the work
of examinlug the urm Interior walls of the
church was undertaken, luterference with ser-
viges by the erectlion of tall, unsightly scaMola-
ing was avolded. The engineers decided to
otilize the cantilever principle, and they ran
scaffolding toward the centre of the chureh, at
each side, just above the base of the clerestnr
wuun.“hu timbers extonding as far out bc.vuns
the wall st elthor side as Inward from the wall,

PraiNvigLp, N, J., Nov. 24.-The uninter-
rupted dernandas that are made on the natural
walls at Netherwood by the Plainfieid Warer
pupply Cumpany hias resulled, It Is bolloved, i
lowering the underground water level in that
section, and driven wells and, it Is said, even
the small streams, are runniog dry for reveral
miles around., The Water Supply Company fur-
nishes Piainfield, North Plainfleld, Westfield,
Cranford, and s part of Elizabeth from this
source, supplyiog in all about & million yallous
nday.
