Pook told a SUw re-
porter yeaterday that she had pleaded gulity to
no sueh crime,

fales pretance about It? [ plaaded guiity to
bortowing the money, that's all; just borrowing
It. Tv-day my husbatid paid all those debts and
1"t gnilty of Just nothing at all,”

bly well off, Her fatlier's name was Doyle, In |

AROOKLYN'S 48 CONTRACY,

Tt 1o Likely te HMe Mencwed Hotors the
Close of the Yenr,

The contintied delay of the Hrooklyn Board of
Aldermen in the matter of the renewal of the
gas contract for the lghting of the streets and
publio bulldings has started a lively controe
veray In that clty, and the oficinis involved are
coming In for & good deal of criticinm. Nothing,

|
howsver, so far, has come to the surface to in-

dicate that the " hold-np" of the contract in the
Gian Committes has been inspired by Improper
motlves,

The old contract, which expired at the ciose
of 1ast year, called for $1 for each 1,000 fest of
gan It was about the same time that the Brooks
Iyn Union Gas Company. which now conteola
the entire gaa aystem in that city, came Into ex-
tstence. Thin company has continued to snpply
the gas as formerly, but so far it has not far-
nished any bills to the eity. It Is nnderstood,
howesver, that the prine for the past eleven
months will be the same as under the old con-
tract,

It wonld natorally be sapposed that as thers
Is now only one company lnstead of six. as
formerly, to deal with, the Aldermen would
have fonnd their work easler In arranging
cantraot, and hence this Insction has atiracted
attentlon. The Aldermaule Committes on Gian
ia composed of Lelch, Chalrman: Guallfoyie,
Thompson, Dunne, Francisco, Taylor, and Wil
llama, and sach has some particular explana-
tion of the delay.

They all agree that the Wray bill, which waa
passed at Albany Imat winter and which gives the
Aldarmen power to make the contract an that

it shall exteni from one to Afleen years, has
been the real cause of the postponement of the

matinr,

Acoording to thia bill, if the contract extends
beyoud a single year there must he & soaiing
down in the price each year, Tlere s no Inten-
tion to extend the contract for fiftesn years, but
the committeemen are divided on the quesilon
as to whether the period should be three, five,
or tan yoars,

The enmmittes, howearer, la determined to
have the controversy settled before the close of
the year, aud it may bo ready to aubmit lin re.
Qurt Lo the Honrd at the regular meoting next
Monday, Chalrman Lelch has lssned s oall for
& meeting of the commitiee on Fridny next, and
all peranun interosted in the matier are Invited
toattend, Mr, Lelch snid:

reastirer Elverton H. Chapman of the Unlon
Gas Company sald:

“This cotmpany wants to mpilr the eclty of
Rrooklyn and the people of Brookiyn with gan
nt the lowest price consistent with Lhe best
uunl:ty of gas and a falr return on its Invest-
ment,

" The company han not presanted (ts bills be-
cause no formal contract hns besn made with
the city for the gus conaumsid. We have simply
drif along. awniting actien by Lhe cliy an-
thoritles. Weare ready to present bills for the
gay  already forunish wihrnever the city
authorities dedirs us to dn so. The olty
may rely upon the disposition of the comn-
pany to do what is f(alr and all
it eonalstently can do to mest  the
wishes of the city authorities sund the poblie
generally, We are now furnlshing the beast
quality of gas that 1t s possible to deliver,
without amnke or olor, at considerably more
expense to s per thousand feet than any
over ye! dellvered in the city of Rrooklyn.'

Clty Works Comissioner \Willls also says
that the quality of the gas is excellent, and that
the service for the past year has beetn superior
to that in any previous period.

Tesla's Latest Expe ts with tha Wone

The Electrical Review puulishes to-day a com-
mnnieation from "Nikola Tesls on his latest
experimenta with the X-ray. Tealn states that
the sunburn effeuts noted by many experl-
menters are not doe directiy to the rays or
Roentgen streams, but to the orone generated
by the rave In contact with the skin. He
BayS:

**Nitrous acld may also be responsibe, to a
small extent. The ozone, wnen abundantly
produced, aiincks the skin and many organio
subatances most energotlcally, the actlon be-
ing no doubt heightened by the hieat and mols-
ture of theskin., Uwing to this, I have al-
ways taken the precaution, when getting lm-
pressions with the rays, to guard the person
oy anacreen made of aluminum wires, which
I» connected to the ground, nreferably through
a condenser. Tle radical means, however, of

preventing =uch actions 18 to make impossible
the access of the air to theskin while exposing,
as, for instance, oy Immrersing in oll.™
Toe inventor has the following to say In re-
rd to recent alleged experiments for mak-
¢ the blind see by means of the Hoentgen

POLICE COURTS CAN HARDLY HATE
GENERAL JURIADICTION.

Judicial Article of the Constltniion Prae.

The Committee on Draft of Charter of the
Greater New York Uommision will meet to-
day 1o conslder further the borongh question,
The Inwygers om Lhe Commission have settled
rome con-titutional questions wlhileh wers ralsed
by the proposed ennsaltdntion, One of the ollef
arguments penlost consolldation vrged In the
Loelalaturns wias that pdvanced in the Assembly
by Roblius of Allegany, It was that the net
of consollilntion would revire the Noards
of Supervisors In the countion of New York ana
Kingw, and that Boards of Supervisors In the
counties consolidated would divide the re-
sponsibliities of government with the loeal
Leginlature estnblished in the new munielpality,
This question has been exnminen from every
viewpolnt by the Iawyers on the Commission,
and they have reachad the unanimons conclu.
alon thnt the obifection Is not valid, and that the
Boanls of Suopervisors are not revived under
the Constitution,

There In, however, one constitntional stom.
bling block Intlie way of obtuining a perfect
eharter such as the Coramisalon wonld like to
present to the Leglaiature, That ia found in the
Judicial article of the Constitation. That article
provides for a Juldicial system with jurisdiction
limited to eounties and judicinl districts whose
limits are fixed by the orgnnte Inw, As, for ox-
ample, for a crima committed In Richmond
county the eriminal muost be inaleted anid tried in
the County Court of thint enunty, and an appeal
must be fmken o such cese 1o the Suprema
Court in the Second distriot, This nltuntlm{ In
consilerod n bar to suy revision of the police
eonurt aystem, which wonld give jurlsdiction to
minor Magisteates thiougbout all the territory
Inciuded 1 the new clty, Such a conrt might

oreated  for the whole territory which
would have Jurlsdiction 'n multers of In-
fractinns of municipnl ordinances; bot evean
then jurlsdietion on appeal In hnbeas corpus
orother proceedings muse be Himited to the
oonstitutional conrta in Lhe counties whoya tho
misdemeanor was committed. With such o bar
to the perfeotion of a polies court sy stern rfor thia
whols cily, the present system in operntion in
the se ernl municipatition cotsolldated must be
permitted to exist watil thers can be con-
slitutional  amendments  piosseid  providing
for the sftuntion, or mmendments o exist-
Ing laws mmile to muke  the Inferior
entrts thronghout the taerltory more neatly
witke In thelr methods than they are Jost now,
There may be some separate leglsiation provid-
Ine for thie mppointment of thess Polica Jaatives,
Justices of the Pence, City Mhitstrates, or
whatever they may bo called, and thie Alling of
