.Spain's Offer to Itttssln.
Spain had nothing to offer France in re-

turn for " moral support" as against this
country. Sho could not offer to England,
as tho prlco of It, anything worth having.
Sho could mako no promise of nn advanta-
geous kind to any member of tho Drelbttnd
as n means of securing it.

But she had something of valuo to offer
to Hussln, tho character of which was ex-

plained In a Washington letter printed In
Monday's SUN. Our correspondent re-

marked that Russia is desirous of obtain-
ing front Spain n concession of exceeding
importance, that of a naval coaling station
in tho Philippine Islands, which Spain has
tho power to grant. The enormous growth
within recent times of Russia's interests
in tho Pacific, her new relations
with China, her designs upon Corea,
her rivalry with Japan, her possible
troubles with England in the Orient, mako
It a matter of tho utmost consequence to
hor that she should secure this concession
from Spain. Thero Is reason for believing
that, some time ago, Spain expressed n
readiness to grant it "in case Russia
was prepared to offer n quid pro iiio
of sufficient magnitude, such a one,
for example, ns sho could promise to sup-
ply in tho event of a dispute between
Spain nnd tho United States." Russia
would be permitted to establish n naval
station In the Philippines upon easy
terms, Spain asking nothing in return
for tho concession beyond Russia's
moral support in certain contingencies.
Russia might possibly bo requested to at-

tach her signature to a collective noto ad-

dressed to tho American Government; but
this could not involve Russia In any con-

tention with the United States, or in any-
thing other than mural support for Spain, if
that should be needed.

It was n strong temptation that Spain
presented to Russia. If our information
bo correct, however, Russia has not
succumbed to it. We havo excellent
assurance that sho will never suc-

cumb to it. Sho is our true aud tried
friend, and sho would not, under any cir-

cumstances, or for tiny inducement, sustain
any European country, morally or other-
wise, to our disadvantage.

Xevertheless, we have not n doubt that
Russia will obtain the naval coaling station
which she desires in tho Spanish Philip-
pines. Tho Spanish throne is tottering.
Russia's day will come.

Will Tiic Crar Himself Govern Russia?
It is just ns well to regnrd with some

skepticism tho report telegraphed from
Berlin that Nicholas II. has determined to
be henceforth his own chief Minister. In-

deed, according to the story, ho means to
go oven further, nnd to rulo without any
Minister at all, assuming personal control
of the whole of the complicated foreign and
internal affairs of his vast empire. With
that end in view, it is alleged that ho no
longer consults with any but subordinates
who are restricted to the submission of in-

formation, uncolored by opinions, the func-
tion of decision tin every point being re-

served to the sovereign himself.
It Is, of course, possible and natural that

a young ruler, by this time awakened to a
senso of his responsibilities, should deslro
time to choose men qualified for offices bo
Important as tho Ministry for Foreign Af-

fairs nnd that of the Interior. To acquire
beforehand somo first-han- d knowledge of
those departments may well bo regarded as
the indispensable condition of n wise selec-

tion. It is, also, conceivable that Nicholas
II. may havo chafed a little under the dom-

ination of tho late Prince LouaNOP. Thero
is n famous historical example of such im-

patience. " Henceforth I will be my own
Prince Minister," was tho ejacula-
tion of Louis XIV. on the death of
Cardinal Mazarin, who was not only
an astute and experienced statesman, but
tho unacknowledged husband of tho King's
mother, ANNE of Austria. Nevertheless,
for some years Fouquet remained master
of tho French finances, and, after his down-
fall, COLDERT long directed not only the ex-

chequer, hut tho Industries, commeico, aud
colonics of France. Nor did many years
elapse before Louvois became virtually

at tho War Office. So that tho
practlco of consulting sulioidimttes alone,
and of personally eerclsing the power of
decision in all matteis, was not really car-
ried out oven by tho Ital-Solrl- l, whoso
maxim was " I niu tho State."

It is true that in the annals of tho House
of Romanoff thero are some close approxi-
mations to individual go eminent on tho
p.nt of the sovereign. If it can lie said of
any Muscovite ruler In tho last two cen-

turies that he or she truly ruled, the de-

scription is applicable to 1'KTMt the Great
nnd Catherine 11. ifor can it bo denied
that Alexander. I. and Nicholas 1. played
each personally n considerable part, but
from time to tlmo they were served by nblo
Ministers. To AlexanulrII, himself Isduo
most of tho credit for the emancipation of
tho serfs, butdtirlng his reign Gohtchakoff
must be acknowledged to havo shaped Hus-sln- 's

foreign relntlons, whilo it was MoURA-vie- f
who prevailed upon his Imperial mas-

ter to sign, just before his assassination, tho
abortive decree endowing tho empire with
parliamentary Institutions. Under ALKX-ami-

III. It was tho representative of tho
Church, PonCDOKOSTZEF, who exercised pre-
ponderant Inllucnco over Russia's Internal
affairs, and M. DE GlERS remained until his
death In tho ascendant at the Foreign
Office.

Thus we seo that In this century, at all
events, there Is' even in autocratic Russia,
no precedent far the complete mouopollza- -
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tlon of authority which Nicholas IL Is re-

ported to contemplate. Moreovor, bo mani-
fold nnd Intricate havo become the Internal
and oxternnl problems pressing upon tho
St. Petersburg Government that, in tho

of prolonged experience, abilities
almost superhuman would bo required for a
slnglo man to solve them. No such abili-

ties aro attributed to tho young Czar, Nich-

olas II. ; and wo may tako for granted that
even If it bo truo that for a time ho means
to try to rulo without Ministers, tho experi-

ment will bo short-live-

Tlio Dry Tortujrns.

In these days of posslhlo hostilities with
Spain, n special Interest attaches to tho an-

nouncement that n Hoard of navy nnd
army ofilcors Is to exntnluo Fort Jefferson,
on Garden Key, In tho Dry Tortugns, with a
view to rehabilitating it nnd to founding a
naval station thcro. "Thcro nro teu low
lying Islands, partly covered with man-grov- o

bushes, and tho group lies about
ISO miles southwest of the end of tho
Florida mainlaud.

Unlike nearly or qulto all our other de-

fensive works, Fort Jefferson was not
to protect an Important city. It Is

perhaps tho most conspicuous cxnmplo to
bo found of our fortifying n purely strat-
egic position, for Key Wost has somo In-

trinsic consequenco as n town. In the Dry
Tortugas what we havo of valuo Is ono of
tho finest, most commodious, nnd safest
harbors of the Southern coast, nnd It Is de-

sired both to mako It nvnllnblo for ourselves
nnd to prevent it from being seized ns tho
sheltering haven and tho base of an enemy.

A round half century has elapsed since
Fort Jefferson was begun, in 1840, under
Prtstdent Polk, with Jefferson Davis ns
Secretary of War. It Is ono of the largest
w orks In tho United States, covering tho
greater part of Garden Key, and was origi-
nally designed, if wo do not mistake, for
about 4)20 guns.nlthough only apart were
mounted; nnd it cost about $G,000,000.
It was seen then, ns now, that an enemy's
fleet, obtaining tho harbor of the Dry Tor-

tugas ns n base, might control both tho
Florida Straits nnd tho Yucatan Channel.
Tor this reason it has shared with Key West
tho repututlon of being the military key of
the Gulf of Mexico.

During tho civil war Fort Jefferson wns
used ns a military prison, but when, In tho
reliction nfter the war, post after post on
the seaboard lost its garrison, and was even
suffered to fall Into decay, Fort Jefferson
followed this fate. It attracted attention
for a time ns tho plnco of confinement for
Dr. MUUD, whose life sentence was remitted
after his valuable service during tho yellow
fever scourge of 1803. when tho surgeons of
the station succumbed. Then it became, us
it is a quarantine, station; and this
use of it is, according to a report made by
tho Inspector-General'- s Department, n few
years ago, nn obstacle to its reoccupntlon.

In that reiiort It was urged that tho har-
bor of the Dry Tortugas has been for years
"n tempting nnd easy prizo for the auda-
cious," and that "owing to Us isolation nnd
accessibility, wo might have lost It at any
time during this Interval without knowing,
uutll too late, that it had passed out of our
possession." Its real value as a naval aux-
iliary would havo become apparent in the
effort to recapture It.

It is noticeable that tu tho list of tho
twenty-seve- n principal ports requiring de-

fence, compiled by the Fortifications Board
of 18SS, tho harbor of the Dry Tortugas is
not included. But that is not a point
against it, as even Puget Sound was not
found in the list. Several years ago Gen.
Howard ndvised the reoccttpatiou of Fort
Jefferson; and tho present movement is
founded on the desirability of getting a
more sheltered nnd deeper harbor than Key
West for n naval coaling station in that
region. The Dry Tortugas, lying nbout
sixty miles to the west, furnish, it is be-

lieved, such a harbor, nnd, nt all events, on
this point the Board will report.

Twenty jcars or more must have passed
since the garrlsou of Fort Jefferson, after
being reduced in 18T0, was withdrawn al-

together. The Marine Hospital Service,
which then took possession of it, naturally
kept up only what its own accommodations
needed, and the account given by the army
inspecting officers n few years ago ns to
its military couditiou was discouraging:

" Rotten gun carrUgec. crackrtl bastion, rutty
gunt. In fact, general diay. were apnarem on all
tide!. The brlca work throughout needed, nm! &tllt

noe'lR. repairing. All tho bntlloni had rucked aud
ettled, nud there were thousand of lineal feeiuf

cracks lu other part! of the walls. Many of thocase-tnntc-s

leaked, and tho moisture had cauted an ex
cissite formation ot stalactites Nearly all the cu
brasures of tho two tiers of casemates had been en-
larged so as nearly to equal lu w Idth the span of the
arches. It Is said that this mutilation or the fort was
done by tho troops during the feicr epidemic or IHG&

" The six wooden platforms for Ihe guns In
barbette nro In ruins through decay. The other bar-
bette platforms are or old pntltrn, but with Inch
pintles. Whether they would withstand the ahock
or full service ehargis cannot be dcnnltely settled,
but probubl) not."

If the Dry Tortugas should be turned
Into a naval coaling base, tho hospital
would doubtless bo resumed nnd a
wharf built. Probably many of tho
buildings could be repaired aud mado
useful, both for naval purposes and
for tho artillery garrison that would be
stationed there. Fort Jefferson Is of the
old type, as mo tho guns now mounted
there; but tint condition of twenty-fiv- e h

guns was found by the Inspectors to be.

good, nnd It would bu easy to supplement

station nn adequate defence,

How-
ever, there Is easy proof that revenue may bo
au absolutely certain defenco of tho gold
reserve ngatnst tho danger of public demand
for It In tho nnino uf the greenback.

Suppose thnt the revenues should produco
In a year a surplus ot $1,000,000,000. Then,
if every noto now bearing tho Government
stamp wero a greenback, and whatever was
tho stress of financial difficulties, not u
single pnpordollnr would bo presented for
redemption in gold. All greenbacks not
locked up In tho Treasury would bo held
by tho commercial public as too valuable to
part with in n terribly tight money market.

Tho records of our currency during tho
last thirty je.trs show with teasouablu
certainty that if during Mr. Cleveland's
Administration tho Federal retention had
but equalled the Federal expenses, without
producing so much ns n cent of surplus,
thcro wouldn't havo been enough drafts
upon our gold reservo to require the issue
of a dollar's worth of bonds.
