Chicago. Tbey are all politicians, and the
professional gamblers tn tho houses arn
all hired. I mado an arrangement with the
authorities to pay $2,000 a day for the

1 exclusive prlvllego of running gambling houses
In the World's Fair district. The politicians
made a kick, and tbey had to be let In. bat I set
up three gambling places and made about 3100,-00- 0

during the two months of that summer.
After I had divided up I had about S25.000 left.
At the Arcadx, in Sixty-tbir-d street, I bad
thirty-tw- o tables Inside and sixteen tn the
lobby. The sixteen In the lobby were all
crooked. After the Fair was over I agreed to
pay $2,000 a week for the exclusive privilege of
running crap games on tho west side. They let
me run one week, and then closed me up and
kept the S1O.00O I had put up as a guarantee.
After that tbey wouldn't let me open a place,
and If I got a job In any other house they
wouldn't let the proprietor keep uie. Then I
turned on them.

"I spent the summer tn St. Louts, where I
used to run a gambling home, and I have been
In Detroit, Indianapolis, Cincinnati. Toledo, and
Columbus since, exposing the gamblers, and In
tome place forcing the authorities to close
them up. No gambling house can exist without
tho connivance of the authorities."

Royal says he was born in Georgia in 18.111,

and that he learned to gamble among the
Union soldiers who were stationed In the Court
Mouse at Sparta In 18UK. Then ho runaway
with a three-car- d monto man, who followed
Ames's circus, and plnytd the game for about
two months before Ills father got him home.

"In 1873." he says. "1 learned the tbrrc- -
shell game, anil the next year I joined a fakir,
who took me with him through the Carolines.
1 mado about 52.000 with him, but one nlrht

' naranaway with all the money. In tho fall of
i'jfs 1886 I ran a shell game at the Statu fair at

Kansas City and won $80,000, of which J20.000
waa my share. I bought u brickyard with the
money. On May 11. 18811. a cyclone destroyed
the brickyard and left me without a dollar.

"I won $10,000 lit I'urcrll. Chickasaw Nn.
tlon. 1n 1880. and put np buildings In tiuthrle
wltb tbe money. In 1HU0 I sold out ror $'.'0,000
and bought a circus. Al Ishpemlng. Mich., we

topped In July to give n show. Wo had adver-
tised a balloon ntcenslnn and a parachute jump
for an outsldo show, but the weather was too
hot tn give It. The Cornish-Englis- h miners who
bad come to see the show got mad and started
In to wreck thrshnw. Ttieydld It so completely
that I have never seen et en n s'de pole or pieco
of rope belonging to It since. That's the way
my gambling money went."

United States Senator Phllclus
Sawyer, and Isano Stephenson
of the Marlnctt district constituted a Wiscon-
sin party hero Ostensibly tbey simply
came to pay their respects to Major McKlnley,
but tn course of conversation with The Sun cor-
respondent they let It be known thru they would
miss no opportunity nt saying a good word for
Mr. Payne. Mr. Scofteld did the talking and
the others nodded assont to what he said.

" We are heartily In favor of Mr. Payne," said
the Governor-elec-t, "and there Is almost a
unanimity of sentiment In our State for blm and
his fitness for a Cabinet position."

Tbey also cald that there was a strong feeling
In the State that Wisconsin should be honored
by a place In tho Cabinet. The sentiment seems
to be strong among party leaders that Mr.
Payne Is to bo called, and his Intimacy with
Chairman Uanna slnco the election encourages
the gossips to talk on thn subject with the ap-

pearance of conviction.
A week or two ago there wero several Oregon

people here. Including the full Congress quota
of the State.

Mrs. Mlnnlo Roppenberg, the mother of eight

children, who lived In three small rooms on the
third floor of tho big double tenement at Alton
and Canal streets, committed sulcldo yesterday
morning by hanging hersolf. Samuel Roppen-
berg. her husband, who earns from $8 to $10 a
week by making caps, had gone tn work early
In the morning, leavlug his wife at home with
tbe children, she sent three of tho children to
schuol, ea o the two eldest, w ho work as seam-
stresses. V-- cents each when they set out for
their work, and sent the throe others out to buy
some small groceries. Her daughter
was the last to leave the rooms. She went out
at Il:lfi o'clock. . .

The moment she had gone, apparently, Mrs.
Roppenberg locked the door and lied a long
towel around her neck. Sbe stood on a chair,
tied the other end around the bottom of the
transom tn the bedroom, and kicked the chair
over. The child returned In ten
minutes and got Into tns room with a duplicate
key. Her cries at the dlscovervof her mother
hanging unconscious aroused all the tenants of
the crowded tenement, There was almost a
panic, and fully five minutes elapsed before any
one thought nt getting a physician. When he
arrived the woman was dead. News of the sui-
cide created excitement In the Jewish colony,
and hundreds ot people streamed Into tbe
tenement. Jammed Into tha little rooms, and
packed the narrow staircase. The Jam became
so great thai a number of children were bruised
and crushed on tbe stairs. The police had diffi-
culty In clearing the stairs and the rooms.

The suicide's husband could assign no reason
for her act. She had bills and silver In her
iurs. and was not In want, as Roppenberg andfler two daugbtersearned enough to support ber.

All sho hsd to do was to look after tbe cooking
for the large family and keep house.

Chonte Taken Up thn Other Hide.

Tha action brought by Attorney-Gener- John
P. Stookton of New Jersey to break the Ciga-

rette Trust was argued yesterday before
Reed In Jersey City. The defendant

Is the American Tobacco Company, which com-
poses the trust, and the plaintiffs are John R.
and Frank W. Miller. A largo array ot legal
talent was In attendance. It Included Joseph
II. Choate and W. W. Fuller of this city.
Thomas N. McCarter of Newark, who repre-
sented the Attorney-Genera- l, and Richard V.
Ltndabury of Elizabeth.

Mr, MoCarter opened the argument for the
Attorney-Genera- l. He said that for many yean
prior to the organization ot the trust It had
been tho custom In the tobacco trade for manu-
facturers to sell to Jobbers because the retail
dealers are to numerous that It would be prao-llcal- ly

Imposslblo for the manufacturers to deal
wllh them directly. Until the trust was fprmed
jobbers wero In tho habit of purchasing from
the nrlous manufacturers such brands ot paper
cigarettes as they saw fit, the price being regu-
lated by fair competition and the purchases
made from suuli manufacturers as they
choso. Thus tbe Jobbers became a neces-
sary agent In tho conduct of the business.
Boforo the American Tobacco Company
was forum! manufacturers wero accustomed
to eel! clgarnites to Jobbers at prices
determined by laws of competition and trade,
blnce theiompatiy wns formed neither It nor
other corporations would make any sale to Job-
bers unless they entered Into nn ugreementof
which this Is the principal clause: "The selling
prices are at all tlmosto be such a the com-
pany may fix In the selling list sent with tho
goods, and no rales to be made by theoonslgnia
at loner prices than those so fixed. Commis-
sions for selling and for all expenses incurrsd
by the consignee In connection with the business
will be lis cents per thousand on all cigarettes
sold at not less than $1!. 50 per thousand pro-
vided the consignee shall comply with these
conditions."

Mr. McCarter contended that the firms oom-pol-

the trust. Allen & Glnter, W. Duke,
Sons & Co., Keuney Tobacco Company, and
Goodwin & Co., hnd, prior lo the formation of
the trust, manufactured OS per cont. of all the
paper cigarettes made and sold in the United
States. Tnese firms conspired with eacn other,
h said, to conttol nnd monopolize the entire
business uf manufacturing nnd selling paper
cigarettes, and lo crusli all rivals and prevent
competition among themselves. They decided
tollx prices as thoy arbitrarily elected, and on
Oct. 17. 1SH0, they entered Into nn agreement to
form an unlawful combination or trust.

The American Tobacco Company, Mr. McCar-
ter said, was never legally organized. It never
Intended to, and never did, carry on the business
for which It Is claimed lo be organized in New
Jersey, and If that fact Is established It follows
that the organization has nu legal claim to con-
tinue tu exerolse franchises Illegally usurped.
