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END OF A STRANGE STORY.

FANNYSAWEETAND RACHEL BROWN;
WERE THEY THE SAME PERSONY

A Lenisiaun Court Docldon That They
Were, and Thas Fastened Uposn Ons
Woman Adventures to Fll Chapters
of Momnanes asud Tragedy.

New Onueass, Deo, 10.—The eonlest over the
suoccomion of Fanny Swest Milla, upon which
tha Civil Distriet Court of Louislana passed
finally on Tussday, Deo B, brought to lghts
werlen of atorfes o marvallots that a novellst
wounld ba 1 of sensativoallsm If he gave
them in any romance,

On Jan, 6, 1808, Mra, Willlam R, Milln dled In
thiln clty at the age of 70, HShe was the wilow of
one of the moat distingulabed membors of the
New Orleans bar, who had heen the leading
eonnmel In the famons Myra Clark (aines case,
whigh restited in this olty's paying $2.000,000
to the CGalnes helra. Milla's fee In this case
wens one of the Iargest sver pald, and made him
{ndepsndently rich, but be died soon afier his
suocess, leaving all his property to his wife,
Everyone in New Orleans knew who shie was, the
notorions Fanny Sweet,who for thirty years had
bean the wildest woman In the olty, whoss
freaks, follles. and wild escapades bad mnde her
notorious, whone life had been one long aucces-
ston of sdventures, Hhe was a woman of 54
when she mot Mills, but such was the pawer alie
exorted over men that this lawyer of fine famlily
and of bigh social standing ond repntation at
the bar made her his wife,

Bhe was 70 years old when sha dled, and her
death was a miserable enongh ending even for
s lite se statned with sin and orime. Mra, Mills
was a wealthy woman, ret died of starvation.
Bhe had $100,000 in bonds ln her armolrs, but
dled of lnok of food, For thires years before her
donth ahe was blind, but ahe was so filled with
foar that some ene would rob her of her mouney
shat she lived alone. 8he was taken slok, and,
having ne ons tn eall the declor or et ner s
sistance or food, she Iay upon the floor until she
died of starvation. Bhe was found dead bya
meighbor. Her death revealed the romance
of hor lifeand a succossion of tragedios,

Mra Mille, or Fanny Sweot, made A number
of wills just befors she died, In which shes left
her meney to several conaplonous men In New
Orleans. Most of thom would have gladly fore.
gonae the money to avold the notoriety, She e
voked all her wills just before her desth and
died Intentate,

Tha State of Louislana lald clalm to the e
tates and seemed likely to get i, when suddenly
two helrs appeared—Charles C. Brown, & re-
spectable lawlyer of Saoramento, Cal,, and NMre.
Mary MoVey, an aged widow of Huntington,
W, Va. who claimed that Mra, Mills, or Fauny
Rweet, waas thelr nslster, Rachel HBrown. It
peemed & thorouchly improbable tale, for
the Biate of Loulslans bad traced back
Fanng ¥ Swest's Lllstory snd  found that

she was Minerva Beymour, an Engllsh bar-
sonld, bern in London In 1828, The evidence
that Fanny Bweet was Minerva Seymour sectned
eomplete and Indisputable. :i @ hersell po de-
clared repeatadly, so awors In her will, In Ler
marringe certificate; and in her relatlons, how-
evor confidentinl with ner lnwyers, sho teid the

same story. She was born Luﬂ ndon, she sald,
of gnod parentage, but bad o 1oft unorghan
when youne, hiad run um[ from her gunrdian,
grown up In the slams of Liverpool, had becoms
abarmald there, and Mnally bad come over to
the United !!lg sin 1846, when 20 years old.
Arriving In New York In the shlp Waierio

commanuded by Capt. Ailen, the State foun
several of her fellow travellers op the voyagy,
who readily identifled Minerva Seymour with
Fnnny Sweet. She spoke, they sald, with &
marked cockney accent.

Here comes in the extraordinary and Incom-

Rachel Brown was born In 1820 in Rome, O,
Bhe ran away frem home when 1R years old,
and was complelely loat alght of for years, but
this created no surprise, for it seemn to have
been the habit of the Hrown family to run away.
er aldest brether, James, ran away a few years
fore, and was never teard of afterward. Her
eldeat slster, Sarah, also dlsappoared, but tnrned
Ilp"rurl fterward in Callfornla, after marriage
&n advemtores enmough to il a beok. VWhen
nchel, therefore, ran off, [L was regarded per.
fectly natoral, and no one troobled himself
about her. The claimants to Lhe nucces-
slon have tried to follow the career of the
{.“-'“T girl, but there are many long
reaks in thelr records, They frankly almit
that there are no traces of her for two years,
1H44 to 1848. Noonse has ever been found who
saw or heard of Ler during that perlod. That
she became Fanny Sweet afterward (a4 insisted,
and it is agually elear Lhat Minerva Seymour
wns also Fanny Sweot. The court fought ehy
of this dllemma.

The Ohln girl found ber way to London
in some wur. plcked up the cockney dialect,
and ploked It up so sucesssfully that =he never
1omt It afterward.

Hruith marriod her lo New tUrlvans, and
be was one of the gayest of ¢ ¢ny, nnd
satthe nid tiobe ballroowm ne one of
the wildest of the dancers, It was during the
flush times of the Crescent Clty, when matey
was plentiful and morals were at a low ebb,
and  whe amid  the fevers that
aged the universal motte was: “A
short life bhut a merry one' It was n
short Iife for Smith, who died of the yollow
faver avearaftar hin marriage, leavinga winow
of twanty-ona with nothing in tho world, Naw
Orleans, lively as it then wan, was too tume for
the widow, Bhe drifivd down to Bauth Amer-
foa, and when thedlscovery of gold in Califoruin
atarted the wild rush to the Paeiflc const Fauny
Bmith was among the first plonecrs. Sho ftied
into the wiid elvilizatin Lhe mining camps,
and wan tiie belle of Sacramaento, She wia the
m!stress of Rube Hal who ran the Wige st
gambling saloon In Bacraments, El Dorada,
while she was the head of ndnnce honsre, Lbe
alace., Fnnny N, s slie wis now known,
was perhapn as despernte and asgulck with
her gun as any wmwan in CUallfornia.  She
was unfortunate jn Illlllf it, honwever, for one of
her firat victlms was Albart Patham, one of the

Mills, The miarciags shooked MIlIn's friends,
but it Aeemas to have besn A hapny one, for when
he died, eleven years afterward, he loft hin en-
tire properiy to ' his boloved wife,” whom he
wtyles “ Fanny Minerva Seymonr Hinckley,"
ineloding n fnrt‘n propartion of her alinses.
Atter that Rachel Hrown, Minerva Saymour,
Fanny Smith, Fanoy Ralnes, Maria Hinckley,
Fred Sweet. Funny Swest,or Mea. Millaled a quint
lite, #oothed her sorrows with oplam, became
blind, und funlly dled of sturvation, insisting 1o
the last that she was orlginally an English bar-
mnid, Minerva Ssymour. For over ten monins
the conrt has been busily engaged In hearing
testimony nbhout her earcor, and has brought
out the faots here ginn. but there ure hundreds
of other lncidents of her career still untold.
