'NEW YORK HISTORY.

THREE GREAT FORGERY CASES.

Forgery, Insanily, and Experiiom in New
York Clty Duriog the Past Mall Contury,
Forgety and expertizm in the defencs of erime

beonuse of moral irresponalbility have been re-
eontly muoli to the fore In our codrts of juntics
and In the reports of Tur Bux, But fifty years
a0, ns well as durlng a fow years later, forgery
was extremely froguent in criminal annals,
whils of recent years it may be sald to have
bean of comparatively rare oocarrence. During
the same previons perlod mental {rresponsibility
A8 Adelfence to felonles based upon evil Intant
waa In Its Infaney and was only timidly put
farth by defending lawyers.

The year 1842 witneased in this clty the most
colebrated case founded on forgery that thia
eountry had theretofore known by the trial,
bafore Judge Willlam Kent In the Clty Hall,
then the only court house, of Monroe Edwarda,
n sol disant Kentucky Colonel. Fourteen years
later another great ouss, Involving both forgery
and the defenve of insanity, had peculiar
fentures which Interested the whole Union. It
wan tho trial in the Genieral Sesslons of Charles
B. Huntlngton, who was charged like Edwards
with colomsal forgerios, AL the Edwards trial
Will'am M. Evarts made his first prominent
professional appearance. He wan then a very
Junlor barrieter, and was associated In the de-
fenos with Senator John J. Crittenden, the elo-
guent and erratic Congresaman Tom Marahall,
aino of the Biue Grass State; Jonathan Prescott
Hall, Robert Emmett, and ex-Federal Distriot
Atuorney Willinm M, Price, who Iater com-
mitted suloide in a public vistol gallery. Dis-
trict Attorney James R. Whiting. familiarly
known becaass of his pungent acerbity Inattack
as " Little Bitters,” and Ogden Huffman, the
mreatest orator the New York bar ever
koew, were joined for tho prosecution, Kd-
wards, the accused, was tho kind of a man that
this generation knows aa & Svengall; adroit,
hypnotio, aud adapting means skilfully toward
ignoble ends. Ile was also one whom theatra
gours know as Jim the Penman, ur an linltator
of any handwriting. Edwardy poiessed busi
ness talont and execulivg pbflity, which, If hon-
eitly exercized, might Tiave madoe him one of
the most eminent if commercial men. By forg-
ing letiers of credit upon merchaots and ship.
pors in allginrts of the country, as well as bills
of exchafige and promissory notes, for the cir.
oujillon of which many kinds of forged names

re neceasnry, ho obtained as the ¢limax of
his offenoes the sum of $50,000,

He waa placed upon trial after having been
Intradited from anothier State for that purpose.
The trial lasted seven days, two of which
were consumed In obisining unbinsed jurors.
The method of jury challenges wan then much
Involved and curious for this generation. When
a juryman was chinllenged the Judge appointed
two bystanders, usually lawyers, to serve ns
triern of his competency. Nowadaye the Judge
himself is the exclusive trier. Jounsel pro and
con then examioned and cross-examined the
Joror, and next addressed the triers in asum-
ming up upon the answers, aftor which the
Judge duly charged and instrocted the triers.
If they rendered & verdict of * competont,” the
Jjuror was sworn unless peremptorily chal-
lenged. If their verdict was “ incompetent'
another jurir was called. When two jurors
had been obtalned the original triers retired,
and those two Jurors continued as triers until
the panel was complote. It was during this
challonging procesa that Evarta first dieplayed
that resourceful Ingenuity which has always
since been hia possession and Ia now
shared by his partner, Choate. The Ed-
wards trial throughout became = keen
eicounter of technical wits, and the sev-
eral addresses to the jury wera of sur-
pas:ng eloquonuce: but tho suave Colonel was
couvicted and duly sentenced to the Sing Sing
Siate prison, which, ns few know, bears the
ironical statutory titie of Mount Pleasant. Ed-
wards had wasted much of his possessions, bat
he had saved some of his fll-gotten gains, not-
withstanding that bis counsel fees were, of
eourse, large, though In those days lawyers'
fees, now reckoped with four flgures in sim-
llar cases, were estimated rather by three
flzures. All expenses 1o 1842, adjudged by
comparison with the to-day. were small, Ed-
wards, by thie a!d of his money, for wardens
anil keepers were then amenable to bribes, hnd
a comvaratively easy conflnement; but he,
becuuse of his previous excesses, only lived out
his ton years' ¢ by nalf, when
‘sumebody " obtalned the rest of his plunder.

Tnat year was unusually pregnant with many
notable events. It was distinguislied by the
arrival of the aothor of * Pickwick,” *Nick-
leby.," and ** Oliver Twist,” and by the Vark
Theatre ball, given in hls honor under
suspleces of » commitice of one hundred
New Yorkers, headed by Waskington Irving,

hich Parke Godwin und ex.Me.
corder Smith are now the
nole survivors. as marked by the murder of

Mary Rogers, so startlingly commemorated by
the then youug Eduar Allen Poe; also thearrival
of Lord Ashburton to settle wilh Secretary
Webater the northieastern boundary question,
which bad produced as great international ex-
cltement as the soal fisheries and Venezuels
questions have recently aroused. The Introdue-
tion of Croton waler was commemorated by o
wreat procession seven miles in length and other
eivie rejolcings; alsu by m depression in busi-
nesa so great that the mean depreclation of
markstable stocks reached an average of 40
per cent.; also by the duel between Marshall,
who defended Edwards, and James Watson
Wanb, editor of the New York Courfer and Eu-
quirer, the fathior of Seward Wehbb, ao onmed in
honor of Gov, Seward. who on Webb's arraign.

him w pardun, In splte of ail these sticring
eveuts the trial of Monroe Edwards was the
atar featurs of New York's Listory of 1842,

Another great forgery coase was that of
Charles B. Huntington, a note broker of Wall
streot, who during Lwo years carrled on o dar-
ing oampalgn of forging the promissory notes
of some of the most wealthy firms of this clty,
Those Torgerios ut first wore skilfully manipu-
Iated, but, at last, emboldened by impuniy,
they were so carelessly handled ns to lead Lo his
vEpusure, One buteh of forgeries disconuted by
capitalists would be duly paid by the emission
amd dlscount of u fresh butel of inerensed
smounts, and so on, month after month, the old
forgorivs being taken up und destroyed, Menn-
while, ho lived luxuriously with his bedia-
moned wife, as o valld with invalid domes.
tigity, lavishing extruvagant presents on
Lls lllcit favorites, 1lo also eotertained
sumptuvusly, nnd attracted incressed at-
teutlon by the splendor of his horses
aud carrimges, With him was realized Poor
Richard's proverb of * light come, light yo," No
more modern nitrate kiug uor any Barney
Barnato ever "cul the dash'™ rhat this Wall
street noto broker did. He scoured the clty for
paintings, sculpture, brie-bh-brac, and costly
laces, shawls aud furs, Of winning manuers, he
inspired universal confldence, which became his
nefarious caplial. At lust, aa Henry Dunbar
in Miss Braddon's novel of that name, oxclalmed
when bls own crimes came Lo light, * the devil
who had stuck so bravely by mo deserted me"
The banker Beiden, who died recently In Europae,
was one of bis victime, and he, Anally, to use the
slung of the Btock Exchange, * tumbled to Lin
methods,” Beldeu detected among his dis-
vounted paper & large forgery upon the great
frm of Phelps, Dollge & Stokes; the Dodge,
whose siatue stands in Ilerald square, and the
eourtly and philanthropio James Stokes, fatlivr
of the milllonaire und generous W, E. L. Blokes.

Indiotments were found on Belden's and Lhe
firin's complaints, and were skiltully drawn by
Elbridge T, Gerry, then s young snd ambitious
lawyer in the office of Willlam Cuartls Noyes, su
eminent as & counsellor forty years sgo. Mrs,
Huntagton, shocked by the exposures, for she
had been told that Lher husband’s wealth came
through successful slock operations, esino Lo
the District Attorney with at least one hundred
thousand dollars' worth of jewaols, valuly offer-
lng them as securlly for ball, IHuptingion em-
ployed James T, Brady. the tien acknowledyed
lesder of the erimlnal bar, who,unosuslly tertile
in resoaroes, set up the defence of mural Inssn-
ity, urging that Huntiogtoo's reckless opers-
slons aud reckjgss, and indeed motiveless, ex-
adlivive mi-d tlab Lls wiid waa disordvred.

This defence created nnparalleled exoltement,
and it bacamn the theme of pungent editorial
comment Iz every newspapor, and the one tople
in commoroial elcclvs, T'he excitement beoame
intensified when Brady produced an an expertin
stpport of his novel theory the Iste Willard
Parker, 8r., who, as physiclan and surgeon,
ranked!n medioal annals as the compear of A bor-
nothy, Asvley Cooper, and Valontine Mott. Wil-
Ham Curtls Noyes, appointed acting Attorney-
General, was placed In a pecullar position by the
testimony of Dr, Parker, who had long been his
own physictan. Buot, undaunted by the intl-
maey, Mr, Noyes conducted a courteotis, cool,
and aynthetio cross-examination of the dootor's
novel views as an expert, Dr. Parker, however,
stoutly and ably defended hla theory that
Brady's ellent was morally perverted to such
an extont ma to overthrow his ethical respunsl.
bility and acquit him of criminnal fntention, He
teatifled that all of Huntington's actions dis.
played hallucinations which dethroned reason
accordlog to the legal principles luid down by
the twelve higheat Judges in England onthe re-
wview of the case of Oxford, clarged with an at-
tempt to murder Qaeen Victorin by shooting st
her upon one of her carrlage airings, Noyes's
cross-gxamination was sntirely In the light of
argumentum ad absrdumn, In hisaddress to the
Jury he ridlculed moral insanity, and clalmed
that under Ita theory fuw felons could be cons
victed, beonuse in nearly every case thelr moral
appreciation of right and wrong was perverted,

Mr. Brady made an appeal In answer con.
spleuous for Ita eloguent Ingenuity, but HMunt-
ington was ennvicted and explated his oMence
In State prison. Like the forger now on trislin
the Centre Street Court, Huntington had feol-
{shly rotained documents and memoranda
which ineriminated him and mainly proved his
gullt of delibaration, It was in this ease that
the now famous ** hypotaetical question’ tock
birth In this elty. 1t was not atitsorigin ns

who framed it, was a master of conclse phrase.
ologs, and the guestion as it appears In the
printed volume of the trial in logal book stores
and In libraries constitotes in ftself n brief, ro-
mantie story, slnes it comprehensively detalled
the prominent actions of Huntington through-
out hils operations, nn Brady had proved them
by thoso with whom his client had had all his
startiing dealings. Mr. Noyes also framed anid
put n cross-examining bypothetieal gquestion
thiat waus simllarly comprehensive, yet compnras
tively concise and equally ingenlous, In fact,
his question when read seemed th behsumming
up for the prosecution.  Although discomfited
by the verdict and severely critici=ed by the
piress for his rxpertism, Dr. Parker stuck by his
theoretical guns to the day of his death, and
undoubtedly later books on medical Jurispru-
dence gofar toward admittine the existence of
certnin attributes of moral Insanity. Of all the
participants In the Monroe Edwarids trial,
Judge, jurors, wlinesses, and counsel, only
Evarts survives: although Henjamin D, Silli-
man, now in his 03d vear and daily practising
his profession’in full mentat and physical vigor,
was an interested legnl sneciator mt that great
trial, Of participants in the Huntington trial,
only FElbridge T. Gerry and District Attorney
Oakey Hall survive.

A decade later New York, and Wall street
especlally, was shockad by the arrest of Edward
H. Retchum, a son of an eminent and greatly
hanored philanthropic banker, on the charge of
forging gold certificates to an amount reaching
into the milllons, Gold was at An enormous
premium, gnd by statutory authority ttsstorers
were ;:#:tod to issne against thelr posses.
slons eaentative paper certificatessimilar to
those now used by the Federal Government,
These were by custom made corrent from hand
to hand, and the certificates In blank were read-
{ly obininable at siationers. Young Ketchum,
as & broker, had caught the stock fever, and Lo
became an operator on & large scale upon his
own account) and without the knowledge uf hia
relatives. He had command of caplital enough
forr ble speculati on the Stock Ex-
change, but he was seized with what De. Wil-
lard Parker denominated, remembering his
Huntington experience, **the millionalre ma-
nia.™ Nothing wouaid satisfy young Ketchum
except to become a Wall street kiog, like the
Drows, the Jacob Barker of the past, or the
Leonard Jerome and Addison Cammack of Lis
own time., He could think and talk of little else
than unbounded weoalth, and if ever the theory
of moral lasanity could apply to any one, that
man was younyg Ketchum, His plan was to fili
up the blank certificates with buge amounts
and forge to theso as holders of gold the names
of well-known operators, mainly in foreign
houses, who dealt In the yellow metnl.
Ketchum may bave read the couplet of
Thomas Hood In Lle famous poem of
**Miss Kllmansepg and Her Golden TLeg.™

Gold! Gola! Gola! Gole!

There ars mentionsd in the criminal snnals
of the elty many subsenuent forgerien and con-
victiona; but their perpelrators wers mainly
smone commonplace eriminals, while the so-
elal position of Edwards, IHontington, and
Ketehom threw around thelr cases a glamour
of sensation, heightened by the wmore or lesa
romnantle surroundings of tleir eriminal acta,

It is notlesable that thore isnow pending in this
city & cnso wherelu a forger pleads his insnnity
nsan exeuse; and possibly, if the plea be cunsid-
creld, the law and vroceedings settled in the
afurokiid Huntington cease may beoome applied,
The morat of it all is doubtiess the expression
heretofore guoted: **T'he devil stuck bravely by
wie, bt at lest Lo deserted me

EHORY BUT EVENTFUL CAREER OF
BILLY THE KID.

Mo Mognn Killlax at the Axo of 18 and
FRept It Up THI e Wan ¥, When
Beputy Garrett Cat Short His Uareer
—HMia Malde, Hatiles, =snd Slexen

DENvER,Doo. 10.—Black Jeok's band of stags
and Poat Oftfco robbers, who have been operat-
Ing in New Mexloo and Arizona since last June,
havespparently gone Into tamporary retiremant
owing to the vigorous pursuit made by Govern-
ment officlals. A posss of deputy United Btates
marshals recently ocaught the band ina nar-
row oaflon noar the border line Letween New
Mexfco and Arizona, and a battle was fought
that resulted in the death of Bob Hayes and
the woanding of Black Jack. Another vosse had
ontered the cafion from above, and it was aup-
posed that the ontire band would be either
eaptired or Ellled, but they once more siuded
thelr pursaers, snd are now In hiding, safe
from presont captise. They have declared
thelr determination to kil Deputy Loomis be<
fore they loave the country bocause ha killed
Jole Estes, one of the!r party, while they were
attempting to hold up a Southern Paclfio ex-
press traln at Rlo Puerce station.

It is bolleved that thisis the samo gang that
waylald and killed Col. Fountaln and his son
last epring while'the attorney wns returning
from the county seat of Lincoln coutity Lo liis
home In Las Criuces, He hind beon prosecuting
canes ngalnst cattle thieves, and thelr ven-
meance ocaused his death. Pat A. Garrett,
who was then living In Texas, and had won s
great reputatlon for Lravery by the capture
and killlng of Billy the Kid, was sent for, was
made Sherlff of Dona Ana county and was at
once puton the cuse, As snon as the robbers
learned that ho was on thelr teall they disap-
veared from Dons Ana county, and never
showed up in that vicinity again,

Sherif Garrett s & gulet man, tint famous
througliont the country for his coarage and
skill in tracking criminals, He knows this re-
wion ke a book, and {s familinr with the ways
of cowboy desperadoes, Now of middle nge,
tall and spare In build, he ls as detormined ns
ever, and the people of Maxico firmly belicve
that he will ran the murderers of Col. Foun-
taln to earth and clea: up that mystery. They
have had unlimited confidence in him since ho
killed Bily the Kl

Many romantic tales were tola of Billy the
Eid during his lifetime, and the imagination
of the narrators placed sometliing of a halo
about hir head. The slmple truth is that he
was n young man of A'most excitable nature,
and, lving a8 he dld In a country filled with
men of reckless daring. it wns easy for Llm to
falljluto evil ways, Ille boun companion wlien
n hoy was Jesse Evans, somo years older than
Hilly, and mneh more experienced In wicked-
ness, They roamed the strects of Silver City,
N. M., vicking up much knowledie of the sport-
inz world that asslsted the natural bent of
thielr restless dlspositions, The first of & long ser-
fes of murders committed by the Kid orcurred
In Silver City when he was a ind of 12 jears
of age, A man standing with some (dlers on the
sidewalk made a alurring remark about Bllly's
mother, & handsome woman, as she wnas pass.
Ing nlong the street,  Ellly heard it and qulck-
Iy resented the insult by hitting the fellow in
the mouth, The man made n puss at Billy,
but was stopped by hls companions and the bny
was sent away. Burning with oassion, the Iad
visited n miner's cabin, borrowed arifle, and
started o pursult of the man., The matter was
smoothed over, and nothing further occurred
until a few weeka later when the man got Iuto
a row In asaloon. Billy was a bystander. and
when he saw the fight he opencd his pocket
knife. and, rushing In, stabbed bin enemy vi-
cionsly, He made Lls escape under cover of
darkness, and silver City saw bim no more.

Billy taiked Spanish ke alnative. anid ob-
tained food and shelter In Mexiran homes
while making his escape into Arizona. e
pleked upasatravelling companion n despor.
ato cliaracter known us *‘Alins,*' bocnuse of
his numerous names, and together the two
nppeared at Camp Howie on the Chirncabua
Apachie Indlan reservation whero they halted
a short time. Leaviog the pust with one con-
demued rifle and one pisto] they pursued thelr
way Into the mountaln passes where they one
day encountered threo Indlans with a dozen
ponles, saddlesand gqulte an assortment of sup-
plies, After trylng in vain to borrow mounts
and some food, the two left turce dead In-
dinns on the trail and drove off with the entlre
outfit., This gave thess astart, anid having
disposed of their plander to some Texas emi-
grants for a wood sum they entered Tucspi
with money and much coursge, IHIly was an
expert monte dealor and card sharp, and the
two soon becamne recognized members of the
eportin g fraternity of thes Arizonn cnpital.

Tiring at length of thislife they started ont
aain to seek new wlventures in the nioun-
tains., Meeting a band of clahit or ten Indians
near San Simon the two fellows proposed a
Lorse rare., Bels were put uwp, and Bllly's
colnpanion became stakeholder. When the
Irulinn and Billy set out on the race thie horse
