If they do elect to adopt it they
cannot be expected to retain control of tho
property without muking pruvlslon for the pay-
ment of the accrued Interest and complying In
other respects with the terms of tho mortgage
In respect to a tender before a sale under tho
decree of foreclosure. In the menu timenothing should bo done to Impair or

Sin: Replying to your favor of the 24th of
November, written In behalf of tho Boston
banks, asking for the Issue of gold certificates,
under tho authority granted in section IS of
the act of July IS, 188S, I am not yet prepared
to give the necessary order.

After the recrvo has once fallen below one
hundred millions, und the Issnoof such certifi-
cates has been stopped. It Is not certain that tho
Secretary of tho Treasury, especially in vlow of
existing conditions, would bo Justified in resum-
ing their rchsue. It has been tha exporienco of
tho department in the past that tho normal in-

crease of tho gold reserve caused by the ex-

change of paper currency for gold Is checked
by tho issue of gold certificates, am. In fact,
upon various occasions considerable amounts of
gold havo been withdrawn by tho presentation
of notes for redemption nnd Immediately

in exchange for gold certificates.
Moreover, the House of Representatiies In the
Fifty-thir- d Congress, at Its third session, passed
n bill discontinuing their Issuo entirely, and it is
the Intention of tho department In presint thesubject again nt n very early dale. As the
amount of gold rosorvo Is largely determined
from time to time Dy the available amount ofpaper In circulation. It seems Inadvisable, at
this tlmo especially, to increnso tho volume of
that currency by the Issue of gold certlllcutes.

Ibllltr of Deciding Whether There rlhall

Be no Kxtrii Hessian or Another Bale or
XlonUs - Hearings on the Mehednles.

Warhinoton. Doc. 14. -- It Is now possible
thnt upon tho United States Scunto will ho
placed tho responsibility of deciding whethor
there shall bo an extra session of lho Fifty-fift- h

Congress, or whether n Republican Tariff bill
shall be passed at tho proscnt session. It Is lho
purpose of Chairman Ulngloynnd his colleagues
on the Ways and Means Committee to havo
their new bill, upon which work has already
commenced, ready to be presented to tho Houso
about tho middle of January. Under lho House
rules a voto can bo had at any time after a
reasonable amount of debate, and then It will
bo for tho Senate to sv whether or not tho bill
can bo enacted Into law, Tho leading Repub-
licans In both houses of Congress agree
with Chairman Dlngley that an extra ses-
sion of Congress should bo avoided If posslblo
and a revenue raising hill passed nt onco In or-
der to relieve the business world of tho uncer-
tainty nnd suspense that would be caused by n
six months' agitation of lho tariff quostlon. It
Is thought by some of the shrowdosl Republi-
cans In tho Senate that notwithstanding tho
fact that the number of Sonntorowho now nt-te-

tho Republican caucus does not constltnto
a majority of tho Senate, a sufllclont number of
votes would be forthcoming to pass a new Dlng-
ley bill. It would bo nmendod, of course, but
this would send the moasuro to conference,
where It could readily bo put inloshnpo and
agreed to by both houses. This programme will
bo carried out if it Is found at tho tlmo tho bill
Is ready to bo reported to tho House that it Is
likely to succeed.

Chairman Dlngloy oxpressod tho sontlments
of tho Prosldent-olec- t whon ho Bnld that on ox-tr- n

session should bo avoided If possible and a
revcnue-rntslu- g tariff bill oniicted nt once, but
he Is not yot ready to admit thut thore Is good
ground for lho belief of certain Senators that
such a bill could pass tho Senate ot the present
Besslon. That the present Dingley bill Is dead
thero Is no longer a shadow of a doubt. Ills
thought, howovor, by somo ot the Republicans
that sound-mone- y Senators on tho Democratic
sldo of the chamber and protection Senators,
who are now known ns sliver Republicans, or
Populists, will notcaro to assumo the responsi-
bility of preventing the passngu of a new Tariff
bill and thus making another sale ot bonds
necessary.

If tho plan nowsuggestod Is carried out by
the IIoue and the now Dlngloy bill sent to tho
Senntoaboutthoflrstofrebruary.lt would of
course be possible fora handful of Sonators to
defeat It If they took tho notion to resort to
filibustering nnd dilatory motions. It would bo
n great responsibility for them to assume, how-
ever, becausu it would make necessary an extra
session of Congress that otherwise would bo
avoided. If tho tariff question should bo post-
poned until the extra session, those men could
still proient action upon n bill Indefinitely,
but by sodolng thoy would bedlructy responsible
for forcing another sale of bonds, as It Is ab-
solutely certain tnatrevenuo for the operations
of the Treasury must bo provided bofore tho
end of the presont fiscal year.

Chairman Dlngley Is not liopefnl that the
Sennte ns it is constituted nt present will permit
lho passngo of tho Tariff bill that the WayB and
Means Committee will prepare, but ho thinks
they should be forced to face the issuo squarely
and accept lho responsibility for the result of
their refusal.
