' TlLDEN advised its use for the preparation
of national defences, furnished a plausible
reason for Chairman McKinley's screw-
ing of customs duties higher toward
the prohibitory point, where revenue
Btops entirely. The present deficit, which
began when tho danger of freo trade re-

vision became imminent, and tho belief now
that Mr. TlLDEN's advice had better be

Maceo nnd Stiamyl,
Perhaps the ono warrior of modern days

With whom the late Antosio Maceo might
most fitly be compared, is that proud chief-
tain of the Caucasus, Suamvl, who died
twenty-fiv- e years ago. In not a few re-

spects the character nnd career of tho Cuban
hero resembled those of the " Lion of Dngh-tstan,- "

although, let it be said to the honor
of a Russian Czar, the circumstances under

'1 which Siiamyl's life came to au end in
Arabia wero very different from those of

' Gen. Maceo'r death in Cuba.
SlIAMYL twice waged war against Russia,

as Macro twice waged war ugainst Spain.
SlIAMYL was a champion of his faith;
Macro a champion of liberty. This scene of
BllAUYL'B exploits was among the Cauca-
sian mountains; that of MACEO'S exploits
Wm among the mountains of Cuba, There

. . . .iv5- t , ryv., ,,, K tent-

was a period of about twenty yesrs between
the first and the last of Sitamyl's wars;
there was a period of very nearly as many
yoars between the two wars in which
MACEO was a leader.

Tho resemblances between tho campaigns
of Skamyl and thoso of Maceo strike one
upon many an occasion while observing tho
operations of the man of Dnghostan and
the man of Cuba. The warliko gonlus of
SlIAMYL was not moro eminent than that of
Macro. Siiamyl's strategy and manoeu-
vring in tho mountains were not more skil-
ful than Maceo's. Tho courage of SlIAMYL
in attack or dofenco never exceeded that, of
Maceo. Siiamyl's adventures, year after
year, were not moro astonishing than thoso
of Maceo. Shamyl would confront, as
would Maceo, a force far superior to his
own. Siiamyl's conduct at Akulgo, whon
his stronghold there was stormed by
tho Russians, reminds us of Maceo's
conduct at his stronghold In the Rubl
hills when it was besieged by the Spaniards.
Thoro is no feat of SlIAMYL that equals in
greatness tho march of Maceo from tho
easternmost to tho westernmost provtneo of
Cuba last spring in tho faco of an army
twenty times larger than his own; and it
must bo remembered, too, that Maceo held
his camp in the west for nine months,
within a few miles of the Spanish capital,
and almost within sight of an enemy
200,000 strong, whom he assailed at every
opportunity, and against whose attacks he
made successful defence.

When SnAMYL first began hostilities
against Russia, ho had but a small force,
and It was yet a smaller force of Cubans
that took tho field against Spain at tho
time of the ten years' war, In which Maceo
participated. In the later operations of both
warriors each of them had a much larger
army than at first, and each of them per-

formed deeds that will long llvo in tho mem-
ory of men.

At last, thirty-seve- n years ago, after his
long career as a warrior in command of
the Caucasian mountaineers, SnAMYL was
taken prisonor 'by tho Russians. And
what a difference between tho closing pas-
sage in Siiamyl's life and that in Maceo's I

Did the Russians assassinate their redoubt-
able foe when he fell under their power f
The Czar invited him to St. Petersburg; he
assigned to him a place of residence at
Kaluga, and pensioned him till the end of
his life. In tho year 1871. The year before
his death SlIAMYL made a pllgrtmago to the
holy city of Mecca, and he died at the holy
city of Medina, whero tho Prophet of his
faith was burled.

The Wistaria at Georgetown.
Tho old joys are renewed, perhaps for tho

last time, with Fighting Bod and tho Doc-

tor and tho D j n along to participate.
Wbat distinguishes the present expedi-
tion from all previous voyages of the vari-
ous ships of the floral and arboreal fleet,
is a circumstance of which Capt. MAIIAN
may take proper notice in his next treatise.
The Wistaria is accompanied by another
Government vessel acting as tender, de-

spatch boat, and auxiliary in case of hostili-
ties. This is prudent, and in accordance
with the most enlightened practices of naval
procedure. The Wistaria is tho flagship of
the White House Squadron, and tho Water
Lily steams respectfully in her wake.

The appearance of tho President's fleet off
the port of Georgetown, S. C, whero the
citizens are true patriots and understand
well tho cure of snake bites, was the occa-

sion of much enthusiasm. The Mayor called
a special meeting of the City Council. Reso-
lutions were adopted welcoming the
Wistaria, the Water Lily, Mr. Cleve-
land, Fighting Bon, the Doctor, and the
D j n, and extending to all six tbo free-
dom of the town. There was a touch of
pathos in the official declaration that tbo
present visit of Mr. Cleveland to George-
town is " probably his last appearance in
onr midst during his term of office and on
the eve of his retiring to private life." The
language of tho resolutions was enough to
draw tears from the D J n.

To understand the full significance of
Georgetown's rejoicing, it must be remem-
bered that two years ago this week Mr.
Cleveland and the Wistaria and the rest
of the party, including tho D J n, but
not Including the Water Lily, visited that
port nnd were received and entertained
with gleo by the inhabitants. That was
tho President's first appearance in their
sunkc-proo- f midsts. It was then that Mr.
Cleveland delivered his highly philoso-
phizing nnd justly famous speech on the
underlying principles of American citizen-
ship. From the platform of the hall of tho
Winynh Indigo Club in Georgetown, he
uttered memorable words of wisdom, which
were noted and transmitted as follows by
the local reporters present:

8outhern hotpltalltr Is noted, and Juitlr. It It
not tho first time I hare enjoyed It, biit let me ujr
that I have esteemed It the more lecauso I havo frit
that It was the underllns principle of American
citizenship."

Another passago from the same address
will linger long in tho memories of the
WInyah Indlgoes:

'It Is well for tho occupant of this high olTlce to
honor and meet with the people of ourcouutry; for
It Is only thus tbat tho closo bond of sympathy can ho
ohtalnod which wilt enable tho Chief Executive to
mete out equal Justloe anJ fair dealing to high and
low, rich and poor, as he Is cull?d upon to do."

There were many other thlugs in that
speech which deserve to bo remembered long
after the present Chief Executive shall have
ceased to mote out equal justice and fair
dealing to high nnd low; and long after the
Wistaria, the Maple, tho Violet, the Myrtle,
the Verbena, the Mistletoe, tho Jessamine,
and the rest of the Iloral and arboreal fleet
shall have resumed tho humbler and moro
oleaginous, but not less necessary and cred-

itable functions for which they were orig-
inally designed.

Mr. l)awc and tho Choutruvs.
If we may trust fully the news from Fort

Smith, tho Dawes Commission, ufter con-

tinuous and almost disheartening failures
for months and years In Its labors among
tho five civilized tribes of the Indian Terri-
tory, has just achieved a brilliant success.

Under the authority of Congress, It has
been trying to persuade these tribes to

in place of holding
lands iu common, and ordinary territorial
governments in place of tribal authority.
Its cffortB,hovever, havo been repulsed ngiilu
and again, tribe after tribe being approached
In vain with persuasions, promises, and
warnings. Wherever tbo Dawes Commis-
sion went, it found interest and race in-

stincts allied to thwart its work. Those
who profit by the tribal system and the ten-

ure of land incommon, and those who cling to
inherited ways, were joined against them.
In its report of Nov. 18, 1805, the Commis-
sion declared that so long as the tribal
power remained in the hands of its posses-
sors al further negotiations with them

would be vain. Its hopelessness and its an-

ger were shown furthor by an astonishing
proposal to accomplish its purposes by
force, beginning with tho abrogation by
Congress of existing treatlos.

Fortunately that course was not author-
ized. Tho bill introduced for tho purpose
was left without action on it, and mean-
while other work among the trlbos was
found for Mr. Dawes and his associates.
It now appears also that they havo taken
up again tho assault against the Indian
political system, and unexpectedly have
mado a breach at the Choctaw stronghold
which promises n victory all along the lino,

Tho terms of tho arrangement with tho
Choctaw delegates are said to bo that a sur-
vey shall bo made, and town sites set apart,
and then all tho rest of tho land divided Into
lots " per capita," freed from taxes and not
subject to alienation for twenty-flv- o yoars.
Tho terms are not unltko thoso of tho sever-
alty allotment law from whloh tho five
tribes are now by law exempt. In addition,
tribal authority is to bo continued " for not
less than eight nor moro than ten years."

Tho formal agreement, drawn up in ac-

cordance with thoso terms, is to bo signed,
it appears, at Muskogee on Saturday. Mean-
while, flushed with their triumph, Mr.
Dawes and his fellow members of the Com-

mission are now among tho Creeks urging
them to follow this Choctaw lead.

It is not easy to overrate the Importance
of this initial success. Tho strength of tho
Indian position hitherto has been largely in
the union of tho tribes ; but with tho Choo-taw-s

breaking away, there must be a change.
This tribe and tho Creeks are nearly equal in
population, and each nearly half as numer-
ous as tho Cherokee. Should they both
accept the severalty system and the other
agreements, the Influence on tho Cherokees
should be marked. Another cause of con-

gratulation is that, If these arrangements
are carried through, we may hope to hear
no further call upon Congress to break
treaties entered into with the red men, on
the ground that tho end justifies the means.

Seven Million Dollars for the Police.
The appropriation for the New York Po-

lice Department for the year 1807, as au-

thorized by tho Board of Estimate and Ap-

portionment in the provisional allowance. Is
80,081,680, as against $6,085,410 for this
year, an Increase of more than one million
dollars. The sum asked for by the depart-
ment was $150,000 moro than this allow-
ance, and unless some check shall bo put on
such expenditures, the cost of maintaining
the Police Department Is likely to become
grlovously burdensome for the taxpayers.

This is how the Police Department ex-

penses have increased lntho alternate years
sinco 1885:

Thero was no State census in 1886, but
the population of this city, as estimated by
the Board of Health, was 1,600,000. It is
now 1,000,000, according to that Board's
estimate, the increase since 1885 having
been about 28 per cent. Meanwhile,
the expenses of tho Polico Department
have been nearly doubled, for the Board of
Estimate and Apportionment having cut
down by $160,000 the estimate of 1807,
some portion, at least, of this reduction will
havo to bo mado up from the unexpended
balances of other departments.

Tho assessed value of personal estate In
New York in 1885 wns $200,000,000, and
of real estate $1,108,000,000. At present
personal estate is assessed at $874,000,000,
and real estate at $1,730,000,000. Tho
taxable wealth of New York, there-
fore, has increased about 50 per cent, in
eleven years, but the expenses of the Polico
Department, the conservator of public and
private property ORalnst robbery, havo
increased 100 per cent. Has the efficiency
of the Police Department been increased in
like ratio f Does tho standard of efficiency
this year compared with last year, for in-

stance, justify an increase of $1,000,000 ?

An appropriation of $7,000,000 is a large
sum for the expenses of a single municipal
department In a single year. In explana-
tion of so great an Increase of expenditure
of public money, it is said that the Albany
Legislature, by adding to the number of
policemen and raising the compensation of
patrolmen, increased the salary account
alone for 1807, as compared with 1890,
by $1,100,000. It is true, also, that the
expenditure for polico supplies, includ-
ing such incongruous items as "carpets,
oilcloth, linoleum, dictionaries, lost chil-
dren, tho purchase of bicycles, music for tho
annunl parade, the rent of telephones, school
for pistol practice, meals for prisoners, gae,
and tho Beiitillon system of identifica-
tion," lias been cut down from $115,000
last year to 578,000 this year. Therefore,
it appears that tho responsibility for tho in-

crease rests on tho Legislature rather than
on the Police Commissioners; but the fact
remains that $7,000,000 for the New York
Police Department is an unduly largo sum.

Tho Objections to a College Education.
In tho current number of tho Forum tho

drawbacks of a college education nro ex-

amined with slugular candor by Dr. Charles
F. TmviNa, who is himself a Harvard grad-uat-

and now the Prcldaut of Western
Reservo University. Tho objections to a
college truluing are first ptntod with as
much forcu as they would be by an acute
business man, nnd then an attempt is mado
to answer them.

In tho first place it is pointed out that a
college may Injure men through fixing tho
habit of doing only tbat which Is agreeable.
This habit Is promoted In two ways; first,
by tho relaxation of discipline, and, secondly,
by tho great range permitted in the choice
of studies. Somo American colleges go fur-
ther than others in thet.0 directions; but in
all, tho btudent has much more liberty to
shape his lifo for himself than he used to
have. Dr. TllWINO says that ho nsked a
man who graduated forty years ago, und
whoso sun is now n student in tho same

whether the college was ns good a
one as it bad lwen In his own day. The reply
was " No," for the reasons that the men were
not obliged to get up In tho morning, that
they could study what they might choose,
und were allowed to cut recitation. Iu other
words, the college was now taking but little
pains to train its students to do what they
do not like to do. To Dr. TnwiNO tho
criticism seems well founded that a college
education tends to encourage a love for the
agreeable, and the avoidance of difficult and
unpleasant duties. He, for his part, Is evi-

dently thankful that Harvard College, when
he knew it, Btill made men do some dis-

agreeable things: that Is tho kind of train-
ing that boys need, if they are to face and
overcome the arduous conditions of life,

It Is nlso admitted by Dr. TmviNa that
tho tendency of a college education is to
train the student's judgment at tho expense
of his energy. A college teaches a student
to see both sides of a question, and his clari-
fied and broadened vision given him such a
Jtuowltdgs of difficulties that he is less in--

cllned to undertake tasks requiring energy
nnd persistency. This Is acknowledged, wo
repeat, to be an actunl peril; but it Is sug-
gested that the scope of it Is lessening with
tho multiplication of tho relations and ele-

ments which constitute tho lifo of tho
modern student. His various concerns,
athletic social, dramatic, nnd musical, rep-
resent so many fields outsldo of tho academi-
cal curriculum in which his energy, as well
as his judgment, moy bo developed. That a
collego training need not be fatal to energy
Is proved by tho fact that somo of tho great-
est constructive works of modern times,
requiring tho most intrepid confidence in
ono's self nnd in mnnkind, such ns great
bridges, railroads, and telegraph lines, havo
been among tho triumphs of collego men.
Another ground of objection about which wo
hear a good deal Is tho latenoss of tho date at
which a collego graduate enters commercial
lifo. Tho four years between tho ages of
eighteen or nineteen, and twenty-tw- o or
twonty-thre- aro undoubtedly thoso in
which tho valuablo habits of commercial
lifo aro usually learned. But tho demon-
strated power and success of tho collego
man in business Indicate, that although a
graduate begins at twenty-thre- at tho
very point where he might have begun nt
eighteen, ho stays at this point only about
one-tent- h as long. Tbo rate at which he
attains skill and power in business is many
times greater. By the time he has reached
the age of twenty-seve- n ho has frequently
overtaken and passed tho boy who has been
In business since tho ago of eighteen.

Thero is still another drawback to a col-

lego education, which Dr. Tnwmo would
describe as " academicity." By this ho
means a tendoncy to dovolop individuality,
but not social efficiency; to remove tho
graduate from tho ordinary concerns of
ordinary men. Academicity creates men of
tho typo represented by an American
scholar, who, being told that Fort Sumter
had been fired on, replied: "What do I
caro f I must finish my Greek Grammar."
In national and local politics, academicity
evolves tho Mugwump that is to Bay, tho
man who is dissatisfied with things as they
nre, but is powerless to mako them bettor.
Dr. Tiiwino does not undervalue this ob-

jection to a college education; he admits
that academicity has been common in some
of our States, but ho thinks that It is

less common in proportion as Amer-
ican colleges are learning to adjust them-
selves moro thoroughly to American life.
Tho furthor criticism that a collego fills
tho mind with useless knowledge, and
trains it in antiquated methods of thought
and action, when Bitted, is found to mean that
a college expends much timo upon linguistic
training. But, as Dr. Tiiwino points out, if
to think is important, linguistic training is
important. We think iu words; conse-
quently, thinking becomes clear, orderly,
and profound in proportion as langunge is
adequate. To be able to think in English,
ono should know tbat language, but this ho
can only do if he knows tho languages
which have made the richest contribution
to its vocabulary. Hence, a training in Latin
and Greek is of the greatest vatuo to ono
who would think or write in English. A
college, therefore, is not filling the mind
with useless knowledge when it requires
students to learn certain languages, which,
in reality, are not dead but living.

craft Itself hastons onward over tho sea of
humanity hereabouts. Not tbat kind mes-
sengers havo not come from several charitable
organizations, large and small, to hold out a
welcoming hand to me, bnt In my rounds among
tho poor I havo only caught a vanishing peep of
tho St. Vlncont do Paul Society and ono or two
others. Docs not this nrguo that the sea Is
very largo? We all know that It Is and that
the various charities are busy, yet cannot even
be seen on many a brood stretch of people-fille- d

space.
My offort ls dlreoted toward a certain class of

women, whloh Is mado up of those who, whether
worthy or undeserving, drunken or reputable
nro nevertheless crippled or burdened with a
disease hardly to bo surpassed Inseverlty. This
olass of women, therefore, must be relieved re-
gardless of tho righteous indignation so often
shutting away the verv poor, the professional
beggars, tho hardest oases, from charity. I bare
begun to roallre that the undeserving poor are,
for a woman socking to nurse the cancerous
poor, tho very persons she wlshos to And. with a
saving number of "ten" or moro respectable
persons Included aa a consolation. To tell
tho whole truth, though, after all. tho
zest one feels In arousing even temporary re-
spectability In a ereaturo almost submerged
under the mud of sinful despair Is a zest to live
for. I cannot see any good reason for being
oharttably Incensed against the undeserving
poor. Moreover, If they have cancers or ulcers,
&C I do not need to exouse myself lor being In-

terested In them. I wish there were no diseases
of the kind I treat, and I certainly wish there
were no poor: but I do not think It wise to Ig-

nore them, since they are near us all, and since
wo aro told to share our better fortunes with
others, and to take their heavlor burdens for awhllo from them. It Is quite possible, to usugood Judgment In taking up the burden ot a
drunknrd. or a liar, or a professional beggar:
and as for not sharing one's better fortuno withtbcsHoutcusts. or In any degree
whatever. 1 think tho hard, bitter, scornful,uncharitable expression which suddenly
flushes and flashes over n perhaps kindly face.In thus ruling out a preponderating number ofsouls, la evidence enough that tbe Impulse to
abandon them Is not or Ood. but is of tho sortthat poisons progress.

serving cancerous pauper. I have bad no hesi-
tation In deciding tbat I was fit to begin asearching charity that had not been began be-
fore In this city, though triumphantly carriedon In Prance: and 1 hope that my poor begin-
ning will be bettered by others.

been so thoronghly canvassed, and of whlctt lsuch an exhaustive study has been made and

llehcd by a gentleman in somo way connected
with the Amity Baptist Church In Flfty-fourta- s

stroet, I believe.
For a part of that time, viz.: from 1883 to

1893, I had the pastoral chargo of a obapsl
situated within the limits of this district whoso '
resident congregation lived within tho bonndo
before given, and my duties brought me In
dolly contact not only with tho poor, but also
some of the very poorest of tbat part of the city.
Not taking a summer vacation, I was on duty
when many of the resident pastors were having
their much-neede- d rest, and so I was often, very
often, called Into the parishes of other
ministers who were absent for a time. Bucn
duties led me not only among those who at-
tended ohuroh, but far moro frequently to J
those whoso feet had never crossed the thresh- - I
old of a church. JWhen I state one or two facta it will, I think, fbe conceded that my opportunities for observa- -
tlon wero not small. Several times I attended 1

funerals of ohlldren at betweou 0 and 13 I

o'clock at night, because they had to be burled iearly next morning. On ono occasion, at a fune- - I
ral of a child about I! years old. the llttlo white 1
