of widows and thelr children on the lsiand of
Cyprus, more particulnrly, at present al least,
those withiu the vrovince of Erzervum, which
number 1 the cities of Erreroum, Ersingan,
and HBalbourt 2,048, who are without tuvans and
are reciplents of relief.
