Ui Started tha lltaso with the Hlufflna r
Mnttrseeee While the Other Jloy I.ooU.
On-lf- nril Work Iattlnn Oat tho Flra
No Inatltntlon Wants tbe Hud Hny.

Thcro U no doubt about it, Christian Eudes Is
a bad boy. Ills parents gave him up Ions ago.
The House of Refuge has tried hlra until It
won't hnvo him uny more, and now the Juvenile
Asylum turns htm over to the Qerry society
with a elgh of relief and washes Its hands of
hlin for good. He Is only 15 ) cars old, nnd he's
nut big for his sears. He has light blue eyes,
high cheek bones, and a straight nose, while his
head Is wide just over tho cars and narrow at
tho top, with no back head at nil.

It Is Dearly Uvo cars since he has lived with
his parents. When ho quit them he branched
out for himself In the way of stealing anything
he could. He lived llko a tramp as a rulo. some,
times, when times wero easy, rising to the dig
nltyof a room for himself, hired tn some east
side house. Ho has been caught In all sorts ot
scrapes, and most of the tlvo years he has spent
In some sort of reformator) or prison.

A week ago ) esterday Magistrate Mott com.
mlttcd the bo) In the Essex MarkotConrt to
the Housu of Hefuge. On Tueiday the House
of Ilufugo recommitted him to Magistrate Mott,
with tho request that ho be not sent back, as he
was not wanted and wuuld not be received.
Then Magistrate Mott tried tbe Juvenile
Asylum. Agent Dlcdrlch of the Gerr) society
undertook to tako tlvo boy to the as)lum, and
had n free tight all the way np to Hurlem. A
good healthy boy of 13 Is an ugly customer If he
chooses to be, and Kndes chose. Ho can wriggle
about so that four men can't hold him still
without a strait-Jacke- t. Two policemen helped
Dledrlch. and all three cot kicked shins and
scratched fates.

lhe boy didn't tako kindly to tbe asylum.
When put In a dormitory on tho third floor ho
stratghtwa) began his deviltry. The officers of
the asylum reasoned with him kindly and with
force, and ho replied llKo nn accomplished
student of tho We)lerartof war. On Priday
night ho gathered together several unused
mattresses lu his dormitory, ripped them open,
and set them ou lire. 'Iho other bo)s, olther
from fear or sjinpntli), kept still until
tho tire got so big that they were
scared, and then they )elled. The asylum
officials came on the run, and a llv ely flint they
had with the Are '1 hey didn't want to call the
firemen because some of tho bo)s were sure to
get away In the excitement, so they went at
the flames themselves with hand grenades and
small tire oxtingulsbcrs.
