anceatoras while their wives and dauchters and
awoethearta sat in the gallery ana looked on,

There isastriking similarity about all big
dinners, the varlety only cowing In the lesscr
details. They are all meant to celebrats somo
particular thing, and all the speeches concern
that thing, while time-honored jokes are
dragged forth year aftor year and evokenas

much Iaughter as they did  before,
The Hev. Minot J. Savage, in  preface

A REGULAT NEW ENOLAND FEAST,

And so It was that the New England dinner
did not differ ersentinlly from those that have
gone before. The speeches were good, and
most of them were in A congratulatory vein
pecanse of the result of the last elsction. The
guosts sapg the songs they have sung for years,
wnil the samo splrit of gond-fellowshilp per-
vaded. Bugin the lesser detaily it differed con-
siderably from those of past ?;mrq.

Tue dinner was held at the Waldort for the
first time and in the new ballroom. Runuiug
the whole lenigth of the room on one side waa
the guesta’ table. Hack of It, pu the wall, hung
the unors wnd conts of urwas of the alx New
Eugland States, and over those banners wars

old eagles, from which were festooned Amer-
can flags. The big mirrors wera festooned with
greons and roses aud almost the entire wall was
covered with flage.

The slde walls were hung with green stufl
Interspersed with flags, and the balcony was a
mass of green. The tables, aside from thelr
usnal decorationa of fowern, hind wild turs
keys, with the feathers on, and good old
New England vegeinbles, while at reguniar
intervals were old-fashioned jack-o'-lunterns
made of New Engiand pumpkina, The waiters
wure dressed as (armers, with big straw hats,
bloe-cliscked calico jumpers, and blue jean
overalls,

HAS PNEUMONIA.

D, President of the
Corpouration of ths Unlon Theologloal Bemi-
pary, and of the Corporation of the Unl-
veraity of the City of New York, la danger-
ausly 11 st bie home, 78 Park avenus, A loaw
day's ago he caught anevers cold, which devei-
oped Into pneumonin, e s DO yoears old. I8
wan anld st the bouse 1ast night that the patlens
was a little botber, but wan very weak.

No nooogonarian ever siowed s sounder cons
tempi for his burden of years with & beller
right than Dr, Hutler, or Mr, Butler, as he pre-
fors to he ealled, for, says he, 1 have always
becn uverns Lo titles of any kind," Deaplte his
age b went about mueh, read without glasses,
and was as brightof eyonnd as ready of thought
and speech as the ordinary man of middle age

He was born In the firat year of the century,
and of the svents which went to shape this na-
tlon's destiny he saw many, and was himsell
an actor in nome, He han been particnlarly fm=
flnantinl In the affalrs of this alty and State,

Mr. Butler was born at Kinderhook, N. Y.,
and on belng admitted to the bar after studying
in thea office of his brother, who was a law
partner of President Buchanan, went to Genova
to practice, and contributed greatly to the
buiiding up of the westorn part of this Biate.
