Illley Orannan, the n horseman,
who was ruled off tho track by the New York
.Tockoy Club last summer on charges that ho
had presented $300 to Fred Taral. a Jockey, oh.
mined an injunction restraining tho olub from
this action, and yesterday, in tho Supreme
Court In Brooklyn, before Justice Osborne, ar-

gument wat had on tho motion to oontlnae It,
Gen. Henjamln F. Tracy appeared for Orannan
and In tho courso of his argument sttld:

"Tho act of the Jockey Club In having ex-

cluded Illley Orannan from the Westohetter
racing courto prohibits him from entering on
any race track under the control of the Jockey
Clnb on raco days. The Westchester race track
Is a publlo corporation existing under the lawt
of the Slate and having n llcento from the State
Itnclng Commission. Therefore, all tho pro-

ceedings In this case affcot tbe public Interest
and aro under oontrol of the courts. Everybody
has a right to visit n race track: no one has
nny right to exclude him exoept for good and
aufllclent cause. It Is a placo of amusement and
comes under the act of tho Legislature which
prohibits thoso In control from discriminating
botween one person and In favor ot another."

"Does that Inlroduco the question of color?"
atkod counsol for the Jookey Olub.

" We claim," said Gen. Traoy, "that In this
case a white man Is as good ae a colored man,"

"Your client was ruled off, Gen. Tracy," said
oounsol, " because he Isn't white in the moral
sense."

Gen. Tracy then said Orannan was ruled off
because the club wanted a pretence for Its ac-

tion. Ills client was a frequenter of race tracks
and a bettor. Ho won a large amount of money
undor the riding of Jockey Taral, and ho gave
the Jockey n present of SS00 from a kindly feel-
ing, to recognize the fidelity with which he had
rlddon mid won races. Ho said there was no
concealment of tho prisent and no thought ot
violation of any rule ur of dnlng wrong.

Ocn. Tracy held that there was no harm In
giving a Jockey n present. After the present
had been glten, the Jockey Club gavo Taral a
certificate of good character.

"The ruling oft of a man owning and breeding
hones is a very serious matter." ssld Oen. Trao.
"The design nnd purpose uf the State in I'ceuauig
these racecournea ae to lmnroe the breed of horaes,
whatever effect it might have on tne breed of men.
Therefore, any one Intoreated In horse breeding haa a
vital tntcrrat In them, and a right on the turf. He
haa a right to bo there to sea how one kind of blood
mixes with another, ana to rote him oil tho turf not
only destroys Ids rcputaltuu. but rulus his property.
What would Keene or Belmont thlna If they, with
their aat Intcreats in borae raring, were to wake up
some morning and llnd themselves ruled olt thu
turf? Tnls plaintiff recelred uncharges. He had no
hrnrtne. he had no moral turpitude; bis act was an
lnnttcent act. u thing which auy one had aright to do
without Incurring any odium. We as, therefore,
thatthH Injunction be contlnuad against these de
feudants."

Julian Davles, for tbe Jockey Club, explained
tba rules of the club and held that Orannan
knew tho rules.

"Thl."ssld Mr. Davles. Mwss the first time that a
thlugnf this kind bad been discovered, though 11 had
long been suanected that bettors on the race track
weretn tho habit of lipping Jockeya. Dealing with
Jocktys In this way leu to practices of a hlgh.y Im-
proper aud dangerous character, and the rula was
made to top plungers and others from having any
dealings wltn joekejs or aiding that sort of bribery.
The rule as made to crush out corruption."

"I cannot see anything corrupt about this,"
said Justice Osborne.

Mr. Davles then presented an affidavit of Mr.
Belmont, in which he described the effects of
such abuses nnd showed thu evils thnt would
nrUo from Jockeys receiving presents from
others tlisn miner.

The rule. Mr. Davles alleged, was made to
keep tiie Jockeys away from plungers llkeOran-nan- .

He said the club always enforced the
rule whenever they caught one of tbe plungers
Infringing them. He said if this kind of thing
was tolerated It would lead to corruption on the
turf.

"You have got to stand or fall on the proposi-
tion thnt this plaintiff gave a present to a
Jockey." said Justlco Osborne.

" We say ho Is a plunger," said Mr. Davles.
"llecauae he Is a plunger," said Justice Os-

borne, "you cannot punish him for giving a
present to a Jockey."

IJrlefs were submitted and Justice Osborne re-
served bis decision.

ChaVlea dohnasn Itnn Been Arrested sand
Jailed Twmly.two Tlntra In Ten Tears
ror Offences Committed In One Prrelnct

Maty Now Get n Lone: Term In Prison,
If Charles Johnson, the "terrlblo Swede,"

does not spend a largo part ot the rest of his
natural life in Sing Sing It will not bo for any
lack of doings ou his own part, nor the fault
of Capt, Drer and the police of tho Atlnntlc
avenue station In Brooklyn. Capt. Dyer says
he Is a "bad 'un," and that It Is about time to
call upon the Habitual Criminal law for his
supprestlon.

Johnson has a record that Is Interesting. In
ten years tin has been arretted by ,lio police
of the Atltntlo avsnue station twenty-tw- o

times, and has done time In the penitentiary
Tor ncary every offence. Hit terms havo been,
as a rule, ot twenty-nin- e days' duration each,
but he has also served several three, five, and
six month termt, anu possibly ono vrhluh wat
longer, but tho police nro not so sure of that.

In saying that he has been arretted twenty-tw- o

times In ton years a pottlblo Injuttlce Is
done to Johnson. He hat been arretted that
maty times In tho ono precinct retcrrod to,

and It is more than likely that other precinct
blotters al.o contain records of his doings.
Hit convictions wera. usually for having been
drunk and llsorderly.

Besides all these, eleven or twelve years ago
he stabbed Pollcemin Wobber of tho AtUntlo
avenue station. Webber has died siuce then.
ind the police havo not yet found how this case
was disposed of. They are looking It un, for
such an sttault conetltutts n felony, and It is
on this that they hope to build a case that
will tend Johnson to Bing Sing for a long term.

Johnson came Into that part, uf Urooklyu
which contains parts of Atlantic, L'llca.
Troy, and tfchenectndy avenues aoout twelve
years ago, and he signalized his romlua by
making '.rouble. Ho Is a swede, somewhat be-
low medium height, but powerfully built from
the ground up. He Is not a bad man in ap-
pearance, but he will est drunk. Whero he
raino from whon he reached lirooklyn nobody
seems to know, but that doesn't make very
much difference, for tho folks who live out In
thnt district are quite content with what tbey
do know of him.

Tho police records back of 1880 have not
been examined yet for traces of him. but somo
of the older policeman will rcmemt er how ho
used to be brought Into tho station house mur-
ing nnd fighting drunk, and be sent to the pen-
itentiary as a result.
