Fifty Thousand Mea Wave Vistted the
Malnr Waoods and 18,000 Nave Killed
One or More Deor — Importance of the

after blg game, 800 have succeeded In getting
earibou, 1,000 have killed mooss, and nbout
18,000 have gone home with one or more deer.
About 100 bears and from 100 to 160 bob cals
and lonps-cervivra have also beon slan, as well
a8 AN uncounted and almost ancountablo num-
bor of ruffed giouse and hares, All this
makes the season of 1800 the greatost yoar for
game lo the hiswors of the State. The visltine
uporismen, most of whom come [from Massa-
ehusotta and New York, have left 5,000,000
with the golles, hotels, and rallroads of the
Btate, and every man who hns owned a ca-
nos or ocenpled a cump In the backwoods hus
earned ennugh money w keet him Inlaxurious
Mdleness for the next ulte months,

result of guesawork, but have beon winpowed
snd complled from talks with botel men,
guides, lumbnrmen, and naturalists who have
given the subject much aiudy, and are willlng
to go on record in support of their bellef.

Theo Commlssioners, knowing
the fate of large game in other States, have
como to the conclusion that the Malne laww
are too lax, and that the presont rate of slnvgh-
ter eannot bo kopt up for another year withont
eausing great damage, They have advocated
peveral changes In the Iaws, which will not only
nake large gomeo harder to get, but will pract!-
cally put every man who carries a gun to the
Mnine woods under the direct control of the
wardens. The grounds for gomplaint are nu-
merouns. Foramost amung thom istne fact
that ene-fouith of the guldes, or men whn
want to hiro out as guides, are wholly unfit for
the job. Complaints about unelean and un-
educnted guldes were nover wo plontiful as
this vear. Scoresof men who know nothing
of the woods or of wooderaft, who never
weant bevood Chesuneook Lake., and cannot
pook n decent mess of bread, Lilre out as skilled
oooks nnd pilots every year, etting thelr $3a
day for starving and misleading the innocent
visitors who employ thom, Fifted out with a
canos, a rifle, a corduroy cont, and n map of
Maine one of these men will undertake to cnrry
a party of gentlemen into the wilderness, and
will cause wenrisome delaysanid put his patrons

porus at Hissur, slx miles from Constantinople.
No college |n the world hns afiner site.  Itover-
looks the great Lowers bullt by Mohammed [T,
and commands a view of the Bosporus both
north and sonth for many miles. The Amerl-
ean travellor beholds with pride the stars and
Stripes lying from that prominent and stately
bollding. The fne aite, F. Hopkinson Smith
says, was given by the Sultan, and he ndda that
the Sultan has contributed out of his private
purre to the support of the collexe.

The Captaln had been told that an Indecent
ontartainment was to be given, A Miss Whit-
ford, stepdaughter of & theatrionl Agent, avers
that alis was asked by another theatrical agent
to give an Indecent danee. Chief Conlin re-
questod Mr, Sherry, the Seeleys, the twenty-
two guasts at the dlnner, and the vaudeville en-
tercalners o appear yesterday and make af.
davits on whicnh n complalnt counld be formtu.
lated, Mr. H. B. Seeloy lind already made a
detalled statement, Nobody came yesterday,
but this letter came from Mr, Sherry, dated
Thursday:

“Your favor of this date (s recelved, My lot-
ter to the Hoard of Pollee Commissioners which
yon mentioned refers only to facts submitted by
Capt. Chapman, and, as I understand, stated In
his report. I bave nothing to add, so 1 ses no
neceasity of any aMlavit from me. [ almply
submit that what Capt. Chapman sdmittedly
did in connection with his supposed justifica.

Blxteen meu, aflter a lay off of one day for
Christmas, went down In the main mine this
mornine to asslst in cleaning up the udbris of n
small explosion which ocourred on last Sonday
morning., Nobody was injured In this explo-
slon.

It in Just one year since coal was discovered
bhere, and the mine has bean In operation loss
than nine months, It is believed the wine was
not aufMelently provided with circulating fans
to remove Ltho foul alr, and from this cause the
exploalon cocurred.

The injured are In such condition that they
cannot explain the explosion. When the dis-
nator was made known the mine oMicinls sent
word to every man in their employ, and In
short time had them at the shaft ready in de.
scend, but thelr efMorts wers balked by the groent
clouds of gas which greeted them,

The bie fan was immediately put to work,
and lhas been running for several hours draw-
ing the gas from under the ground, but enough
headwny has not yet bevn made to allow the
men to descend,

Tle force of the sxploslon was terrible, as the
five men {dentified are in a hurrible condition,
