Ink the traps set for him by Gen, Weyler, with
hisarmy seven times larger than that of the
Cubane, and resouroes thint are praportionately
saperior. Rivera has only 7.000 to 8,000 men
and Weyler haa 00,000, Rivera, though well
provided with ammunitlon, lins no meann of
renawing hissopply, save by expeditions from
the United States, which are always unoertain,
Weyler haa all the war materinl needed for &
contest agalnat a powaerful forslgn conntry; and
yot the Spaninrd cannot make the Cubin yleld,
nor oan he compel him to Nght aven in so wmall
an Area as that of the provinee of Pinnr del Rio,

Rius Rivera ia patiently waiting for the rainy
poanon, which will ablige Weyler 1o ntop all
military operations. Weyler s hopeful of
orushing Rivers in & battle, in whioh 6,000
QOubans would have to mest 60,000 Bpaniards,
bafore Lthe rainy season comes, It fs hand to
Dbeliove thnt Weyler will nucoosd., Riveraina
wonderfol guerrilln fighter, and {t Is remom-
bered that under worse conditions, at the head
of only sighty men, and Io the smaller territory
of the diatriet of Holguin, he sustainsd the
revolutlonary cause in 1877 against a powerful
army commnnded by Martinez Campon,

Weyler growa mors angry and desperate day
after day becanse the tacties of Rivera prevent
him from issuing his Intended proclamation
declaring the provines of Plour del Rio paoified,
He is obliged Lo keep arrayed againstMivera the
pamo powerful army he hiad against Maceo and
to leave unprotected the conntry places of the
province of Havana, where the insurgent bands
ecommanded by Arango and Diar are ralding
the small towns, harassing the Spaniah columnas
continually, and even firing on the suburbs of
the very canpital of the island,

At the same time, the Hpanish army fs fast
disappoaring under the tropleal maladies which
help the revolutioniata to so great an extent, It
fa posaitively known here, through letters re-
celvea from Spaln by prominent Spaniards in

‘ pommunication with the central Government,

that to send now relnforcements from the
mosher councry Is quite impossible without pro-
woking serlous revolts there.

ROB IIS FRIENDS?

Noomas and Fis Wife Poth Identify HMim
Pasltively—Ele Denlen Nt

Walrestoxe Laxnixg, L. L., Dec. 28,—The
sase of Charles Parker, charged with burzlary,
camo up beforo sustice Thomas C. MacKenna
here to-day. Parker was [dentifled by John
Noonan and his wife as the man who broke
Into their honse at 4 o’clock last Tuesday murn-
Ing. Four other houses In the villsge were
robbed the eame night. Noonan and Parker
and their wives testifled thut they hadl all been
fost friends for eight years, and that they had
never had any trouble, Noonun and his wife
hund been married In Parker's home at New Ho-.
chelle clght years ago, aud up to the time nf
the robbery Lhey were in the habit of visiting
at each olhers' homes. Noonan and his wife
expressed grent svmpathy for the prisoner,
and asked that the prasecution be withdrawn,
ae they had secured all thal had been taken
from their home. This the Justice could not
allow, aud helld the Noonans as witnesses.
Thy swore positively that Parker was the man
they saw in thelr sleeping apartment when
they weare nroased from their sleep, Parker
atill protests Lis lnnocence.  He 14 33 years old,
& ovaiuter by trade, and has & wife and two
small children. Mra, Parker corrotorated lior
husband’s stateemnt to the eMect that he did
not leave his home on the night of the rathery.

Walter Van Viagenen, s house decorator,
who hias employed Parker at differont times in
tho Inat two years, teatified that he had alwoys
trusted the defendant, and belloved him per-
teclly honest, Van Wagenen had often nut
Parker to work In honses wliere he had anZop-
port.nity to steal valuables, but thers: had
never been a complaint agninat Llm. Not-
wuh«hnaleg the chargo against Parker, he
atill belleved him an honest man mnd innocent,
and would trust him now as much ns evar,

Justios MacKeuna sald that on sceount of
the Identifioation 1t was not within his power
to discharge ths defendsnt. He held Parker
for the actlon of the Grand Jury., actting hail
at §500.

Evergbody here In surprised that Gen, Weyler
han not yet asked the Government to reward
Major Clrujedn for his victory at Punta Brava.

Hardly n week has elapsed alnoe the death of
Macno wans reported and a fesling of aneasiness
beglns agaln to prevall, El Idberal anys:

“Thers In something going on which retards
the talflling of hopes that & recent glorious
event made us nurture, Wo do not know what
it in} bur a bLlack presentiment pervades the
minda of all.

“Something must be nctually happening, al-
though wo may not know where, Isitin Cobaf?
In it In the Philippine islanda? The truth ls
that the falth and the confldenoe which pre-
valled heto lnst weok hegin to vanlsh before a
wave of distrust and suspleion,

“Hpalh 18 & natlon eapable of the boldest at-
tempta; bnt it Ia evident that thoss whosa duty
Is te guide her are not equal to the people's
splrit and heart,

“Wanre sorry to say it, but If there Ia no one
who Knowa how to divect the natlon's energles
to A practical end, we shall again be thrown
Into a sltustion as dangerous as that from which
the victory of Punta Brava relleved us, The
management of the campalgn (s as difMcnlt as
ever. Unless rome new Zertucha surrenders, we
run the risk of belng kept in Ignoranoe of what
Is golng on In the Insurgent ranks.

“'he oMelal despatohes often sald that all
the hills in Pinar del Rio wers ooctinled by our
troops, and that works of defence were bullt on
them. How (s lt, then, that fresh fights have
taken place at the Gobernadora and Kl Rosarlo
hills, near the trocha? How (s It that the
eolumn which fought st the latter hill sus-
talned further losses while on ita way toward
Caynjabons ?

* There are no Indicationn that the situation
has chianged In Plnar del Rlo, and yet only fif-
teen duys remaln of the time within which Gen,
Weyler promised that he would pacify that
province. Far from this, the oMcial despatches
say that the northern division of the army there
started to fortify the Hosarlo and Hobl hille,
and that other columns were reconnoltring
nbout the Rangel, Puerta Muraila, Soroa, and
Caynjabos hills, These operations can only be
considered preliminary, ana do not Indleate that
we nre upon the eve of poeaces,

*In the remalnder of the Island the Insur-
gents continue moving toward the province nf
Santa Clara, where a concentration of bands
from the east and the west seems to have been
ordered. We deeply regret the fact, If these
bands are not to find some serluus obstacle on

their way; out this s not Hkely to oreur unless
the troovs aling the Jicaro and Moron trocha
are mohilized.”

Kl imiparcial sava: *“ Onr satisfaotion would

bo wure complete if at the same time that we
hear of the manifestatlons with which the
renp]a In Huvans celobrate Maceo's death we
earned nlwo that Gon. Weyler was engaged in
nctive milliary operations. As long ne we have
only small columne 1o oppose the large insur-
gent pbands in the provines of Havana, It s not
myossible that one of the [osurgent leaders
may win sowe ensy bul striking success, and
thiun seciure the prestige necessary to rally
the forces which are now scattered and dis-
heartened on account of Marceo's death.

KO DANGER FROM THE DISEABE IN
THIN CLIMATE,

Exparis 8o Report to the Aendemy of Med.
telne—~Unjunt fo Lepern to Megreguts
Them—8111) They Are Not Desirable, and
Thelr Lasnding Mhould RBs Prevented,

Danger of contarlon In lenrosy was set down
by the Atademy of Medicine at thelr menting
st night an Belog practically n medical supor-
stitlon. to tAke rank with the nnce powarful
orejudios againat saccination and other slmilar
bugbears, when the Academy adopted tho re-
port offered by the special ecommittes on lop-
rosy, vopsisting of Dr. Georee F. Fowler of tha
Board of Health, and Dra, George Henry Fox,
Heonry J, Piffand, and A, A, Gmith, Several
lopers huve sncaped, with the atd of thelr
friends, from the colony at North Brother Ial-
and, and the Hoard of Hoalth's failnre to find
and retarn them has perhaps alarmed thaid
seraonn.  Tha present report will go far tanard
rolinving thess of thelr fears. Dr. Fowler na
Chalrman of the committes read the report,
which wan In part as follows:

“"Your committes was Instructed to report
upon the contaglousness of leprosy In Now York
olty and the Lmportance of segregation in local
cases. It 8 agrood that leproay s probably in-
fections, but It does not follow that It Is neo-
epaarlly contaglous. In some looalltles where
It prevalls it ls communicated from parson to
peraon: that is, contaglous, though In what
way ‘and by what method s not anderstood.

**In other regionn lopers go abroad and mingle
with the peonle without detriment to the pube
o henlth. Huoh regions include the mors eiv-
ilired localities, and this city te one of the fa-
vored regionn, This heing so, it must be that;in
the rocions where leprasy n communicable cors
taln conditfons must obrain  What these con-
ditlona are. whether of loeation, sofl, the per-
sonal habits of the peobls. racial pecaliarities,
or climate, 18 not known: but the fact re-
malns that this clty seema exempt from this
danger, nor Ia there anv canse to foar such a
change fn the conditlons here as might render
leprony dangerous.

“In places whero the dlseans spreads, negre-
gation is wise; but to adopt segregation In all
ensoz hers wonld be annecessary mnd unjusd
dnble.  To d> this wonld be tantamount to gly-
fug loproay a lewil status as a dangerons con-
taglous dlsonse, and would only mdd to the pop-
ular alarm about the disoase, which |1 already
excosnlve,
