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In debate would gtre it an importance it
does not deserve. Ills relation to tho Presi-

dent Is essentially clerical, and It Is not the
servant, but the master, who should be held
to account, when a breach of duty Is in
fact committed. As yet thoro has been no
breach of duty. There has bcon simply a
breach of decorum, and should
admonish Congress to pass It over In disdain-
ful silence. There is more urgent business
before tho Federal Lcgtalaturo than academ-
ical animadversion on Mr. Olney's notion
of a President's prerogative.

Not tho slightest notice should be taken
at this time of tho Olskt Interview, be-

cause, on tho faco of It, its purpose was to
distract attention from tho Cuban question,
and Waste the tlmo of Congress In debate
over tho constitutional limitations of legis-

lative and Executive authority. In vain is

tis set spread in the sight of any bird. A
trap has been set by tho Secretary of State,
but Congross will bo too wary to fall Into it
When it reassembles after tho recess it will
proceed to pass the joint resolution reported
to the Scnato by tho Committee on Foreign
Relations, just as if nobody had ever heard
of Mr, Olney's curious propensity to mag-

nify tho offlco of his chiof. That Is tho way
to oheckmato the Administration in the
game it is playing In tho interest of Spain.

If tho Sonato will promptly pass tho
Cameron resolution, tho people will take
caro of tho ilouso of Representatives. Dis-

couraging reports concerning tho sh

prepossessions of certain members
of the House were current a year ago, as
they aro now. Nevertheless, when the con-

current resolution in favor of recognizing
the Cubans as belllgorents, camo up in that
chamber, it was passed by a great majority.
Tho Representatives had heard from their
masters at home. They bad found out that
tho man who tried to obstruct tho utter-
ance of tho nation's sympathy for Cuba,
would be branded In such away that ho
would have to eock a hiding placo in private
life. Tho motives of opposition to au act of
justice and humanity will not bear tho light,
and tho men who aro governed by them
know it. When the introduction of tho
joint resolution forces the members of the
Houso to stand up and bo counted on the
sldo of despotism or on that of liberty, wo
do not believe that the tools of Spain can
mustor a corporal's guard.

Tho Cameron resolution should bo pushed
through tho Senate as speedily as possible.
Tho House may bo trusted to do it's duty
whon Its turn comes. Meanwhile, no hon-
est and clear-heade- d friend of Cuba will al-

low himself to be diverted from tho main
business In hand into n desultory discussion
of Mr. Olney's mothod of construing the
Constitution. His views aro of absolutely
no Importance, unless and until they are
embodied in an act of tho Executive's.

Fraud In Tennessee.
Tho Legislature of Tcnncssco, which will

meet next Monday, will have ono important
piece of business to consider. Tho Tennessee
Republicans assert that their candidate for
Governor, tho Hon. GconoE N. Tillman,
was eloctcd last November and was
" counted out" by means of frauds on the
part of Popocratlo election ofllcors in
tho western part of tho Stnto. The
returns indicated tho election of tho
Hon. Robert L. Tatlofi, tho Popocratlo
candidate, by a plurality of some six thou-
sand votes. According to the Republicans,
Mr. TILLMAN was elected by a plurality
of Homo Blxtecn hundred. At the same
time they believe that an investigation of
the election will show that his plurality was
more than throe thousand.

It is notorious that HENRY CLAY EVANS,
tho Republican candidate for Governor,
was elected In 1804, hut TURNKr, tho Dem-
ocratic candidate, was counted In.

It Is a matter of common information and
belief that fraud was practised in Tennessee
at the last election, and not in tho Stato
election alone. Tho ilemphlt Commercial
Appeal, tho most conspicuous Democratlo
paper in tho State, has taken a manly and
sensible position in favor of honest elec-

tions, and has been opposed therefor by
eomo fool papers which seem to believo
that fraud Is laudable, or at least permis-
sible, so long as it is practlsod against
Republicans.

l)y tho side of a direct and shameless vio-

lation of tho freedom of elections, all merely
temporary political or economic Issues aro
of small importance. If tho will of the
majority can bo set aside, a hideous des-

potism is possible; and under tho forms of
law lawlessness Is triumphant. It is sad
that any State of the South should counte-
nance that fraud from which tho South has
suffered bo much.

Unfortunately nothing Immediate is likely
to result from tho pleadings which tho Ten-
nesson Republicans will submit to the Leg-
islature next week. But tho attention of
tho Stato and of tho rest of tho country will
bo called to their vitiated elections; and
publlo oplnlou will prevent a repotltlon of
them or else publlo opinion in Tennessee Is
not excltod by palpable- dishonosty.

Tho Nnshvlllo Exposition.
Tho bill passed by Congress just before

the holidays in relation to Tennessee's Cen-

tennial Exhibition, declared that tho sum
therein provided should not bo available
until (500,000 had been raised by " solvent
subscriptions" nnd appropriations for the
scheme At tho time tho voto was taken, It
was announced that $158,0411.77 had been
raised, and now, amid great Now Year's re-

joicings, tho remainder of tho stipulated
half million has bcon secured.

What tho Government has agreed to do,
in tho bill which now becomes operative, is
to erect a building for its own exhibits of
various sorts, at n cost not exceeding
9110,000, to appropriate a sum not exceed-
ing 9100,000 for other expenses relating
thereto, to admit foreign exhibits frco of
duty, unless sold or withdrawn for uso hero,
and to strlko and issuo medals for tho
exhibitors, to bo paid for by the com
pany which Is running tho exposition
A leading grouud of tho Government's
participation was that this is tho celebra-
tion of tho hundredth anniversary of Ton-nessc-

admission to the Union. Tho Phila-
delphia and Chicago expositions wero cited
as precedents, but thoro wero differences.
When, howovor, tho New Orleans, Atlanta,
and Omaha shows wero brought up as cases
in point, the Houso admitted tholr validity
by a vote of 127cas to 83 nays. Hut we
think that tho historical event must bo con-
sidered a very largo element of Influence in
securing this costly Government participa-
tion, uuder a growing Impression that it is
tlmo to qo.ll n halt to Federal aid to fairs.

Success may bo heartily wished for this
enterprise. In ono senso it will bo a year
behlud time, as the show will opon on May
1, and Tennessee was admitted to tho Union
on Juno 1, 17013. Hut it has the Chicago
precedent for not being ready on time, and
tho delay will mako It a bettor display.
Nashville is aclty which in 1800 exceeded
Atlanta In population. The construotlon
of sevurul of tho buildings was carried on

through last year, and the suburban park
where the exhibition will be held will be
very beautiful as the time for opening it ap-

proaches. Perhaps soma ceremonies will
recall the hlstorio event which the fair is In-

tended to celebrate, although that feature
was largely attended to last summer.

New Things at Harvard.
Somo Interesting Innovations hidden In

the moss of acts contained in the cata-
logue of Harvard University, recently Issued,
deserve the attention of tbo friends of
Harvard and of tho higher education In
the United States.

The university has launched Into
new philological Holds, offering for the
first tlmo In Us history Instruction not
only in tho Biavlo languages, In ac-

cordance with tho suggestion made by
TiiKSUNAvcar ago, but In tho Celtic nnd
Egyptian languages. A young man at Har-

vard has now tho opportunity to learn the
Russian and the Polish tongues, and to
study tholr philology In tho Old Church
Slavic. Tho approach to two literatures
of great interest and importance Is

thus opened to American scholars. Two'
courses In Irish aro also provided, a good
beginning toward placing Ccltlo studies in
the position they doscrvo. Dy introducing
into its curriculum tho study of the Egyp-
tian hieroglyphics, it opons up to the Amer-
ican student the field In which tho most
startling archaeological discoveries of recent
times havo been made.

For tho first tlmo, too, thero appears In a
Harvard catalogue tho announcement of
Radcllffo College., with its list of officers, Its
conditions for admission, and its course of
Btudy. No list of students has over bcon pub-
lished either by tho "Harvard Annex"
or by Radcllffo College, and no list of
student names appears now. The number
of students, however, Is given, showing that
850 young women aro in attendance, of
whom 212 are graduates or members In
full standing of collego classes. For the
first time also two names of women appear
In tho list of graduate students of the Har-
vard Medical School.

Another Innovation In tho catalogue is the
summary of graduates of other Institutions
and tho colleges thoy camo from, which is
given for tho graduate and professional
schools. This was given last year
for the Law School only. Thero
are 441 graduates of about 150 Amer-
ican colleges and universities at work in
Harvard, ranging from Acadia and tho
University of Now Drunswlck to tho uni-
versities of California and Washington in
tho West, nnd that of Havana in the South.
In tbo list of studonts are graduates of
German gymnasia, of French iyciSes, ono
from tho Paris coio des Chartcs, others
from tho universities of London and of Edin-
burgh. It is plain that Harvard is taking
her placo as a universal school of knowledge

Tlirco Now Postal Measures.
Tho nouso has passed by largo majorities

and sent to tho Senato for concurrence three
measures relating to tha mall service all
novel in this country, all important, and all
of popular Interest.

One btllmakcsit lawful, after July 1 next,
to send written messages on private postal
cards, to which a one-ce-nt stamp is affixed.
This is a concession to business Interests,
although, of course, It Includes other writ-
ing; and it Is possiblo that, should tho
bill becomo a law, it may become a custom,
at least for a timo, to use flnor cards for
BOclal correspondence nnd various notices.

At first it might bo thought that tho new
cards would mako troublo In handling and
delivery. But this is avoided by requiring
them to be "approximately of the snino
form, quality, and weight" as tho Govern-
ment's card, llcsldos, the Postmaster-Genera- l

Is to mako regulations on the subject,
and ho will perhqps be strict In demanding
precisely tho samo length and width for tbo
new card, with tho thickness and weight
approximate.

What aro the gains in the now system t
In tho first placo, It will savo tho Govern-
ment tho difference of cost between a one-ce-nt

stamp and a postal card wherever tho
now card is used. Next, it will Increase tho
rovenuooftho Post Office The latest rt

of tho Postmastor-Gcncra- l of Great
Britain and Ireland says that within seven
months after tho adoption of tho prl-va- to

postal card there, tho total card mall,
If wo understand tho statement. Increased
from 848,000,000 to 012,750,000. This
was an lucreaso of one-fourt- and it is
therofores.ifo to assume that not only will
the business of our Post Offlco be enlarged
by a similar system here, and not only will
a proportional expenso be saved In the
printing, storing, and handling of official
cards, but thero will also bo a now accom-
modation for tho peoplo.

A second bill provides that hereafter the
sendors or owners of registered letters lost
in tho mails may bo Indemnified to an extent
not exceeding $10 for any ono registered
piece, and to tho actual valuo when that is
less than $10. This also Is a system which
has been adopted in most countries of Eu-
rope Very likely It may bo brought beforo
tho Postal Union Congress, which Is to meet
in Washington during tho coming year,
but, it tho principle of limited Indemnity
is sound, it may properly bo adopted by us
forthwith. It was declared by ono member
during tho Ilouso dobatu that many peoplo
now erroneously suppose that tho Govern-mo- nt

guarantees Indemnity for registered
packages, aud this bollef may stimulate
registration, and causo a vory blttor feeling
when losses occur without any satisfaction
whatever. Tho belief, so far as It prevails,
Is fouudod on tho Idea that when, Instead
of paying two cents u letter, tho sender pays
four tlmos as much additional for registra-
tion, It is only just to guarantee tho sender
at least partially against loss. It is true
that ho really only buys additional care ; but
if It turns out that he gets a care that Is
not even as effective as tho cheap, ordinary
mailing might have been, of what avail is
It to him r

The principle-o- limited indemnity, how-
ever, does not rest wholly, If at all, on the
foregoing consideration, or on what a sense
of equity may demand. Probably most
people know that registration does not now
carry Indemnity, and sorao may thorcforo
risk small buuib or valuable- papors with-
out it, whereas If an expenditure of
eight cents would secure- indemnity
up to $10, or to tho full valuo If
less than $10, it might bo considered a
cheap insurance As a fact, registration Is
a highly paying part of tho Post Olllco sys-
tem. When wo consider that for tho last
fiscal year thero were 11,744,585 paid regis-
trations, besides 2,083,650 official and free,
and that tho registration fees were $075,-J183.8- 3,

It will bo seen whut tho business Is,
and how important it is to increaso it.

But will not tho Indemnities swamp the
earning That question brings up the
number of tho losses. It appears that last
year there were about C,SS0 complaints of
losses in tho registered mall, and with every
case a loss, at a maximum, the indemnity

paid last year, had the proposed law been
In operation, would havo boon only $58,800.
It was estimated by Mr. Loud, who
had chargo of the bill in tho nouso,
that the annual increaso of registra-
tion wonld equal or exceed that amount
under an Indemnity bill, bo that this
equity could be effected substantially or
wholly without loss to the Government.

But this estimate gives the maximum in-

demnity for lost packages, whereas under
the law only the valuo could be secured whon
leas than $10. And, what is more Import-
ant, tho complaints wero much greater than
the losses. Thus we find tho Third Assistant
Postmaster-Gener- al speaking of 1,850 cases
of losses and reporting that in 008 thoro wero
recoveries and a restoration of tho valuo of
the lost articles, while in 858 cases recovery
was impossible. And in 883 of tho latter
cases tho contents wero official, such as post-
age stamps and stamped paper, leaving
" OSO private losses only, or ono In every
24,805 pieces registered." Wo think enough
has been said to show that the Government
can afford to enact this now law, oven as a
matter of business enterprise, nnd of course
there Is no doubt as to the question of popu-
lar satisfaction with it.

The third bill passed by tho House can bo
dismissed with a tow words, although, if
enacted, It may havo a widespread applica-
tion. It provides for the dcllvory of letters
In places where no frco delivery now exists,
under a system by which a number of per-
sons not Jess than twenty, receiving their
mall through tho same offlco, shall, on pe-

tition to the Postmaster, have a carrier
appointed for them, who can chnrge ono
cent for each plcco of mall matter
carried to or from the office Tho object is
to save time and much troublo for persons
who havo to go long distances to tho Post
Office cither to carry letters or to ask
for letters that may never come This
measure Is really tho old penny post
system; but ono objection Is thought
to bo that of finding these letter carriers
coming to Congress by aud by for com-

pensation, on tho ground that they cannot
collect their bills. Tho Scnato may perhaps
do well, therefore, to sea whether tho meas-
ure Is fully guarded In this nnd other re-

spects In order that tho system may bo
stopped atonce, wherever It does not appear
to succeed. It should bo said that tho objec-
tions were rehearsed In tho House, and In
spite of them tbo bill was passed.

Wo Need Moro Battlo Ships.
Thoro aro somo signs of opposition to put-

ting Into tho Naval Appropriation bill a
provision for the construction of tho thrco
additional battle ships recommended by
Secretary llEWiEltT in his recent re-

port. There is reason to believo that
a further supply of torpedo boats
will bo granted at once, ns tho
little craft do not cost much; but tbo
ground is taken by somo members that tho
Fifty-fourt-h Congress will havo done its
full sharo In providing largely not only for
tbo now Illinois, Alabama, and Wisconsin,
but for the Kcarsarge and Kentucky, which
its predecessor authorized without making
adequato Initial appropriations.

This Is mistaken reasoning, and wo can-
not think it will provalL Tho question is
not what some other Congress did, but
what the country needs now. Our total of
battlo ships, built and building, Is eleven,
and with our enormous coast line, and mul-
tifarious interests, that is not enough. In-

deed it is not argued that battlo ship con-

struction should stop hero, but only that
wo may properly omit a year, In view of
tho number of ships still under construction
and requiring current expenditures.

But the tlmo to pauso is only when we nro
reasonably well protected. No one can
doubt that in tha recent difficulties with
England and Spain our diplomacy lias re-

ceived a great and essential support from
tho nucleus of tho modern navy wo havo
had at command. Even y this navy
is moro than ablo to copo with that
of Spain, nnd accordingly, bo far as
she Is concerned, wo already dominate
the waters of the Gulf of Mexico and tho
Caribbean Sea. But wo must Ik prepared
for the possibilities of aggression by other
powers than Spain. If wo should add thrco
more battle ships to tho nino of tho first
class, and tho two of the second class al-

ready built or authorized, we should not
be going beyond a strictly dcfcnslvo
policy. Of the nine, nil but ono
aro classed as coast-lin- o Bhlps, thui
indicating their defensive character, aud
while they aro also tho presence
near our coast of outposts like Halifax,
Bermuda, and Jamaica, that could bo used
as becondary bases to attack It, Is ground
enough for ascribing to g battlo
ships ndefenslvo purpose

It will not bo necessary to maintain In
service all tho battlo Bhlps that may bo built.
A reserve system will certainly bo estab-
lished, and, Indeed, is likely to bo set in
operation for somo of our largest and cost-
liest vessels as soon ns our present interna-
tional complications are over.

Tho Fifty-thir- d Congress did Us duty
toward tho navy and should not bo
criticised for turning over so much of tbo
cost of the Kearsarge and Kentucky to Its
successor. It was deemed necessary either
to do that or to postpone their au-

thorization. The wiser alternative was
chosen; nnd we may add that should it
bo necessary now to chooso between nddlng
no now battle ships and authorizing tho
threo recommended by tho Secretary,
making only trifling appropriations for
them, this lattor would bo tho better course
The plans could then bo pushed on, nnd it Is
Bafe to say that tho Flfty-flft- h Congross will
not be worried, as the present ono has boon,
with a lack of funds for providing for great
national needs to tho extent desired.

Just now It seems that a successor to
PAnNELL may have saddenly sprung up among
tho Irlih Nationalists In tba person of Lord
Oastletown of Upper Ossory.

It was announced on Thursday that the Hur-
ray Hill Bank litigation had been settled out
of court by an abandonment of tho attempt
any longer to keep the assets out of the hands
of Messrs. Troak and O'Brien, the receivers
originally appointed by Mr. Justice Tryor In

this oity. The legality of the appointment of
these gentlemen had been declared by the Appel-

late Division of tbe Supreme Court In thistle-partmenta-

In tho second department (Brook-
lyn), but tho Attorner-Qenera- l, nevertheless,
persisted lu an endeavor to establish the su-

perior title and standing of the receivers ap-

pointed at bis tnstanoe by Jndgo Dickey of
Kewburgh, Messrs. Odell and Itohhs. To
this end, after a decision by Judge Truax here
alrectlng Judge Dickey's receivers to turn over
the property of the bank to the receivers named
by Judge Pryor, he wont into court In the third
department and sroourcd an Injunction from
Judge Alden Chester of Albany which virtu-
ally nullified for tha time Iwlng the decisions
rendered In the two other departments. What
hag become of that Injunction does not yet
clearly appear. We'observe that the Murray
llllt Bank case Is the subject of comment In the
annual report ot the Superintendent ot the
Banking Department. That oQlcer thinks
that the power to appoint receivers In such
cases should be taken away from the Supreme
Court and given ti him, and he wants the
Legislature to magnify his offlco accordingly.

The appointment of Harrison 8. Moore to
succeed J. Oarretson as Ccnnty Judge
of Queens county was not unexpected, and will
doubtless prove satisfactory. Ills capacity
and standing are such as to Indicate tbat ho
will make a good Judicial officer. The Gover-
nor also named blmas tho successor of Judgo
OarreUon nn theOreater New York Commis-
sion. Judge Moore will probably be the

candidate for County Judge at the
lection next falL
The recent deotstons of Mr. Justice Pryor

relating to the Orst day ot the week hare at-
tracted considerable attention. On Tuesday
he denied an application to approve the certifi-
cate of lncorpcatlon ot the Joseph Selling
Social Club, saying: "The annual meetings
of the proposed corporation are appointed for,
the last day of December. In time, the last
day of December will be Sunday, and unless
and until this coincidence be avoided, I can-
not approve the certificate." It Is to be ob-
served that the Constitution of the Slate pro-
vides that the political year and tho legisla-
tive term shall begin on tho first day of Jan-
uary. Would It not bo lawful under this

that Instrument to Inaugurate the
Governor on New Year's Day If It should hap-
pen to fall on a Sunday? As to the refusal to
Incorporate an usoclatlon ot Hebrews who
proposed to meet on Sunday. It Is suggested
that they might cone within the purview of
Section 204 of the Penal Code, which makes
It a sufficient defence to a prosecution for
work or labor on Sunday that the defendant
uniformly keeps another day of the week as
holy time, without working then, and tbat the
labo.' on Sunday was so performed as not to
Interrupt or disturb others In their otserranca
of that day.

One of the most Interesting and Important
questions growing out ot Mr. Justice Keogh's
recent decision In tho Brooklyn civil service
case relates to the manner ot selecting teach-
ers In the public schools. Must they hereafter
be appointed and promoted solely by means
and as the rosult of competitive examina-
tions? And does the same rule apply to
teachers In rural districts, who are employed
usually for short terms, as to those In the
large cities who practically retain their posi-
tions during good behavior so long as their
work is satisfactory? If school teachers com
within the scope of the term "civil service of the
KUte" or a civ 11 division thereof, as used In
the Constitution, the civil tervlce reformers
Insist with much force tbat tbey can only be
chosen through the agency of competitive ex-

aminations unless the courts are prepared to
adjudge that tha method Is Impracticable.

Tbe right of Gov. Morton to abridge the
term ot office of the Inspector-Gener- In a sum-
mary manner appears to be quite clear under
the new Constitution. Whether the removal
could have bven made In the same way under
the Constitution of 1840 may be doubted. Tho
present Constitution authorizes tho Governorito
appoint tho chiefs of the several staff depart-
ments, "all of whom shall hold ofQce during
his pleasure, their commissions to expire with
tho term ot which the Governor shall have
been elected." In the former Constitution tho
clause "all of whom shall hold office during
his pleasure" did not aspear. It seems to ba e
been Inserted ao that the heads ot tho staff
departments ehoald be excepted from the
general prohibition In the Constitution against
the removal ot commissioned officers of tho
National Guard unless by the State Senato.

The crime of arson In the first degree.for which
Isaon Zuckor was sentenced during the past

Arson
Is classed by Wharton, and by writers on
criminal law generally, ns a crime against
property; but the distinctive charavUrlstlo
of arson In the first degree, aa defined In tbe
New York statute, ts that it puts In peril the
ltfe nt a human being In the nig tit. It Is the
wilful burning or setting on fire In tho night
time either of a dwelling house In which thcra
Is a human being, or of a cat, versel, vehicle,
structure, or building other than a dnelllng
house In which thero Is a human being, to the
knowledge) of tho offender. Under the exist-
ing Penal Code Imprisonment for forty years
Is the maximum punishment for arson In tho
first degree.

In these days of tbo needless and burdensome
multiplication of law reports tho official re-
porters at all events should refrain from

their volumes. The miscellaneous reporter
of this Stato now goes so far as to report cases
at Jury trial terms, consisting chiefly of tho
Judge's charge. Thus In the pamphlet num-
ber ot what Is known as thn combined official
serlrs for Dec. SO, 1800, nearly eight pages are
devoted to a charge by Mr. Justlco Glcgcrlch
of this city In a ciso otastaultnnd battery
and tho charge Is to be continued In the next
number. No fault Is to be found with Judgo
Glegertoh's presentation of tho law, but the
publication of such Instructions In cases that
havo not gone beyond tho court nr first In-
stance, ought to bo left by the editor of the Mis-
cellaneous lie ports to private enterprise.
