Tho
most creditable incident of tho House record
wot tho pnssago of thu Cuban belliger-
ency resolutions In April last. Wo should
like to bo nblo to say when tho
term of service for this House comet to nn
end, n few wcoks hence, that it enn bo
credited with tho pnssago of the resolution
for Cuban independence. Thnt will bo
something to which every inomlier who
votes right may always point with pride.
Thnt will ndd lustro to tho record of tho
Kifty-fourt- h Congress. Thnt will glvo tho
term of It n plnco of worth and of honor in
tho country's aunnls.

An Insolvnblo Currcnoy Problem.
Our esteemed contemporary, tho THme,

It I", while preior'lni: the roM itamlart. to provtilna
Liillormlr eafo anil lounil currency, ailapteil to the
need nt our people, enpandlni; ami contracting with
the legitimate demand for It lu all section! and by alt
claxet. The problem ! a plain one, ami, polUK--

apart, not a difficult one. Until we ahalt hairs lolred
It, we shall not hare solid prosperity."

With nil duo deference to tho TfmM, wo

venture to assert thnt, politics or no politics,
tho problem it propounds it not plnln nnd
Is (lllllcult. It Is very much llko thnt which
tho old lndy submitted to her bookseller,
when she asked him to furnish her with a
Illblo of the smallest sire but printed in tho
largest type.

A " uniformly safo nnd sound" currency
must, by tho very terms of its description,
be uniform in its volume. It must bo nt all
times redeemable In gold at tho pleasure
of the holder, and if it Is expanded beyond
thu limit at which that redecmablllty can
lio maintained, It will either bo contract-
ed by redemption, or, If redemption lie
refused, !t will depreciate below par. This
it a check upon expansion which no Inge-
nuity can remove, nnd it is not dcslrnblo
that it should bo removed. The currency It
not only n medium of exchange, but it Is a
measure of value, nnd n measure of valuo
which can bo varied by human caprice falls
to fulfil its most important function.

The seekers nfter nn expanding nnd con-

tracting currency, llko the advocates of frco
silver colnnge, seek to escnpo tho working
of n wholesome nnd immutable natural
law. They want a measure of value that
shall prevent prices from falling when tho
supply of commodities Is largo or tho de-

mand for them smnll, and from rising when
thu supply is small or tho demand large.
The objection made to tho uso of gold ns a
standard is, thnt tho qunutlty of it In' mar-
ket hns not Increased ns fnst nt tho qunutlty
of commodities hns Increased, nnd that,
therefore, at n standard, It has lowered
prices. Silver, having Increased In quantity
more rapidly thnn gold, has fallen, rela-

tively to gold, and therefore, If prices wero
measured in silver nt the old ratio of HI to
1, they would be higher thnn they nro now.
A currency expanding In volume nt silver
hns expanded would bring about the snino
result thnt Is sought by the free coinage of
silver, nnd It is eqtinlly vicious in principle.
Conversely, If it enn bo contrncted nt tho
pleasure of those who Issue It, it will work
mischief In the opposite direction.

Fifty years ago Great Hrltnln solved tho
currency problem, as far at It could bo solved,
by limiting the volume of ItH paper money
to the amount then In existence, subject to
Increase or decrease only by tho Increase or
decrease of tho supply of gold. Kver since
then, when the kingdom hns needed more
currency it hat Imported gold, nnd when It
had more than it needed it lias exported
gold. This expansion nnd contraction it
has found sufllcient for its business, and It
would lie sufllcient for ours. It would nor,
Indeed, prevent n fall in ,irlcet nnd a rlsu In
tho mtet of Interest when tho hnrvests
throw upon tho mnrkct nn excesslvo
quantity of agricultural produco; nnd it
ought not to. l'rlrct and Interest ought
to bo governed by supply nnd demand, and
not by nrbltrnry meddling with the cur-
rency. Nor would It Interfere with solid
prosperity. No prosperity is solid that
rests upon tho foundation ofn mtttnhloand
lluctuutliig measure of value, and the sooner
our politicians and financiers recognize this
fact, tho r it will bu for thu country.
Currency Inflation may produce a tempo-rar- y

show of prollt.s, but It will end, ns it
always has ended, lu collapse nnd ruin.

The appropriations for tlio following im-

portant public departments of New York
are nctunlly less for 1807 than for 1800:
Tho Street Cleaning Department, tho
Park Department, tho Charltlos Depart-

ment, tho Hurcau of Elections, nnd tho
Department of Correction. In tho Comp-

troller's ofllce, tho operations of which
becomo more extensive every day, with
tho growth of tho city in wealth
and population, tho Increased expendi-

ture Is Insignificant, and remarkably so
when it Is considered that UDdcr Mr.
KlTCH's able and bustnossllko administra-
tion tho public revenues collected by tho
Comptroller havo lecn largely augmented.
Tho Flro Department, too, an efficiently
managed branch of yio city Government,
and the cnlls upon which nro constantly
Increasing, through tho construction of
now buildings, will cost substnntlnlly
the same ns Inst year, tho lncroaso
lielng inorcly $00,000 in a total ap-

propriation of $1,400,000. A similar ex-

Abraham T.lnenln'a Relation! to Cnnstreaa
In the Matter or Reeoaalslnsr Forelan

Caicb of llnytl nnd
Liberia In lHOS Mr. Ntwnrd's Theory or
Presidential Power and tho llaplnautlnn.

To this Kiiitoii or Tun Sun Sir: Tho
letter of mine published In Tnr. Sun of Jan. 2.
citing further authorities proving that Congress,

nd not the 1'resldont, l the final authority
In foreign affairs, omitted the facts of tho
recognition of Haytl and Liberia white Mr.
Lincoln was President.

Although Haytl and Liberia had long been
their IndonendencoDrlor to 1802, nnd had

been recognliod by other nations, this country
never formally recognized them at Independent
States nntll in 1802, when Congress passed the
following acti

That the President of ths United States be and
he Is hereby authorised, by and with the adrlce
and consent of the Senate, to appoint diplo-
ma lie representatives to the republics of Ilaytl and
Liberia.

The President, Abraham Lincoln, approved
ths act, July 6, 1802. Ho Mr. Lincoln Is on
record In this Instance at approving the right
of Congress to "author Ire" the President to ap-
point dlplomatln representatives to foreign
States and thereby recognize them.

We come now to the first break In the lino of
precedents nn this subject.

In the spring of lHill Mexico was overrun
by a French army, n hlch had possession of the
cnpltal, and Its lawful President, Juarez, was
the fugitive commander of a handful of patriots
who still kept up their fight for tho liberty of
their conntry. Early In April news was re-

ceived In this conntry that the Austrian prlnco
Maximilian, at the Instigation of Napoleon III.,
had been crowned Kinperor of Mexico, and thnt
he would soon Ieao Kuropo for Mexico to put
himself at the head of tho French troops tlmro
for the purpose of establishing his empire. On
the 4th of April, Henry Winter Davis, Chairman
of the Committee on Foreign Affairs, offered
the folluwlng resolution, whlcli tho llo'.iso
adopted unanimously:

tires of tho United Statis of America In Uonrress as-

sembled, That the Cnnnrossot the Pnlt"d Mutes are
not willing by silent o to Ion vu the nations nt thn world

if publlo of Mrslro, and they therefore t unk lit tn
declare that It does not accord with the policy ef tlio
United States to acknnwledu a monarchical govern-
ment erected nn tcie ruins of nnv republican gnrcru.
ment In America, under the auspices uf any Kurnpean
power.

This was a notice to tho world, on tho part of
tho House, that tho I'nlted States would never
acknowledge the Government of Maximilian.
It wuaadoflnnce to Napoleon 111., under whoso
nusplccn Maximilian was acting. Mr. Seward,
who was then Secretary of State, wns greatly
disturbed by this action of tho House. This
country was then in no condition tn Invite tlio
enmity of foreign powers. It was tho most
critical period of our cl II war. and the fatoof
tho Union hung In tho balance. After three
ears of continuous warfaro Lee nnd bis army

still held Itlchmond defiantly. The Federal
Government. In Its distrust of Hastern

had recently called (len. Grant from
the West, nnd Invested him with the command
of all Its armies. He was then gathering to-

gether that army with which he commenced,
soon after, tho famous Hank movement, at-
tended by nlmost dally battles, which cul-
minated In the fall of Itlchmond and the capture
of Leo's'armr. No man could foresee the result,
and the best friends of tho I'nlon held their
brenth tn suspense. At such a time ns this tn
provoke the enmity of France was a bold and
almost desperate proceeding. The resolution of
the House, unlco, repudiated by the F.iecullvr.
would certainly bo followed by the recognition
of the Confederacy by Napoleon, nnd an alli-
ance, offensive and defensive, between him and
the Southern Slates. The L'nited States must
In that event fight not only the South, but
France, and perhaVs other nations who would
be only ton find to recognlzethe Confederac).

Fortunately fur Mr. Seward, tlio Honse resolu-
tion hung fire In the Senato. The Administra-
tion had time to warn themembersnf that body
against the consequences of Its adoption, and
while they doubtless agreed with the sentiments
of thn House, they discreetly laid Its resolution
on tho table.

I'nder these circumstances Mr. Seward un-
dertook to pacify the French Government ty
denying the Jurisdiction of tho Houc. Anpar.
enlly acting upon the principle of "Inter arma
leges silent." ho went further mid denied the
Jurisdiction of Congress.

On April T, three dn)s after the passage of
this resolution by the Ilouse, ho wrote Mr. Day-
ton, our Minister nt l'nrli, notifying him of it,
nnd I hen nddod: "This Is a practical and purely
executlvo ijuestloti. and tho decision of it

belongs not to thn House, nor oven
to Congress, but to the President of the L'nited
Slntcs." This letter saved the country from
war with France.

Mr. Dayton communicated to tho French
Minister tho contents of the Sccrotary'e letter,
and satisfied him of the peaceful attitude nf our
Government, thus Mr. Seward avoided a rup-
ture with France, hut he did It at tlie elpenso
of denying tho constitutional powers of Con-

gress In the fucent the world.
It Is hard to believe that Mr, Seward, who was

one of the most accomplished statesmen nf hi)
day, wns really Ignnrunt nf the powers of Con-
gress, but. under the circumstances which sur-
rounded him. he might have believed It was
better to strain thu Constitution thnn to ac-

knowledge thu right nf the House to Interfere In
the foreign policy of tho Government, lie wns
plnred 111 n most delicate position, nnd thn
cnurso ho pursued was perlmpstho only means
of extricating thu country from tho daugurs
which beset It.

When Mr. Seward's letter wns published it
excited great Indignation in both houses nf Con-

gress, nnd Mr. Davis repnrlod this resolution
from tho Comniittenon Foreign AtTalrs:

."Mr. Seward, therefore, bv his last utternnco
on thu subject, takes tank with tbo authorities
which recognize tho right of Congress todlctato
the policy of our foreign relations.

From this review of precedents It seems clenr
that the rlghtnf Congress tn control the regula-
tion of our foreign relations cannot be success,
fully disputed.

I inn aware that some law writers have laid
down thn proposition that tho Kxccutlve alono
hns tho management of our foreign relations lu
tlmu uf pence, but Iheyhaxo failed to supjort
tho doctrine by reason or precedent. The cor-
rect statement of the law may bo found In
" Itnwlo on tho Constitution." n book published
In 1H'J5. the author of which wns United States
District Attorney, u lending member nf the
Philadelphia bar. nnd Chancellor of the liar
Association of thnt city. He hud the advantage
of constant Intercourse with tho trainers nf tho
Constitution, and had welshed well tho nrgti-men- u
