A meeting of Yale Alumni took the place of

the regular Sunday afternoon gathering of tbe
Students Club, 120 Lexlogton avenue, jeiter-da- y.

More than a hundred and fifty college
men were present and listened to an address by
President Oilman of Johns Hopkins University,
a Yale graduate of tho class ot '63. President
Oilman said that he considered the world was
qutte astray on tbe subject of reading. Taking
as Illustrations of this toino of the modern
newspapers, ths reading matter for sale on
news stands, and literary discussions,
he said that he sometimes believed reading
mleht better never havo beeu Invented, and tbe
world should get along with tbe oral communi-
cation of the East.

"In tbe whirl of modern civilization." contln- -
ued President Oilman, "peopleseemto find little
time for reading, and when books are read they
aro ot tha light, ophemeral type, or such ns can
be easily carried in ono's pocket, and read ut
odd moments. The habit ot reading the big
book of tbe world seem to have passed away.
Ily tho big books ot tho world I mean tboso that
age after age havo moulded tho minds of men
and the Institutions ot society. To-da- y It Is the
number ot books read rather than the kind of
literature that the popular mind estimates.

"There are many of these big books, and
some of them are extremely suggestive as well
as easily adapted to the hurry ot mcxlsrn tlmos.
Among these I should name Coleridge's "Aid
lo Deflection, Hie Life nf Illshop Weetcott,"
nnd tho "Memoir of J. F. D. Maurice."

President Ullman said thai thero was great
need uf a life of Phillips llrooks. nnd that a full
account of his labors In this country nnd abroad
would prove a stimulus to the younger genera-
tions, re added that the wealth of biographies
nf the present day was a rispnnto to the de-

mands of a rending public, and pointed lo tbe
fact thai biography reading Is constantly be-
coming more general. ".No one can estimato
tbe amount lo bu gained from iho study of tho
lives of those men who havo succeeded," lie said.

After speaking nf tbe last) ears of Darwin's
life and tbe fact that he lost interest In poetry,
music, and religion. President Oilman referred
to tbo late Prof. James D, Dana of Now Haven.
Said he: "Thero ha recently been placed In
my bands Prof. Dana's unpublished books,
manuscripts, and letters. He vns almost as
great a scientist as Darwin, nnd gnvuupus much
of his life to Investigation uud study, but with
the opposite result. Jut beforu bis death his In
terest In poetry and music was as intense as
ever. In 186(1 he lamented the fact that Infi-
delity was so n Idespread."

President Oilman closed by saying that when
Prof. Dana's life was published it would prove
an exemplary character study.
