Almost from the opening the stock market
showed a hardening tendency. Prices were
held In check doring the first hour or two,
partly by moderate sales by forelgn arbltrage
houses who were unable to find & market In
London for the stocks they bought here yes-
terday afternoon with the expectation that
Eoglish  speculators might take kindly
to  American wsecuritles In consequence
of the nigning of the arbliration treaty. A more
pronounced deterrent influance was a sharp de-
cline In Baltimore and Ohlo and in Wheeling
and Lake Erie securities, partioularly in the
!ast named. The selling of Haltimore and
Ollo was caused by the publication of
conjectures that the assessment upon the
stock is  llkely o be 40 ¥ cent,
while Wheeling and Lake Erle securities
ware sold down on reports that the comuany I8
suffering severely from the unsatisfactory and
presumably uuprofitable conditlon of the Ohlo
soft coal trade, As the Baltimore and Obllo
Company s also Interested In that trade, It
doubitiess feels the effects of the senseless com-
petition in the Oblo distriet, but obvlously not
o the same extent that the esmaller com-
panles do, since ita trafMo ls drawn from &
Iarger territory and Is more diversified. It Ia
toc be noted that In some quarters the
Baltimore nand Ohlo Company Is regarded as
Iargely responsible for the demorallzation of
the soft conl business in Ohlo. The fact should
not be overlooked, however, that the differ.
ences that have long existed between the Obhlo
and Pennsylvania producers have not yet been
adjusted. They must, therafore, be taken into
conslderation in forming a disinterested con-
clusion as Lo the causes of the present trouble.

As to the report that the stocklolders of the
Baltimore and Ohle Cuompany may be ealled
upon to pay an assessment more than twice as
Inrge as the average required in recent rallway
reorganizations, there la excellent authority
for the statement Lhat the amount of
the assessment has not yot been fixed,
nor has It even been formally discussed
by those who have Lhe reorganization (n
cliarge, Dearing upon this polot it may be re-
enlled that Mr. Little In his drastlc report upon
Baltimore and Ohlo Anances showed that even
durlog the period of minmanagement and of
weneral business depresslon preceding the re-
celvershlp, the company earned its full Axed
charges. Nonpartisan critics of that report
Assert that the company earned the dividends
that It pald, and that they amppear,
necording to Mr, Little, not to have been sarned,
becuuse of expenditures which they olalm
shoold bave been charged Lo capital account,
Friends of the company argue thaty even If Mr,
Little's view of the matter Is acospled as cor-
rect, thers Is no occaslon for exacting sa laree &
contribution from the stock as has been sug-
gosted. The indications are that those who
have updertaken (he reorganization of the
company are hopeful of securiom & reardjust
ment of ita obligations and Interest charges by
utilizing the collaternl and securing the foat-
ing debt by s moderate assesament upon the
stock., Menntime the recelvers are unqueation.
ably making & vigorous effort to secare buasl-
ness, and the faot that they are succeeding In
dolng 8o has naturally arovsed suspiclon as o
thelr methods and also antagonized many of the
company's competiiors,

positive strength, and on light transactions,
even In Hugar Hefining, which led the list in
respect to aotivity, bigher prices than Inst night
wors recorded st the olose, except for
the two stocks mentloned and a few inme-
tive shares.
