Tbe chief feature of the annual meeting of
the American Geographical Society at dickeri-
ng Hall last evonlng was the presentation of
the Cullnm Geographical Medal to It. E. Peary.
C. E.. U. P. N. The occasion called out a large
attendance, and when Mr. Peary came upon the
stage he was received with genernus applause.

President Charles I. Daly, In a brief address,
said that the late Gen. Cullnm. who left f 100.
000 to the society for a building, bequeathed a
further sum to be known as the Cullum Geo-
graphical Medal Fund for a cold medal to be
given to thoso who should render most dis-
tinguished services to geographical science and
particularly to American citizens.

Tho society's Council had decided that this,
tho first medal, should be awarded to Mr. Peary
for having established the Insularity of Green-
land, an accomplishment of more than ordlnnry
Importance In tbe history of Arctic discoveries.

"It was decided." said Judge Daly. " that you
were entitled to it above all others, with one
exception and that exception was Mrs. Peary."
The audience applauded this sentiment.

Mr. Peary upon receiving the medal expresaed
his thanks for the high honor the society had

conferred upon blm. Me told of a visit be paid

Sound and along the northwest coal of Green
land. Mr. Peary ex plained ihonbjulsundplan
of the proposed work in partes fullnwa:

"The conquest of the North Pole, the com-
plete delimitation of the Greenland Archlpel
ago. the last of the clrcumpolar Island groups,
and the elimination from our maps of the un-

known area between the Sllh parallel and the
Pole, are Important geogrnpbical desiderata.
This work can be accomplished without risk of
life or health. It can be done at a compara-
tively small cost.

"My plan is tn raise a fond sufflcientto Insure
the continuation of the work ot exploration for
ten years If necessary, say 81 50.000. and deposit
In a trust company, purchase a sliltu give ber a
minimum crew, load with pro-
visions, proceed tn Whale Sound, take on board
several picked families of m) faithful E'klmos
