WAUitHOToy. Jan. 13.-- In executive session
y the Senate formally acted upon tha sug-

gestion of Secretary Olney that tha Injunction
of secrecy be removed from the Oeneral Arbi-
tration Treaty and tbs accompanying message
of the President to the Senate last Monday.
The knowledge that the Benato had acted upon
tho suggestion must have bean pleasing to tha
Secretary of State. In view of the fact tbat he
handed a copy of the treaty to the correspon-
dent of a London nowspaper for publication be-

fore It reached the Senate. Tho Becretary wa
especially anxious tbat the publlo should be in-
formed of the text ot the treaty at the earliest
possible moment, and It wa understood by
him that it text should be telegraphed
back from London and published In America
the morning It was signed. Secretary Olney
perbap adopted thlt coarse for the purpose of
providing agalntttbe possibility that the Sen-
ate might not see fit to adopt his inggestlonto
maka the termt of the treaty public. Ho there-
fore gave them no chance to upset hit plant,
but In thus violating the laws ot courtesy that
have existed between the Senate and the State
Department tlnce the foundation of the nt

the Secretary may flud that he ha
endangered the ratification of tho treaty, at
least during tho llfo of the pretent Admlnlttro-tlo- n.

Senators, without regard to party and without
regard to their view a to the merits of tho ar-
bitration treaty, are Indignant at the treatment
accorded to them by the Secretary ot State, and
they ay tbat they teo In hia action another

hi uttar disregard for th opinion
of the Senate and Congress. The pieitnt (how'
ot lmpollteneas is more hurtful to their pride
than hla curt and defiant chaltengeof tho power
of Congress with regard to the recognition
or tne independence of Cuba, The older
Sonatora, who are particularly Jealous of
the power and privileges of the body, do not
attempt to disguise the fact that they feel in-
sulted nt the action ot tba Secretary In making
publlo a treaty which has been sent to them In
secret and before they have had an opportunity
of consulting together as to the propriety ot
ramovlng the Injunction of tecrecr. Although
many of tbla class of Senators are favorable
enough to the ratification of tho treaty, they are
not disposed to exhibit any undue haste In cav-
ing It considered and disposed of, and It Is In tba
nature of things that the longer action is post-
poned the lets ardent the friends of tho treaty
will become.

In comlderlnc the probability of the ratifica-
tion of the treaty It mutt bo boms In mind, first
of all, that very few Senator compiehend Itt
scope, and that a great many of them have not
even read It. The Democratic Senator are

without exception oppoted to any proposi-

Three Persona Bart tn m Collision an tha
TJalon Band la Braaklya.

An engine running " wild " on the Union Ele-
vated Railroad In Brooklyn at 4 o'clock yester.
day afternoon collided with the rear car ot a
train standing at the station at Third avenue
and Fortieth street, and three persons were se-

verely Injured. The engine was badly damaged
and ths tear platform of tho car run Into wat
smashed. Ths sntlrs damage Is estimated at
about $500.

The accident was due. It li said, to the care-
lessness ot Jeremiah Pine, tho engineer In
charge ot the wildcat engine. He had a fall
view of the train In front of him, and it was
daylight. The dtitance between ths englno and
the train was at least 1,000 feet, after ha bod
turned the curve from Thlrty-tlxt- h ttreet Into
Third avenue. Pine was completing his day's
work and was hurrying to tho yard at the time
ot the accident, ln order to put his engine up
for ths night.

The train at the Fortieth street station was
No. 273, and was on lu way to the end of ths
route at Third avenue and Sixty-fift- h street.
It was In charge of Conductor John Dougherty.
The accident occurred whllo the train was nt
tbe station taking on passengers. Tho crash
caused a number ot the passengers to be thrown
from their seats, while broken glass nnd splint-
ers were scattered In all dlrectlocs.

A policeman tin duty near the station, before
he learned tne exteot of the accident, sent In a
call for an ambulance, bellevlnt; that It would
be unlikely that all the oateenger would
scap uninjured. Surgeon Boddcn of the Nor-

wegian Hospital, on reaching tbe nation,
found that Dr. PbaUn of Thirty-nint- h street
was attending to th Injured persons. They
were Jennie Marks. 18 years old, of uuu Sixth
avenue, whose scalp was torn; lsaao P. Suther-
land, 46 years old, of 1U7 Garfield place, who
bad several abraslooa on bla head, and Usorgs
Crawford, M years old. of 107 St. Mark ave.
nue, whose bead and race were Injured, The
two first named were attended by Surgeon
Hodden, while Dr. Phalen took care ot Mr.
Crawford. They were taken to their homes.

There waa a delay ot thirty minutes on the
road. The street under the elevated struotura
was filled with splinters from tbe damaged car.
As It happened, there were few passengers In
the cars, lhe Injured were all In the rear car.
The other cars were Dot much damaged. En-
gineer Pine could not be found last night. Con-
ductor Dougherty said be did not know what
led to the accident. He eeemed'lo regard It a a
trivial matter.

ammunition that may be contributed, addressed
to "Gen. Gomez, Commander-in-Chie- f of theinsurgents,' without the slightest fear of Inter-
ference from anybody, although Spanish spiesmay be on hand to watoh the whole transac-
tion.

cause tn this act we would not be violating any
law. I make this statement because I haxeex-amlne- d

tho laws bearing upon this point and
found no prohibitory ennctment."
