WHAT DI TAKE PLACE AT THE DINNER

Trom the beginning of the trinl thers have
beoti staries and romorsof unspeakable vileness
alleged to have heen (ndulged inat thedinner.
The storles concerning the dolngs uf the woman
known as Little Egypt wonld nlone il a book,
The testImony belng now all in, It s possible to
tell exactly what did and what did not lake
place at the dinner. The following briof sum-
mary will show what did take place. There
were nine perfarmers at the dinner, not lnelud-
ing four musiciane. Of the nioe. elght were
wornien, all but two of them belng dancers. The
twouwere Lottle Mortimer and Minoie Renwood,
who, thougl & dancer, did not do a dancer’s
pirt, Of the dancers, nl! but the woman known
as Little Egypt muy be dismissed, so far as
thelr performances at the dinner were con-
eorned, There was no testimony Indicating
that thers had been anything at all Improper
about erther their dances or Lhair costumes.

Cora lloutt, one of the dancers. was Lrought
In prominently becauso she was not fully
dreared whon the Captain arcived at the dress.
ing room door, As the room was & woman's
dresslng room, of course she hal & right to be
undressed, or only partly dressed, for she was
clinnging ber costume, Hut Capt, Chapman and
Lis two wardmen and Lottie Mortimer and Min-
nie Heawood testified thas in thelgdressing
room when theCaptain entered, and when Cora
Honlt was o deshabille, were Horstio Harver
and Toeodore B. Itich, two of the gnesta; Her-
hert Serley the host, and Phipos \he theatrioal
agent. Plhipps, Mr. Beeley, Bherry's manager,
t'ora Houtt, Kathleen Warren, Daniel W.
Quinn, and fonr musicians testified that none
uf the men was In the room until after the Can-
saln nrrived and m disturbanoes was heard. Then
they went In Lo see what was the malter.
