It became known lo Jersey Uity yestorday that
there had besn a mysterious explosion some
time duriog Tharsday afternoon at the Isolated
works of the National Jee Machine Company at
830 to B8 Montgomory sireat, and that one
man lind been seriously, If not fatally, hart.

The pollcs and others who went to the
works yesterday all agresd that they ecould
got no Information regarding the causs uf
the exploalon or the character of the
explosive, To those who were not previ.
ously aware of the character of ecertain
experimants which Liave been conducted by the
principal awners of the National Ice Machine
Company this was & puzzle, but to thoss who
have this knowledge there ls a very clear, poss|-
ble explanation of the reticence of the owners,

Among this last-mentioned olass of persons It
18 supposed that ths explosive was the much-
waunted but dangerois acetylans gas,

The man Injured is Max Girimm. At his homa,
Al Maloge sireet, West [Toboken, his brother
John said last night that Max was in bed, suffer-
ing from buros on his bend and hands, Flo sald
that a pipe io the stareronm of the Ice Machine
Company was leaking gns about 8 o'clock on
Thursday alternoon.

His brother ontared the storeroom with &
lghted lamyp, and this caured an explosion of
the gas. Tue tnjursd man, hs said, wonld re-
eover. °‘fhe kind of gas that sxvloded, the
brother seemed to think, was ordinary illumi-
nating gas.

t Metwaen Meersinry Morton and
Cannda's Meoratary of Agricultare.

Wasminoron, Jan, 10,—~The agreoment be-
iween the Secretary of Agricuitnre and the
Canadian Minister of Agricolture relating to
quarantine of animals between the United
Bates and Canada provides that:

1. Each coutitry ahall socept the velerinary
eertificates of the other,

2. That the Chief of the Bareauof Animal In-
dustry and the Chlef Inspector of Hiock ef
C‘anada will mutuslly Inform one another for
any outbreak of contaglous animal discass ia
sithier countey, or of disense In animals imported
frum elther country.

(@), A ninely-day quarantine ahall basnforced
by both countries upon all eattle imported from
Eorope or from suy country ia whicnh contag-
jous plenro-pnsumonia Is known to exist; & Af-
teon.day quarantine shall be enforced upon ail
ruminants and swine imported from conntries
in which foot-and-month diseass has existed
within six months, and upon all swine imporied
from all other coantries.

Hreeding eattie admitted into this country
must be necompanied by a certificate that they
have bsan subjected to the tuberenlin test and
found free from tuberculoais, Otherwise they
shall be detained In quarantine one week and
stibjected to the taberoulin test, All cattle
found tuberculous must be returned tu the
countty whenoe shipped or slaughtored with.

WOULDN'T BKE RESCUED,

Urew of & fAark Ia DMetress Sald, "' Taks
Our Danaage or Leave Us Meve.”

The Holland-American stesmship FEdam,
which wmrrived yesterday from Amsterdam,
sighted about 100 miles west of the Irish coast,
on the afternoon of Jan, 5, & German bark fiy-
ing signais of distress. The steamship bore
down on the bark, and when within ualllne dis-
tance learned that her skipper and erow wished
to abandon her. Thers was a heavy north-
weslerly swell on and a fresh breege was blow-
ing from the southwest. Capt. Brunsma of the
Edam erdered his chlef uMeer and a crew of
peven men to lower & port lifeboat. Itdropped
down to leawnard of the dlstressed bark, which
appareatly was leaking as she waa low in the
water, The skipper of Lhe bark and his erew
wanted to leave her provided they could take
all thelr baggare with them. The chilef ofMicer
told the skipper that the KEdam's men dld not
care to risk thelr lives In the Increasing sea to
save baggage, but that they weres willlog to take
off the bark's men. The German akipper an-
awared that If be could not be saved with his
baggage he did not want to be saved at all

Thereupon the chisf oMicer and his men
rowed back to the Edam. As the boat came
alongelde the ahip It was hit by & big swell,
which knocked two men overboard, They
wore life preservers and had little trouble
in keeping afloat until
inte the boat W P ea,  All
limods ware holsted aboard In the boat, which
was taddly stove against the ship's slde. The
Falam stond near the bark nntil 7 o'clock in the
evening. The bark then aquared awany on lier
rourse, She made nn othier signals. The Edam’s
chlef oMear could not make outihe nams of the
bark. He repentedly offered to take off the
Gieriuan akipper and crew, but declared that he
vwould not hazard the lives of his men to save

'?vm days after the Edam passad the bark she
ran through a big sohool of whales, ['wo of the
leviathans, wppareatly nearly a hondred feet
long, bl a frolle off the port quarter of the

A Dissonsolate Clonkmaker Leaps from =
Window—Fia Wile Tries to Fellow Him,

Charles Hothsohild, 35 years old, & cloak-
maker, who lved with his family at 428 Hare
strest, Hrooklyn, commitied amicide yesierday
forenoon by leaping from & window on Lhe
elghtn floor of the Cable bullding. at Brosd way
and Houston street. Rothschild struck on a
substantially buallt skylight about seventy-five
teet below and susiained & fractured skull and
broken limbs, which resalted in Instant death.
His wife, Philllpine, was looking aboul the

Ing. Mr, Falsenheld gave Hothschild an order,
but the Iatter had some diMeulty In executing
It from Ltie pattern, and be left {:ll hotss yes.

Nomslons to-morrow morning.  He refuses to
make any statement.,

The evidence upon wh'ch Farrell was in-
dieted was furnished by Mres, Lavaerty, her
danghter, Mrs, McMuackin, and Kitty Gordon,
10 years old, tennants of the house where the
murder was commitied, and by Wardmen
Becker and Woite of thie West Thirty-seventh
street sintion. It In almost entirely clrcum-
stantinl, an it had to be, for while the erime was
commitied in broad daylight amil in a crowded
teneiment, there was no eyewitness and no ons
heard thasounds of the struggle or Lthe ooteries
of the victim. The murder of Mary Cunning
ham was the talk of the town for days. The
child lived with her mother, Mrs. Annle Cun-
vinglham, who was the janitress of the house
AL 318 Enst Thirty-seventh street. Thelr flat
was on the pround floor, extending from the
front to the rear of the houss. The front room
wus Lhe mothier's bedroom and the sitting room;
the rear room waa Mary's bedroom, and be-
iween Lhe Lwo, opening upon & coort and
lighted by one wingow, was the kitchen. Abont
B:10 o'clock ot the morning of Decoration Day,
Mra. Conningliam went out for the day to
work as s seauistress. Mary wan left alone, and
about an hour after her motlior hnd gone, the
girl, with & pail and mop, went into the hall to
do some cleaning. She was seen thers Ly sov-
ernl of the teuants, Abaut 10 o'¢lovk Frank
Farrell, who lives with Lis father, brother, and
aunt on the top floor, guing downsialrs, aaw
Mary at work, anid sala:
