Wasmixorow, Jan, 18.-The most powerful
plece of ordnance ever manufaciursd in this
country has just been completed st the Wash-
Ington Gua Foundry, and will soon be In poale
tion at the Indian Head proving station, where
it In proposed to give |t such & trial ns perbaps
0o gun lu the navy bas yot been subjecied o,
Thare will be greas danger attending the tests,
for I4 Is proposed Lo fire from this new gun the
highest exniosives known to modern warfare,
The gun has been bulit with the object of ex-
perimenting with all high explosives, except
dynamite, Lhat the Inveniors may think
oan be carried In shells sent from rifled
guns, abd the autheritien have made Lhe
wallsa of the pisce anusually heavy In
order to guard agalnst possible serlons accideft
in event of premature explosioh before the
projectile leaves the nlece. In all respects ex-
cepting the bore the gun Ia a 13-inch rifla, the
calibre being that of & 12-1noh plece. It bas all
the steel, thesames welght of Jackels and other
heavy paris of a 13-looh gun, and could not be
distinguishied from one by comparison, After
the tests are completed the gun, If It stands
thom without siraln, 14 to be vonverted Into s
183:inch gun at the factory hers by boring out sn
additionnal ineh, when 1t will be placed on one of
the battle ahips now bullding,

The manufacture of this plece was begun
about alue months ago In accordance with a
provislon in the last Naval Avpropristion bill,
satborizing 850,000 for testing bigh oxplosives
in modern guns. For years the navy has known
that it ean Bre gunpowder In moderately thick
projectiles, and that the walls of these shells

need not be thicker than Is neocessary Lo pane-

trnte eight or nine inches of the best armor
late.

The conditinn of the survivors was such that
it was lmpossible for the Centinela to proceed
to tiummo, and whe therefore returned to Maa.
zanillo, where the news of the disaster eansed

The official report of the afair says that the
commander, segund anglnesr. and thres sallors
of the Helnmpago wers Kiiled and ber boatewaln,
quartermaster, chilet "ﬁﬂw. piloy, and fémn
sallors wonnded.
