Tba use of the Rflnlgen ray as a hair ex-

terminator Is also revived. Dr. Freund, also of
Vienna, tried them upon a boy whose spine was
hidden by an abundant crop of hair. The
malady Is known to the faculty aa hypertri-
chosis. Dr. Frennd turned the rays upon tha
"boy's back, and the superfluous hair vanished,
roots and all. The boy, no lunger an Infant
phenomenon, has been shown to the medical
aoolety In Vienna, and photographs of bis con-
dition before and after are simulating in that
city. Tha Prussian Government has appropri-
ated $1:1,000 for KOnigen ray experiment dur-
ing the current year.

to obtain an answer to the question: Do
flsb'pessesa the faculty of memory T The result
would settle an Important point In comparative
psychology. The Professor writes : " It Is widely
accepted that fish possess certain degree of.
memory: that they recognize persons, and
know what places to frequent and what
places to avoid, according to the expe-

rience they have gained; that, having once
been caught by a hook, they know oue again
when they tee It, and soon. For scientific, com-
parative psychology It Is highly desirable that
all evidence tending to prove this should be col-
lected. The reason Is as follows: We have
hitherto held the view that tbe function of
memory Is essentially connected with the ex-

istence of a coating to the brain. We know
nothing about the capacity of the deeper por-

tions of the brain in thle connection. Now It
has been successfully shown that fish have no
trace whatever of a coating to the brain. If one
can prove beyond question that these crea-

tures really collect their experience and
can utilize It afterward, namely, that they
possess the faculty of memory, we shall have
to drop the doctrine hitherto accepted that It la
only tbe coating of the brain that glvee this
faculty, and than the door li open to an entirely
new series of experiments." Prof. Ed In ger begs
all who observe the haottaof fish, and especially
anglera and breeders, to forward him the obser-
vations tbey have made.

Vienna has been excited this week by an ex-

traordinary murder trial Tbe charge agalntt
a mechanlo named Fock wat that he ten; to a
friend, a locksmith named llaich, a box con-
taining a bomb. Ilascb was absent when the
box arrived, and it was opened by an appren-
tice. This nnfortunate youth produced the In-

tended explosion, and was killed on the spot,
Weekselapsed before tbe crime could be brought
home to Fock, against whom tbe proofs wsre
finally crushing. Hit alleged accomplice was
tbe wife of Batch, Tbe Publto Prosecutor has
accused her not only of being Fock'a mistreat,
but also of having encouraged the attempted
murder of her husband, In the hopeof a mar-
riage with Fock, wblob tbe wretohed pair Bad
planned In case they were successful. Fock
was convicted and sentenced to death, and tbe
woman was acquitted,

Tbe question of tbe liability of doctors for the
results of their unskilful or negligent treat-
ment of patients Is again before tbe law courts
in this country. The children of Samuel Do,
a lawyer In Uangor, fell mysteriously III nf a
disease which Dr. Edwards, tbe family physi-

cian, diagnosed as "malignant sore throat."
The alx.year-ol- d boy (lied within a few
days, and the eli. months-ol- d baby died later,
according to Dr. Edwards, of laryngitis
coupled with bronchitis. Meantime, as the dis-
ease, whatever it might br, was not considered
tnrectlous or contagious, no precautions In the
way of Isolation, Ac, were orderej or carried
out, with the uutural result that otner members
of tho household fell III. The nptlmlttlo doc-

tor. In fact, repeatedly declared tbat no danger
existed for anybody, And he also notified the
local sanitary authorities. When the anxious
fathrr had lost his twn children ho thought It
about time to have additional advice, and the
new doctors Instantly and unhesitatingly dlag-nors- d

diphtheria as the cause of all the trouble,
and tnere wn much consequent burning of
bedding and lavish use of Ulsinfeolants. Hut
Dr. Edwards stood to bis guns and declared. In
effect, that all tho other local doctors were fools
and he alone was a worthy representative of
modern medical eclence.

The father brought an action for damages,
which vtax tried tbls week at tbe Carnarvon
Assizes, There was a tremendous array of ex-

perts on both sides. Dr. Lennox Drown, perhaps
the greatest living authority on throat diseases,
was brought from London, and pronounced for
diphtheria. Tho famous bacteriologist who
had analyzed a portion of oue little victim's
membrane found dlphtherltlo microbes flour-
ishing therein and was prepared to produce
them in court. But other experts were pro-
duced on the other side, tbe lay mind became
hopelessly fogged and the trial ended, unx'
pectedly, In a judgment for ths defsndant.

A SPEEDWAY LANDSLIDE.

face or xne otirr bbbakm ovr
AND SLXPS DOWN OH THE ROAD.

A Litis ef Oaetee ae Bis aa at Bteasaeklst

An oblong lump of rook containing between
",000 and 10,000 on bio yards of solid stuff and
weighing some 30,000 tons slipped oft tbe wall
of rock Just south of the Washington bridge on
the west tide of tbe Harlem Hirer on Thursday
morning, and slid down Into the new speedway.
It smashed ninety-thre- e feet of solid masonry
six or (even fett dtep. ornsbed a steam'holstlng
engine, and tank Into the speedway Itself a If
there were no foundation to that road. In fall-
ing It split Itself Into three pieces of about
equal size. It didn't take more than a couple
of minutes for the whole thing to happen and
there wasn't much noise and futt about It, but
It will very likely cost the city forty or Pfly
thousand dollar to remove ths debris and
rspelr tbe damage,

Tbere I an aqueduct gate-hou- and blow-of- f

on top of the hill Just south of the Washington
bridge. Tbeaspeedway runs along tha foot of
the hill next' to the Harlem Jllver. To make
room for tbs speedway It has been necessary to
blast out tbe rooky side of the hill to a depth In
soma places of twenty or thirty feet. Tbe rock
Is gneiss, whloh Is the foundation rock of New
York city. It weathers badly and tbsre are big
Assures In tbe masses of It exposed within eight
of the Washington bridge. Before tbebulldlngot
the speedway began tho mass of rock between
High bridge and Washington bridge exteuded
almost ont to the water In the Harlem and more
blasting bas had to be done between these two
points than almost anywhere along the new
road. The work, as far as tbe rock excavation
I concerned, was finished weeks ago, and In
place of the alight slope that there had been the
fare of the remaining ock In the hill was al-

most perpendicular. At tbr foot was a heavy
masonry wall that marked the western boun-
dary of tbe speedway. The wall was not all
complete au'd there was a hoisting engine and
derrick down on tbe level of the road for the
purpose of lifting the great stones that ware to
become a part of the wall. There was also a
railroad track runutng along close to the Inner
side of tho wall.

Tbe men began work on the speedway about
7:30 o'clock In the morning. Tbat Is, tbey report
at that time, but It usually takes fifteen or
twenty minutes for them to rearh their places
aLd get at the actual work they are employed
todo. Tbegangof men that was to goou with
tbe wall bulldleg was on hand on Thursday
morning, and at 30 minutes to 7 o'clock was
about ready to get Into the cut. Moat of the
men were around Engineer Cahlll'a cabin, which
Is only a few feet south of the big span of tbe
bridge. It was warm tbsre.

There came a grinding sound which seemed
to be half nay up the rock walL It stopped,
and a moment later there came a couple nf
lumps of rock tumbling out of the wall, about
half way uo the side. They were not very lilr.
but tbey fell wltn a clatter and smash that
awoke the cchoee. The men ran around the
side of the shanty and looked. Engineer Cahlll
said yesterday that he had Just stuck hit note
around the onrntr when the grinding
node began again, and the wbole top of
tbe bill began to tilde down. It moved
slowly at first, and then latter. It
ttruck the derrick and made kindling wood of
tha heavy wooden beams. Then the grinding
nolae ceased and It moved in solid mass sllantjy
aslfltwaa coming down a well-oile- d bed. It
was as bg as a good-sire- d steamship. Then
there wat a loud crack, followed a moment later
by another, and the big lump separated Into
three pieces. Tbey simply spread apart a few
feet and moved on In unison as before. Thev
came faster every Instant, but still tllsntly,
until almost at the bottom, when they
reached the wall. Tbere wae a crunching
and grinding, but no Flacking of speed. On
the mass went, utterly obliterating the wall
and Into the speedway Itself. The workmen
stool looking at It. and glad
they were not there. They wero far enough
away to be out nf danger. Aa tha rook came to
a atop the dirt and a mass of smallcr.rocks that
had been on Ita top came tumbling off, flung
tbls way and that, wltn more noise than their
bearer had mad all told. Then big cracks
opened In the rook wall that wan left. There
was one three feet wide directly beneath the
gate house, and tbere were others near It-- There
was mure nf the grinding tbat had rrredrd the
moving of the mass that had fallen, but It
ceased In a moment and tbsre was no further
fail.

Word of the accident was hurried up to the
office of the engineer at 17Ath street, and the
work of inspection and testing the safety of
the rocks that hadn't slipped was begun. It
took half the day to do thai, but though the
whole thing looked dangerous it was found tn
be safe, at lea-- t temporarily, and the work on
tbe road was resumed. Friday and yrMrrdnv
Investigations were rarrled nn, and the esti-
mates of the size of the mass that had fallen
were made. The lop nf the hill where the rock
had been and down which ll alld looked like a
bank of loose earth. It was. In fact, a Infer of
clay on ton of the rock. The layer was a good
deal le-- s than an Innti In tblckties.

It was concluded frnm the appearance nf
things tbat there had been a crack In the rork
beginning at the top. twenty nr thirty fet frnm
tbe outer edge and extending dnwn Aslant but
not clear through tn the face of the wall. Mud
and clav had worked Into this cracg Its entire
depih. and then came the terrlfia rain storm of
Wednesday night. The water bad poured down
Into this crack. Thestnrm.lt will be remem-lierr-

was followed by crisp, cold wralhcr. and
the mnd and water In the crack frnreand ex-
panded, forcing the rock up and continuing the
split clear through to tbe face of the wall. Then
came the fall.

When the reporter of Tim Situ visited the
speedway )csterday the ma-ses- fallen rork
were undisturbed and tbey towered up high In
thealrnbnvo the level of the road. The work
nf blasting them tn pieces so that they could lie
removed had not been begun. The broken end
ofnneof the big logs that had been a part of the
hoisting derrick sturk out frnm behind the pile.
Above. In theollff. were Immense fissures that
made tile whole thing look as If It might come
dnwn at any minute. The hmisenn top seemed
In Imminent danger nf sliding down, but the
workmen said that the rock wastnnndln spile
nf the cracks and that there was no danger and
wnnld be nnue nntll the blasting was begun;
whether there would he any danger then the
engineer would have In decide.

The break Is In plain sight frnm the middle
span nf Washington bridge, but from there
It dnesn't lonk tn he srrlnus. To get an idea nf
the magnitude of the fall It Is necessary to go
down on tbe speedway and look up.

he waa getting $3.80 a day. He quit work to
prevent a strike.

GREAT CUBAN TRIUMPH.

PATRIOTS BISK A OVNItOAT AND
CAPIVltB A OAltnlMOJC XOWlf,

Tbey Blew Vp the Cooseta with m Torpedo
aad Oaly Hlx of the Fifty Mea la the
Crew Live to Heaeh Bhore Uayaoeoa
Captnred and Bnraed-IIaTaa- at Baelted.

Havana, Jan. 33. In Cayamoa, province of
Matanzas, near Cardenas, tbe Insurgsnt hav
obtained a remarkable triumph, which I now
thetaptoof all Havana. Tbe Spanish gunboat
Cometa has been blown up by the Cubans at
tbat place, and the town of Cayamo has been
destroyed, after a fierce engagement.

Tbe Cometa wat one of the fattest gunboats
nted In the Island esrvlcs by ths Spanlsb navy,
Bbe carried two cannon and a crewof fifty men.

Tbe attack made by the Insurgents on the gun-

boat was a surprise. The boat was anchored
near the shore and there was nothing to Indi-
cate tbe possibility of an attack. A heavy Ar
from tbe shore suddenly announced to ths
Cometa's crsw the proximity of the enemy.

The Mrs waa returned Immediately and the
Cometa drew nearer tbe land so as to use hsr
cannon with greater effect. A few momenta
later, however, she struck a torpedo and was
blown to pieces.

Few men of the crew escaped. It Is said hers
that only six of them are still alive. Tbey sur-
rendered to the insurgents when they reached
the shore.

The sinking of the gunboat was Immediately
followed by the attack upon Cayamoi. The In-

surgents used a dynamite gun and explosive
bombs with tbe greatest effect and tbe Spanish
garrison soon surrendered. Then the patriots
reduced tbe town to ashes.

Largs Spanish forces which were near Caya-
moa did not dare to go to tbe relief of the garri-
son, they were so frightened by tbe explosives.

In Havana this news wilt be mentioned to-

morrow by tbe newspapers, because It Is Impos-
sible to conceal It. They will tay that ll Is a
matter of no consequence. A small gunboat
waa surprised and waa practically defenceless,
as she but no Adequate armament. The news
hat created a grent tensatlnn here.

The continual use of explosives here by ths
Cubans and their last successes at Santiago de
Cuba, together with tbls affair of the Cometa,
hare thrown the Spanish soldiers Into a state of
terror. The columns do not daro now to make
long Incursions into the Interior of tbo Island.

Tbe Cometa was one of the most powerful of

the smaller Spanish vessels In Cuban waters,
and baa been cruising near Cardenas to prevent
the lauding of filibustering expeditions. For
sometime she has been accustomed to anchor
at night off Sierra Morra. The place where the
gunboat anchored was favorable for an attack
from the shore, and so tbe insurgents deter-
mined to capture her.

Havana, Jan. 33. On bis Journey to Ma-
tanzas Gen. Weyter was attacked near San Jose
by a heavy force of Insurgents. A severe en-

gagement ensued, tn which both aides met with
Isrge losses.

Tbe Spaniards had to change their route, ow-

ing to the constant attacks of tbe Insurgents,
and were able to proceed only after orders to
change tbe tout had been given by Weyter.

The official report claims another victory for
Wcvler. but unofficial news of the affalraffnrds
an Illustration of the superiority of the Cubans
In tbls kind of warfare, and proves that neither
Weyler nor any other Spanish General can
crush tbls rebellion In so short a time as ths
Government of Spain desires.

Whenever any attempt was made by ths
Spaniards to advance the Cubans Attacked
them fiercely, and then the whole Spanish
column formed a square to repel tbe aggres-
sions of tbe Insurgent cavalry.

Then the Cubans would retire and the Span-lar-

would prepare again to advance. When
all wat ready and the march had begun the
tame tactics w ere repealed. So Weyler ned up
a wholeday trying to march, but advanced very
few miles.

Hit cavalry, which he tried hard to use. was
very Ineffective, nnd the same can be said of the
negroes in hla forces, who live In the capital,
aredrgraded by all the vices of their race, nnd
prove to be weaker than tbe oolored Insurgents
of the country.
