Mra Crannell went excesdingly wids of the
mark when Lrying 1o give the fgures of the
waomen's school vote In Massachueetts, She
says it was a misprint. [ am, of course, bound
to sceept her statement, Huotil the long series
of Insocaracies in her pamphist are ail of them
to be sel down as iypographioal errors, she
most have Lud the very worst proofreader in
the United States,

Undoutiedly the school wola of women Is
emall. Thers Ia & great deal of human asture in
women, and thelr vols varies like that of men,
At & Prosidential elecilon the vote of men is
large: st an ordipary Buste election much
smaller; st & mocicipal sledtion smaller atili;
and st & school elevtion, wherever sobool elec.
thons are held separately, only & fraction of the
men ever turn outb to vola. Where women have
only sohool suffrage their vois is small; where
they bave municipal suffrage it is much Inrger,
and where they have full suffrage they vole as
generally as the men,

Mrs. Crannell, in her pamphlet, points to the
small school vote of women, abd ssks con-
temptuously: *“Does any one suppose that
women would do better If they had full suf-
frage " [tis not a guestion of supposition, but

of fact. In 1861 the women of Kansas were
rnn school sufrage. Thelr vote was small,

n IART they were given munieipsl suffrage
helr vols st once wtne much larger, and
has increased al succeeding elections, In 187C
the women of Coloradlo were given sehool
suffrage. Thair vole was small, In 1804 they
wore given full sulfrage, snd now mere Lhan
four-ffthy of lh:? vyole, Bo says a siatement
lu-l Issued, slgned by four Governors and exe
iovernors of Colorado, by all the Siate o
all the Judges of the Supremae Court, the Preal-
dent of the State Univeraity, the Fresident of
Colorade Colle, the Mayor of Denver, and
other algnitaries, 1n Wyoming Judee King-
man has collected statistics showing that about
nine-tenths of the women vote.
The lmrorlnnn of inving good sehool boards
can hardly be overestimated, and it in undoabi-
ly regrettable ttint women do Dot csst as
arge o vote st achool siectinns as they do at
Presidential eleotions. But it s only & new
proof of the truth of Mre. Povser's saying:
*I'm not denying that wonien are foolish; God

THE DESPERATION OF THE MUG-
wrMIS,

Ia Thelr Downfall They Valnly Mirive tleo
Bring Everything to Muin With Them,

To Tne EviTon or Tue S8ux—S§ir: 1 find from
the conversation of my Mugwump friends that
they are now deop down In despondency. It is
true that thelr vlew of our political conditions
has always been gloomy, but formoerly they were
cheared by hopes that they would yet be able to
set siraight the croomked. Those hopes haviog
been dispelled by the last campalgn, Lhay are at
Inst forced to confess that all their labor has
come to nanght, They feel that thelr ocoupn.
tion has wone, and that there Is no plses for
them In the political movement now in progress,
for they themselves begin to see that the
Mugwump episode in our polities has cowne to
an inglorious concluslon. Thelr own dewnfall,
however, they regard as simply the preludeton
general smash.

A few evenings ago the most prominent of
the little Mugwump band prophesind bliterly
that our political lustitutions would not last
four yeara longer, Another Mugwump put off
the day of doom a fow years longer. The end
will come, he declared, within ten yesrs at
most. The last campaign kept them so muoch
occupled with eforts to save thelr proverty
from destruetion that they Lad no lelsure for
the luzury of woe In which the Mugwump tem-
perament dellghta to revel: but when It was
over and McKinley was elocted they had a
reaplte during which o reflect upon what
they had done. They had been forced by the
sheer instinot of self-preservalion o establish
more fArmly the very aystem [t waa the orime
function of thelr existence to destroy. Last
spring when a distioguished foreign publicist
ssked u leading Mugwomp In my hearing
what would be the positlons of the twe
great  partiea In  the ecoming campalgn
on the currency question, the Mugwump
replied contidently: * There Ia no hope from
the Republicau party: It has been thor-
onghly corrupted by protection: but the Demo-
oratic party will be right."" This was sald st &
time when to discriminating political observers
It was evident thiat the sllver mon were golng 1o
control the Demoeratle Conventlon, and that
the gold party would be dominant at 8% Louls,
The bitter disappoiniment of the Mugwumps,
whoue frantio purpose has always been Repub-
llean destruction, and thelr terrible atralts when
thuy ware compelied to suppart the Hepublican
eandidate can therefore be concelved ; nay, It Is
bardly concelvalle. The thing they hated must
they were forced to foster with all thelr
strength. They had to suppart protection In the
parson of Its chief representative. Mugwumpery
was driven Into alllance with MaKinleyism,

Hence the Mogwumps came out of the cam-
palgnsorely brulsed (o spirit, They had assisted
in their own condempation and in the refuta-
tion of the very theory upon which they had
bullt their hopes, Instead of having broken
up the Republican party, it remained an the
only politieal organization between Amerlean
socliety and social disruption; and for the time
belog, at least, it was supported by all conserva-
tive Democratic sentiment, The practiceal con-
sequenceofall theiractivily for twelve yoars was
that the policy and the politieal methods thoy
had striven to demolish were more strongly io-
trenched than ever, and that opposition Lo them
bad been loseparably linked to rulnous eoo-
pomie and politieal dootrines. Instead of ad-
vaocing, Mugwumpery hud gone backward ; [ta
ease wis worse than wheu It began. All |ta
hopes had been dashed. Neow lsaues had risen,
and the Mogwump's occupstion was gone, He
bad wvever been s vonsiderable factor in the
politieal slivation. but he had thooneht himself
ut some imporiance, and now to be compalled ta
acknowledge even to himself that be was mpo-
tent and without vossible consequence was a
bitter trial for him.

The Mugwump gloom, moreover, was In-
ereased by the collapse of the Choate muve
ment, The hope of deatroying Fiats at the close
of Lo Into enmpalen had sorved to sustaln the
Mugwump heart during 1hat perivd of awfal
solf-repression and welf-efMacement. The plans
for accomplls bing the destruction had been Inid
lonz bofore, and fucluded an slliance bewween
the Mogwumps, the Milholland Ilepubiican
faction, and Parkhuest, Platt was to be over-
thrown by suddenly precipitating the candldacy
of Choate for Henator al an opportine moment,
Publlie oploion was to rise up in Indignation
agalust the Boss; the Leglslature was to be ter-
rified by tiio uproar: Platt was to be cast down

The Mev. Dr. Manhes Discusses Wow ¥t
Can Be Removed,

To var Kuiron oF Tux Bus-Sir: Althoagh
eremation Lins been revived among us for the
last twenty soars or more, it doss not ap-
pear LLat there 1o any widespread movement
In favor of the burning of thedead, This s all
the more notable when we remember Lhat &
very large numbar of Christian minlsters have
pronounesd In  Its  favor. Dishop Potter
of New Yark sympathizes with those who
are seoking to Introduce It and so do many
of hisclergy. Dr. Ralnsfurd 18 quoted as Leartily
favorine this method of the disposal of the
dead. Dir. Ward, the editor of the [dependent,
In not aware of any argument agalnst crema.
tlon that deserves consideration, while Dr,
Edward Everett Hale of Bosaton s well known
asa strong sdvooate of its Introduction. And
yetof the toial number of those who diesd dur.
Ing the past year, scarcely 750 persons wers
cromated. In the face of the strong testimony
of physicians in faver of Inclneration it is re
markabie that such s condition of things should
exisl, especially as the rapid growth of the
esmaterion of our great cilles is becoming sotme
what alarmiog. The injory Infilcted by great
burinl places on the nelghborhood where they
are locaied has been clearly detmonstrated, and
the eritic has only 1o visit the town of Newlown,
Long Island, In which towanship there are not
fewer than twenly-two cemeteries, to realizse
Low alarming the troe condition of things Is

From s careful study of thes subject | am con-
vineed that the opposition to cremation arises
from the Christian sestiment of the masses,
and the waul of cars taken by crematory com.
panies Lo conelliate this Christinn sentiment
This conviction has been Intensified by a recent
vinlt o the crematory at Fresh Pond, Loug
Islund, in which the urns contalning the sabes
of the dead are arranged around a large room,
very much like bottles in & drug store. Then,
agaln, there s & convietion smung people gener-
ally that crematlon s more or less asscciated
with ratlanalistic thought and vobelle!, and
very lttle has been done (o remove or o modIfy
such convietions, There s no question that in
the early days of Christianity the burial of the
dead among Christlan people was universal,
and that the early Christinns had a deep-rooted
prejudice against the burning of dead hodies,
But it Is also observable that the early methiod
of alsposing of the dead bodies of Christians
wan in no senge In harmony with our modern
rellgious fesllngs on the subject, The dead
were not placed in the ground, * earth (o earth,
ashies (o asher, And dast to dusl.” accordiug to
our lmproved system of " sarth Lo sarth burial™
They were embalmed and preserved in nickes
and vaolta, lu fact, there |8 uothing more re-
voltlug and heathanish than the manner of als
posing of the dead amoug Christian peoples in
