have come to New York within the past few
years from Russia and elsewhere, seeking
for a better country. They arrive In a
strange land, the language of which they
cannot speak, the ways of wblcb are
bewildering to them, and the useful
Industries of which thoy are Ignorant of.
They have traditions, prejudices, and
customs which Isolato them from
the general body of tho community; they
labor under many disadvantages when they
seek for employment; a large proportion of
them take up those easily acquired trades
In which the competition Is the greatest
and the pay tho smallest; and In their
struggle for existence they ofton meet
with failure It Is In behalf of those
among them who fall by the way-

side that the officers of the United
Hebrew Charities make their appeal to the
public. They are a most frugal people;
thoy are always anxious to find the means
of tbe vice of Intemperance Is
hardly ever chargeable against them; their
shrewdness and peaceableness are often the
subject of remark; they are devoted to their
religion, and regardful of Its rites and cere-
monies; they have adlsllke of making their
poverty known. A Jewish street beggar is
not often seen In New York.

The Institutions of benevolence that havo
been established here by wealthy Jews, tho
hospitals, asylums, and aid societies are
numerous, but they cannot meet the de-

mands that nro mode upon them by tbe
recent Jew lh Immigration. It Is for this
reason that the needs of the United Hebrew
Charities have beconio so pressing.

It Is unfortunate that such great numbers
of Impoverished Jewish Immigrants have
come to New York within so short a time.
If the Immigration had been controlled or
regulated, from the first, by somo American
Jewish society that held relations with tho
Jewish communities In Russia and Poland,
It would havo been better for all the parties
In Interest, and much of the suffering that
has existed among the Immigrants here
would have lxcn warded off. nut here
they are, and here they contlnuo to come
by the thousand every month of the year.
It Is a troublesome question for Judaism In
America and for the American community
at large. Meanwhile benevolent people,
regardless of religion or race, will seek to
relievo tbe widespread wretchedness among
the poorer Jewish residents of tho city,
which Is so vividly described In the appeal
which we have printed as Issued by tbo
United Hebrew Charities.

The Senate Will Take Duo Time.
We have probably heard the last of the

attempt to browbeat the United States
Senate Into a hasty and blindfold confirma-
tion of an arbitration treaty upon which
crafty British diplomatists and expert
officials of the British Foreign Office have
been busy for a twelvemonth. The
people who In a burst of hysterical 'emo-
tion have been summoning Individual Sen-

ators to accept Joyfully and without Inspec-
tion a compact, wblcb Is effusively de-

scribed as a message of peace and good will
to men, ignore tbe constitutional duty of
the Senate, considered as an essential part
of tbe treaty-makin- g power. Their Impa-
tience bos bad the natural effect of provok-
ing rebuke from tbe men, wbn are bound by
their oaths to discharge with wariness and
foresight a grave deliberative function.

We are told by the advocates of Incon-
siderate and Immediate confirmation that,
whatever may be the faults of the arbitra-
tion treaty, It Is at least a step In the right
direction. We should not, they say, look a
gift horse in tbe mouth. To which we
answer, that it would have been well for
the Trojans, on n memorable occasion, had
tbey looked a gift horse In the belly. Who
knows bow many snares and dangers may
lurk beneath the artfully concocted phrases
of this diplomatic document? Time Is need-
ed to detect precisely what this treaty
means; and the Senate would be recreant
If It failed to take all the time required.
If they took a year, thoy would occupy no
more time than Lord Salisdurt has

In formulating his proposals, or In
concealing bis designs. The exhaustive in-

quiry, which Is Indispensable, cannot possi-
bly be conducted In the last hours of a
moribund Administration. Nobody, except
the few surviving friends of Messrs. CLEVE-
LAND and Olxey. pretends to believe that
our national Interests, so far as tbey are
affected by the projected treaty, will snffer
a particle through a postponement of 1U
confirmation until the session of tbe Senate
wblcb will follow Mr. McKivlet'8 inaugu-
ration. By that time we are likely to know
a good deal more about tbe true inwardness
of tbe arbitration treaty tban we know now.

One thing is certain : Several amendments
will have to be made beforo the agreement
will have any chance of commending Itself
to tbo great body of our people. Secretary
Olnet will have no time to conduct the ne-
gotiations regarding such emendations,
even if he were disposed to do so. The
amendments, which we have In mlud, would
deprive Lord SALIsnunT of what was possl-bl- y

bis sole Inducement to sign the treaty.
For blm It would be a resounding dlplomatlo
triumph If, after seeming to be forced to
recognize the Monroe doctrine in the
Venezuelan affair, he should, under a pos-
sible construction of the subsequent arbi-
tration agreement with tbo United States,
make the applicability of the Monroe doc-trln- o

to a future boundary question a sub-
ject for adjudication by a tribunal on which
Englishmen should be as fully represented
as Americans. The Monroe doctrine, as wo
have often pointed out. Is not alleged by us
to be a principle of international law, tbe
validity of which may or may not be
acknowledged by foreign jurists; it
is a fixed national policy, a settled
domestlo programme, the propriety or
expediency of which we will never
suffer nn international court to pass upon.
No American who accepts the Monroe doc-

trine, as Interpreted In the Instance of
Venezuela, can abject to see Inserted In tho
text of the urbltrutlon agreement an ex-
plicit provision that tho applicability of that
doctrine to a given enso shall, under no cir-

cumstances, full within tbe cognizance of
any tribunal created by the treaty.

There is another vltul point as to which
an amendment of tho treaty Is imperatively
noeded. Our right to build and control tho
Nicaragua Canal should be expressly ex-

cluded from the jurisdiction of tbe tribunal
made up of three British and three Amer-
ican Judges, nnd created for the purpose of
adjusting territorial claims, or claims In-

volving rights and Interests necessary to
control tho enjoyment of territory. Under
the treaty, If a question be onco referred
to that tribunal, a Kettlement of It mny
be postponed for an Indefinite period; for,
oven should no award be made by thu
arbitrators, the Question must remntu In
abeyance until tliiie has been afforded for
an attempt at mediation on the part of oho
or nmro friendly owers. Wo could not per-

mit the construction of the Nicaragua Canal,
once begun, to be interminably arrested by
such proceedings. Another feature of tho
proposed treaty which undoubtedly re--
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quires amendment is tbat which defines
the composition of tbe two minor tribu-
nals, which are to deal with pecuniary
claims. Wo refer particularly to the clauso
providing that, where the arbitrators fall to '

agree upon an umpire, and experience bns
shown that they always would fall, tho
power of appointing one shall be exercised
by the King of Sweden. Tbat umpire, hav-
ing the casting vote, would practically con-

stitute the court. Now, would any Ameri-
can In bis senses have submitted the Ala-
bama claims to a court thus constituted t

There are but two European sovereigns
to whom with any semblance of safety wo
could delegate tbe appointment of an
umpire; those are, of course, the Emperor
of Russia and the Chief Magistrate of the
Swiss Confederation. If Great Britain
would accept neither of them, wo might as
welt abandon tho idea of finding a European
umpire acceptable to both parties. Wo cer-
tainly could not accept the King of Sweden,
whose dynastic Interests would powerfully
Impel him to gain England's good will. For
upward of a century his country bos suf-
fered dismemberment, and has been exposed
to tbe risk of conquest, at the hands of Rus-
sia; of nil tbo European nations, England
could oppose the most effective barrier to a
renewal of such aggressions, because she Is
the greatest of the maritime powers. It
should be remembered that the House of
Bkrxadotk has even greater reason than
had the Homo of VASA to be haunted by
the dread of Muscovite ambition. In-

stead of being strengthened by Nor-
way, which she obtained In 181(5,
Sweden has been harassed and weakened;
for not only have the Norucglans Insisted
upon governing themselves, but tho moment
Sweden shall reach the limit of her conces-
sions, they are likely to throw themselves
Into tbe arms of Russia. It Is, therefore,
no exaggeration to say tbat to please Eng-
land Is for King OSCAR a matter of dynastlo
life and death. It U not to bo presumed
tbat the members of tbe United States
Senato will be oblivious of a fact familiar to
every petty diplomatist In Europe.

Explorations In Alaska.
Some gold hunters, last summer, pushed

Into an unexplored part of Alaska, over S00
miles Inland, and their Interesting story,
with tbe map tbey drew, appears on another
page of The SUN. Tbe scene of their adven-
tures Is directly north or Cooks Inlet, nlong
the large and rapid Sushltna River, which
they ascended to tbe great falls tbat break
tho channel about 2B0 miles from the river's
mouth. Mr. W. A. DlcKET, who drew tho
map, completed his delineation of the river
by using a map of tbe Sushltna from Its
sourco to the falls, which had been drawn
by some Indians. It is known tbat Indian
tribes, and the Eskimos also, frequently
have the geographic Instinct well developed,
and their rude sketch maps have sometimes
been of considerable assistance to explorers.
Mr. Dicket has sent to this offlco Indian
maps of a part of tho river and a map of tho
whole river based upon native Information.
From tbe general agreemeutof this material
with Mr. DlCKET'S map, so far as be ascend-
ed the river, it is fair to assume that tbe
Indians are correct in their statement that
tbe river Issues from u lake to the northeast,
not far from the Copper River. Tho length
of the Sushltna Is probably about 400 miles.

These prospectors made two very Interest-
ing discoveries. One was that there Is a
break at least 160 to C00 miles long In the
range of the Alaska Mouutalus, the north-
ern continuation of tbe Rocky Mountains.
This rango has, for years, been shown on
our maps In unbroken continuity, extending
to the sea and then fur out Into tho ocean
as the Alaska Peninsula. But our pros-
pectors found tbat for 1C0 miles Inland
from Mount Sushltna on Cooks Inlot there
are no mountains where the Alaska rungs
has appeared on tbe maps. On the contrary,
a broad, level country, heavily timbered
with spruce and btrcb, stretches to the west-
ward as far as can bo seen from points on
tbe low mountains cost of the river.

The other discovery was a towering
mountain north of tho break In tbe Alaska
range. It was much higher tban any of the
surrounding peaks, and somo members of
tbe party, who havo long lieen familiar with
tho mountains of tbo Pacific const, esti-
mated Its height at 20,000 feet. This esti-

mate, however, is not a sufficient basis upon
which to award to Mount McKinley, as tbey
named it, tho distinction of being tho highest
known summit In Alaska. Estimates of
mountain heights are often Inaccurate. Ex-

act Information supplied by careful survejs
Is required before it can be asserted tbat
Mount McKinley overtops Mount Logan,
which Is known to be 10, COO feet high.

Many other Interesting facts about this
rugged part of our domain and the people
who Inhabit It were collected In this bunt
for gold. Tho adventuresome travellers
found "color" wherever they went. Wo
shall doubtless bear more about tbe valley
of tho big Sushltna River.

The Uso of Dynamite In War.
We remarked a few days ago tbat tbe two

or three dynamite guns In tho bands of thn
Cuban revolutionists have not Justified the
expectations that were at first entertained
in regard to them.

Nevertheless, while this remark stands
true, It Is to be said that dynamite has beon
very serviceable to Cuba In the war. It has
been an etfecttve factor In such operations
as the Cubans have at times pursued. It
has been used successfully In many
parts of tho Island for the destruc-
tion of railroads, station houses and other
buildings, nnd Spanish military works. It
was also used successfully for a time in
defending tbe lines of approach to the Insur-
gent camping place or places in the Rubl
hills. Dynamite mines and batteries for
their explosion wero planted along these
lines last autumn, and there is no doubt
that Gen, Maceo was enabled to main-
tain bis ground thero for months be-

cause of the Swinish dread of them. Wo
never had any trustworthy account of
their produclngany great destruction In tho
enemy's ranks; but wo bollevo tbat In a
number of cases an explosion put a stop to
the enemy's advance. It would seem that,
after a tlmo, the Spaniards ceased to r

them; for we repeatedly heard of their
marching along roads and bridle paths
which, as we had beon assured, "wero
strewn with deadly mines of dynamite."
Welielieve that It was Gen. Carlos Roioff,
the Cuban Secretary of Wnr, the skilful
soldlor arrested In this city hint week upon
the chnrgo of preparing to take a shipload
of arms to the ruvolutluuUts, who first
secured the Importation of dynamite Into
Cuba, His Idea was to uso it In the blowing
up of railroads, bridges and buildings, for
which purpose It has beon largely service-
able to Gen, Gomez; but u have never
learned that It has served otherwise as an
effective factor in the offensive operations
of the Cubun war.

Mr. Edibon at one time entertained tbo
opinion that dynamite would make the
Cubans the master of the situation. He
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thought that Maceo would be safe at his
camp, and could repel auy Spanish force,
go long as he had a supply of dynamite,
"Make," ho said, "a series of shallow gut-
ters around the camp; plant tbe waterproof
dynamite cartridges In them, thirty or forty
feet apart; let the Insulated wire bo
connected with other wires a mile away,
where there Is a ten-ce- battery ; then let the
electrician press an electrio button, and
thero will bo an explosion, or series of ex-

plosions, tho shock of which no enemy can
withstand; it would certainly be frightful
for Spalu."

What could bo simpler than Mr. Ed-

ison's plan for the dofenco of tbe Insurgent
camp t At tbo tlmo he spoke, Gen. MAC to
had nn abundant supply of dynamite In the
Rubl bills; and ho bad American and
French electricians at his headquarters,
who. It was said, had mado nil the prepara-
tions spoken of by Mr. EdiboK. Yet tbe
destruction which Euisox bad regarded m
tho certain result of tho execution of
his design was never accomplished. In
December last the Spanish soldiers en-

tered tho Cuban camp, which, as It had
been supposed, was fully protected by dyna-
mite, scientifically employed. We havo
novcr had a satisfactory account of the
means they took to avoid or overcome tho
dangers that lay before them; but It cannot
bo denied that tbey compelled Gen. MACEO

to leave thoso of the Rubl hills, the pas-
sages to which were said to be sown with
plenty of dynamite.

As to tbe use of dynamite grenades in the
insurgent attack upon tho town of Arte-mls- a

in October last, but little Information
has ever been furnished. We were led to
suppose at tlic tlmo that some houses had
been destroyed and a few people killed by
them; but we know that tbey did not enable
tbo Cubans to capture the place, to drive
out tho Spaniards, or to do anything more
than frlghton the Inhabitants.

Wo had wonderful stories last year about
the uses to which dynamlto-carrylngballoo-

were to be put In the Cuban war. Balloons
laden with the explosive bombs were to be
sent up, moved to a point directly over acamp
or a city of tbe enemy, Into which, by
an Ingenious device, the bombs would be
dropped at the right time with destructive
results. Wo were told how the Spanish
columns would thus bo shattered, and how
Havana would thus be compelled to sur-
render, and how the Spanish navy guarding
the coast would thus be sent to tbe bottom,
and how Cuba would thus bo saved. The
war balloons were to bo beyond the
reach of tbe Spanish gunners, and
as It was not necessary that thero
should bo any man in them, the loss of life
would fall wholly upon the enemy. Tho
thing was simple as Wetlbr's plan of
campaign; there were rival Inventors In tho
field; only tho funds were needed. Notono
dynamite balloon, however, has yet been
seen hovering over Spain In Cuba, bearing
menace to the enemy.

Tho Idea was not of Amorlcan origin. It
has boon talked of for years In Europe as a
possible factor In modern warfare. Thero
was a French balloonist who thought he
could tako some bombs aloft and throw
them Into German cities.

There Is nothing new to bo learned from
Cuba about tbo serviceability of dynamite
in actual warfare It has been of use to tbo
revolutionists mainly In the destruction of
railroads and buildings; and It was
thus used many times before tbo Cuban
war. The dynamite gun has disappointed
expectations, and so also have the water-
proof dynamlto cartridges as large as n
banana, united by wire with a ten-ce- bat-
tery. Perhaps, If Mr. Edison himself had
gone last year to Cuba with tbe electrical
apparatus and tho explosive, the results
might have been more Impressive than auy
we havo yet heard of.

Factions.
In our municipal election In 180-- there

were live candidates for the office of Mayor,
supported by twelve political organizations.
Seven of these organizations had no candi-
date distinctly their own, but accepted tbe
nominee of the Republican-Refor- party,
William L. Stuoso. During the past few
week there bovo been factional disturb-
ances within the ranks of the Tammany
Hall organization, weakened by Its advo-
cacy of Bryanlsm In three of the thlrty-tlv- o

districts of tbe town : two in the terri-
tory beyond the Harlem River and ono in
the Socond Assembly district. In which at
tho municipal election of 1804 Mr. Grant,
then the Tammany Hall candidate, received
his largest vote. There has been some talk
of "bolts" and factional revolts from tho
political fellowship of Tammany Hall tn
theso districts, and on Friday evening the
Brownltes, In ono meeting place,
and tho Divverltes In another place, met to
organize themselves. Meanwbiio tbe Re-
publicans, who have heretofore suffered
considerably from factional dissensions
based upon' no radical difference of opin-
ion or question of party principle or
action, are practically harmonious, more
so, indeed, than the Republican party In
this town has been for many years. There
has been, It Is true, somo talk among poli-
ticians of a " rival Republican committee "
under the generalship and management of
Mr. William Brookfield, who resigned
recently from the Republican organization
in tho Twenty-sevent- h district to engage in
this venturo; but nothing, so far, has
come of It, and It is no suro thing in the
field of politics, where uncertainties are
many and "hard fighters" aro few, that
Mr. Brookfield will not withdraw from
such a movement with tbe same
precipitancy as led to his abrupt re-

tirement from tho post of chief of the
Department of Publlo Works.

The underlying reason for the evident
or prnbablo lack of success of revolts
against tbo established organl7atlons, the
Republican party or Tammany Hall, Is duo
largely to the changed conditions which
havo been brought about by tho elec-
toral ballot law In the first place,
nnd the extension of tho civil ser-
vice system tu tho serrmd. Whcro, a
few years ago, such an outside movement
from cither political party would attract
tho attention of Intelligent voters In the
montliH preceding un Important municipal
election, thu futility of such outsido moo-meut- s

Is now apparent. There are two
tickets In every election under the present
system of voting between which tho voters
of the Greater New York arc called upon to
choose; thu Republican ticket, and thu
Tammany Hall ticket. Outside organza-tlons- ,

like the Socialists or tbe Prohibition-
ists, are without influence upon the gen-
eral result.

Republican dissentients from the regular-
ly established organization can do what t
To run a tick of their own, with any

serious expectation of electing It, would be,
of course, preposterous. To revolt from the
Republican party and Indorse the Tammany
ticket would be equally absurd. To revolt
from the Republican organization, and otlll
support tho candidates nominated by the
party from which theso dissentients had
revolted, would be absurd. Tho political
plight of the Purroyltes Is tho same.
To nominate n teparato Purroy ticket
would be to Invite tho reproach of
showing a smaller membership than
evon the State Democracy. To revolt, while
pretending loyalty to Tammany and hostil-
ity to the present leader, and to support tho
Republican candidates, would be Impracti-
cable. To support the Tammany candidates,
after denouncing them and the method of
their nomination, would be equally difficult.
In other words, no "outside organization"
under the present condition of New York,
or Greater New York politics, can ex-

pect any Influence on the result if
the measure of its Influence Is revolt
from either of tbe established parties.
An Independent organization may still, it
Is true, exorcise considerable Influenco if it
has the requisite membership by casting Its
fortunes and bringing the support of Its fol-

lowers to one or other of the party tickets
In nomination, Republican or Tammany
Hull, but there Is no longer any danger, as
thoro once was, to either of the regular par-
ties from a mere factional revolt ; and tn this
particular the pacific Brookfield Repub-
lican and the warlike Purroy Tammanylto
stand on tbe same footing.

This would be a good thing
lu its effect upon the bulk of the law reports,
but Mr. Whluker appears to ovorlook the
fact tbat in many Instances a written opinion
Is necessary to satisfy the reasonable demands
of litigants to bn Informed of the grounds upon
whlcb ths courts declds their cases. A de-

feated suitor may acquiesce In an adverse de-
termination which Is shown br tbo opinion to
be based upon a careful consideration of ths
law and facta, when be would regard it as un-
just without such evidence of Judicial thor jngh-nes- a

and fairness. There Is no need, however,
of publishing In the official reports or any-
where else ths opinions toat are written for
this purine, where there Is nothing decided
that has not been decided many tlmea before.
Mr. Whluker also proposes that in all ap-
pellate courts, the opinions shu'd be an-

nounced simply as those of the court, end not
of any particular Judg speaking for the court.
