1801, tha obligation
had been reduced to $UH7,02,, and the rullroad
company promptly endeavored to recover Its
securities by raying off the loan. The firm,
however, had rehypothecated $'107,472 ot tho
securities with K111111. Loeb& Co.

WAiniMOTon, Jan. 37. By a vote ot 131 to
118 the Uonse to-d- agreed to the conference
report on the Immigration bill, which embodied
substantially a new measure, being different In
some respects from either the Senate or House
bill.

Mr. Danford (Rep., O.) opened the debate. He
admitted that the bill was drawn for the pur-
pose of excluding undesirable Immigrants, and
the educational teat was Inserted In order to
carry out that purpose. The time had come, he
eald, when something should be done to restrict
Immigration. Tho provisions of the bill known
as the Corliss amendments, and Intended to deal
with tbat class known as "birds of passage,"
Mr. Danford eld, would doubtless be found
difficult to enforce, more difficult probably than
was Imagined; but that somsthlng should be
done to prevent the predatory forays of these
people who come In the summer and flee In the
winter was generally conceded,

Mr. Dolllver (Rep., la) asked what was the
purpose of departing from the educational test
fixed by the Home and the Senate bill and
providing that Immigrants should read and
write the Constitution of the United States In
the Isnguage of "their native or resident
conntrv?"

Mr. Danford replied that It was to reach the
Russian Jews, who, being driven from tbelr
homes and having drained the charity of West-
ern Europe, wero being thrown upon our shores
In great numbers. For the first time In their
history the Hebrew Associated Charities of
New York wero compelled to appeal for aid to
those outside their own race for the relief of
their people In that city.

In opposing the adoption of the report, Mr.
Bartbotdt said he had refused to sign It for two
reasons: First, tbat by Its provisions families-husba- nds

and wives, mothers and children-wo- uld

be separated: and, second, that It forbade
the entrance of Immigrants who could not
read the language of their native or adopted
country. These drastto provisions, he said,
were not contained In either tho House or
Senate bill, and tbelr appearance vindicated his
expressed tear, some weeks ago, that If the bill
went tn conference It would return In a shape
which could not be justified to the constituents
of many Representatives and would offend tha
ssnseof Justice and of right In the country.
The bill, Mr. Bartholdt asserted, would defeat
the purpose nominally urged by Its advocates
of establishing an educational test. It would
shot out. for Instance, a class of Germans who
had tor 300 years made their homes In Russia,
tne language of which they did not epeak: also
many residents of Alsace-Lorrain- e who had not
yet acnnlred the German language. Referring
to the statement tbat the bill was Intended lo
reach especially the Russian Jews, Mr. Bar-
tholdt said:

"If In this dawn of the twentieth century my
constituents should ask me to Join In further
perssoutlon of them, I would lay down my
duties here, return lo my sanctum, and write
editorials ngalnst sueh an Inhuman proposi-
tion." Annlause.

Mr. C. W. Stone (Rep., Pa.) advocated the
adoption of the conference report, Hesatd that
If the test proposed In the law had been in
effect tbe past year It would have kept out
OH, 103 Immigrants from Russia, Italy, and
Austria-Hungar- from which generally the un-
desirable class came, while only 4,140 would
have been returned to Germany, Sweden, and
Norway, England and Ireland, which furnished
the desirable Immigrants.

Mr. Buck (Dem.. La.) In opposing the bill
said he believed It to be a anlversal principle of
government that whatever tended to restrict or
restrain the freedom ot Individual effort bad In
It the germ of Injustice and wrong.

Mr. Johnson (Hep.. Ind.) said the bill did not
go far enough. He wished one broad enough
and drastic enough to Meet the evil which tne
legislation was Intended to meet. There were
many Immigrants who could read and write
who were oihervhe totally unfitted tn become
American cltlrenl. Any law abort of absolute
restriction of Immigration must necessarily be
arbitrary In Its effects. Gentlemen might quote
Scripture, mlgkt go hark to ancient history,
make beautiful speeches about the humanities,
but the praclloul fact was that the time had
come when American civilization was In dan-
ger from tho Innovation of foreign hordes
upon our shores to deteriorate the blood.

Mr. Corliss (Rep.. Mlcb.) explained tbe neces-
sity of the provisions In the bill, suggested by
himself, aimed at what are known oa " Birds of
Passage." In Detroit alone, ho said, there were
10.000 Cltlzeiit anxious to work, unable to ob-
tain It because of the presence of aliens who
were thers temporarily, defrauding the Ameri-
can citizens out ot their rights.

Mr. Walker (Hep.. Mass.) said that nothing
inhla experience a a member of Congress had
made boll as had this conference re-
port. The Nihilist. Socialist, and Anarchist
tould easily pass the educational test and come
III. It would be better to admit soma of the
honest farmers and worklngmen who could not
read.

Mr. Grosvenor (Rep., Ohio) said he would not
vote for a bill that permitted a roan to abandon
his wife and bring In his pauper relatives.

and the case will go to the Jury
Witnesses for the defence had testified tbat
Freeman waa In the West at the time he Is al-

leged to have assaulted Sarah . Work In this
city, aud thoy had even gone so far as to tell the
exact day and hour that Freeman purchased
railroad tickets for Fort Wayne and Minneapo-
lis, tbe witnesses claiming that they accompa-
nied Freeman and saw him purchase his tick-

ets at the Orand Central Sutton. This testi-
mony was knocked to flinders last night when
Assistant Dlstrlot Attorney Weeks threw a
bombshell Into the enemy's camp In the form
of tbe railroad records, which showed no ssle of
tickets for the point mentioned at ths time
claimed, nor within a week of the time.

The first witness called to the stand yesterday
woe Mrs. Anna Fields, the sister of Esrah
Work, fiho has been known through the trial
ns Anna Work and Ward. She had testified
that she was an actress and tbat Ward was her
stage name. Assistant District Attorney Weeks
cross examined Anna, who wore a vail when she
sat down In the witness chair. Mr. Weeks re-

quested her to remove the veil. She did so

She said that In August, 1894, a newspaper
printed a story which referred to her as Anna
West. A number of letters alleged to have been
written to ber by Freeman were shown her, but
she said that she was not sure she had received
them or that Freeman had written them. The
witness said that Freeman bad employed her to
do typewriting In his office and hod paid her
$15 a week. On this salary she said
she waa enabled to travel fo tbe Cttts-kill- s.

Colorado Springs, Boston, Chicago,
Moberly. Mo., and other places during the year
1803. Witness denied that Freeman paid her
board while she lived In Mrs. Johnson's flat In
WestTneoty-alght- h street, bnt she admitted
that he helped to buy the furniture for the
Fourteenth street flat and gave her money for
ber trip West when she tried to collect evidence
In Montana to prove that her sister Satly was a
year older than the prosecution claimed.

Frank A. Wunder, a commercial traveller,
testified tbat he met Freeman In Chicago In
January, 1B04. Witness thought It was be-

tween Jan. 3 and 0. This evidence was to cor-

roborate the alibi story told by the other wit-
nesses for the defence, who had testified that
Freeman left New York for Minneapolis on
Jan. .1. 1804.

Henry C. Adams, President nf the Phillips
Wire Company, testified that he bad known
Freeman for aeveral years, and had never
heard anvthlng against him.

"Well." said Mr. Weeks,
"did you ever hear tbat the defendant. In 1804,
went to a gambling house at H1H Broadway,
having In his possession $9,000 belonging to his
wife and ipst that money; and that subsequently
his wife brought suit against the gambling
house tor the recovery of the money ?"

Lawyer ITrooks Jumped up to object. Mr.
Weeks said It was a matter of oourt record.
Freeman turned white with rage and hissed at
Mr. Weeks In an nndertone. audible to those
neat hlra: "You damned scoundrel."

Justice Smrth rnled out the question. This
closed tbe case for the defence.

E. C. Barr. a clerk In the Manhattan Storage
Warehouse, was called In rebuttal by Mr.
Weeks. He produced a copy ot a receipt to
show tbat at the time Freeman claimed to be In
tbe West ha was In this city.

William S. Headway, who said ha had busi-
ness transactions with Freeman for three year.
was called In rebuttal by Mr, Weeks to Identify
tha signature to the Freeman letters, which
Freeman's witnesses said he bad not written.

During the day session Mr. Weeks bad got In
a dozen letter, reading them to tbe jury, but
he held back his best ammunition until the and
nf the case, and after proving by witnesses that
Freeman was not In the Weston Jan. 0.1804.
he produced bis railroad ticket bombshell and
threw tt Into tbe enemy's camp at tbe evening
session.

Then looking at the
record the witness testified that notloketwas
sold between Jan. 1 and Jan. 8, 1894, for either
Fort Wat n or Minneapolis.

John F. Meyer, a ticket agent, who was on
duty at the Central Station dnrlng January,
1804. testified that he sold nottckeufor Fort
Wavne or Mlnueapolts during the first ten dare
of January. Samuel C. Wilson, another ticket
seller, save similar testimony, and stated that
no suoh tickets oa those referred to could hare
been sold at tbe Central Station.
