The
noademy was founded on Jan, 13, 1847, and the
vresent Prealdent Is Dr, Joseph 1) Beyant, Pres-
Ident Clevelund's friend and physician., Car-
negrie Hall wan engaged for the speech-making
partofthe celsbration, and there wasa receplon
and lnnch Inter at the Acundemy biilaing. 21 W ess
Forty-third street, Inorder that tiiere should
Nnot Lo too groat & crowd ot the Musie Hall, wd-
mssion was by ticket only, and cach ticket
desigonted the seat the holder wan to ocenpy.
"Iho result of this was 1hat there were tiany
vacant soats In the hall, The platform way
comfortably filled, and seated there were many
well-known men In tha medical profession, and
some who ware not doctors,

The President arrived with D, Uryant shorily
after # o'clock. There was not a soul guiside of
the hall when Dr, Bryant's carrlage drove up,
The Doctor alighted, follnwed by the Fresitent,
and they went 1h and were greoted Jfust inside
the door by Hishop Potter, Dr. Samuel 8. Murple,
Dr. Louls A, Sayre, Dr. Abrabam Jacohl, and
two or three others, Burgeon-tGieneral Stern-
bere of the army was also therc. As Lhe
party eame on the platform there was clappiog
of hands and here and there people rose In thelr
soaln until Boally the whole nudience was up.
The women waved thelr handkerchiefs,

The moment thers was qulet Dr. leyant ine
troduced Mishop Potter, who wade a prayer.
An President of the academy Dir, Dryant made
& short apeech, In whioch he spoke of the oblects
of the scademy and Ita alms, and how well
they nad been carried out fn the ffty
years of (ta existence. Ile spoke of the
public services It Lad accomplished, such as the
establishment of & Board of [lealth for the city
and a department at Quarantine for the Stato,
and the passage of laws for the protection of
the Croton watershed. He also spoke of the
free work tlhe dectors do In the olty hospitals,

“IWhen you consider.” he sald, “that thes
medical profession have attended In these hos
piials more than 500,000 patients withoot the
expeciation of reward, then indeed can it bo sald
that the professlon bas had & royal part (o the
rellef of suffering In the community.”

There were sight of the founders living, he
said, and two of them were present. He Intro.
dured one of them, Dr. Purple, who spoke
briefly of tho things that had led to the founda-
tion of the Academy and the chief motive of the
Institution, which, he sald, was the ereation of
an insurmountable barrier between quackery
and the profession,

Dr, Bayre was lutrodoced next. Ioe also was
one of Lhe founders of the Academy. e told
about what had been done toward the creation

of the Board of Health of tnecity and the les-
soning death rate shat had followed ths wr.
ganiaation of that body. The Academy, ne
nll“:rl been a leader always, At presant
L ad to luwrn ent Ita work by securing
the nnt A Na Hoard of Health.

Whereupon
the sudlsnce eheered him, In speaking of the
honor and the dignity of the profession he sajd:

It s in the court roam that the medical man
s apt to contribute less to the honor and the
d}pnltr of the vrofession than Lo the miscarriage
of justice,”

Anto the dutles of the community toward the
medical profession, be said thet they should
build mediual sehools and endow them: that
they should bulld laboratories and thoe like, tus
that above all they shiould seo that bo isws
weore pasasd that would hamper the doctors in
their researches and oxperiments, He de-
nounced the sentiment that considered the
livea of rabbits and guloes pigs of mors value
than those of buman belngs,

At the concluslon of Dr, Jacobl's address Iir,
