Upon the subject ot one of tho toplce which

was discussed between Police Commissioner
Theodora Hoosevelt and the leaders of organ-

ised labor at the meeting held In Clarendon
Hall In East Thirteenth street on Wednesday
night, Mr. Hoosevelt snld yetterday that he had
been misquoted. This was the subject of Immi-

gration and whether we should have laws to
restrict tt.

Mr. Henry Lloyd of the Tin and Sheet Iron
Workers, who said that he nnd hi family had
been Americans for 500 years back, declared
himself In favor of practically unrestricted Im-

migration, and a large portion of the tabor men
present seemed to agree with him. Another
large body ot them look the other view of the
case, and It was theie with whom Mr. lloose-yeltsays-

was lu accord. Mr. Hoosevelt was
seen yesterday at Police Headquarters and
asked to define the position he took upon this
matter In hie talk with th labor men.

"I warmly advocated tho restriction of
said Mr. Hoosevelt, "and a consld-ra- bl

portion of our audience was evidently In
entire sympathy with me upon this point, t
pointed out the fact that the danger to the
American worklngman especially, and tn the
American ot any kind generally. Is not tn tlie
Immigration of the skilled laborer-t- he man
with the high standard of llvlng-b- ut in the
Immigration of th men who are cheap labor lu
It cheapest and worst form: the men who have
no and who can live anil work for
wages which no American ran aocept.

" When I say Americans, I mean Just as much
the man who came here from over the seas as
the man whose ancestors 1 ame here. We have
stopped the padrone system : that Is the direct
Importation of cheap laborers by the padrone,
which enabled him to undersell our own higher-price- d

labor In the market, and sooner or later
weehall havo to come to prohibiting also the In-
coming of the men vvhu. whether Imported un-
der contract nr not, do. Immediately upon their
arrival, furnish the natural labor supply uf the
padrone.

" We must protect ourselves.
"The beat type uf Immigrants, no matter what

country they tome' from, make good cltlxeu
for the United States, but we cuntint afford, for
lb take of au abstract theory, either to lotrar
too much our standard of cliltenstilp or to ex-
pos our wag earners to a competition against
which they cannot stand."Lttmeeayon thing more about my meet-
ing with the labor leader. I wish thero were
more chances of such meetings. We stated oar
vlw with ntlr courtesy and with entire
frankness to one another, where wed I (Tared as
well at where wo agreed. I think there were
more point of agreement than of difference,
but ther ware some vsry wide and sharp dif-
ferences. Yet I am sure that no man could nave
looked at and listened to those men with whom
I held this dlenutislon without realizing that It
was an assemblage to whom anarchism and
communism wtre foreign. Those men are hun-
dreds nf years removed from and beyond the
Paris Commune."

Mr. Hoosevelt said he was not prepared tn say
Just whtt character of a measure lie should

regatds restricting Immigration. "The
matter Is crude tn my mind as yet," he said, "but
I think favorably of somo kind of an educational
test, and It seems to me also that It might secure
good cltlrens for tie If each Immigrant had to
pay a tax of $30 or so to est Into the country.
Still 2 do not feel ready to urge any particular
measure."
