He is about to
ecome to the culminant honor of a long pub-
lie career. There is every reason to believe
that hie is athoroughly patriotic Ameriean.
Bath his temperament and his experience
gunrd him agninst that excess of self-belisf
which prevents n man from doing justice
to the motlves of those who do not
apree with hini, that intellectual obstinacy
which is the mnin defect in the other-
wise attractive and wholly sturdy charncter
of the Hon, Hi'nann OLxey. It might
hinve been wished that Major McKISLEY
should apooint the Hon, THoMAR BRACKETT
HEED to be Seeretary of State; but prohably
neither My, REep nor Major MoeKixLey
conld have been induced to favor such an
appointment.  Mr, REED has what many
studenta of American political institutions
cotnlder the most powerful post that can be
ocotipled by n citizen. The eminence of
Mr, BHERMAN I8 not unworthy of the tradi-
tions of the State Departmont; amd aws
forvign affales have for some time had, and
nre likely to have for some time yet, an im-
pourtanee which they have seareely had since
Wastsaron's second Administration, Mr,
SnuppMax will have the opportunity to win
new distinetion.

The rest of the Cabinet list seems to be
mnilo np, substantially. It conflrms the
theory that the Cabiuet bas become and has
hind to Lgeame a collection of men of not the
highest politieal influence, and chosen for
personil or loeal poiltical reasons, sometimes
linedd far A mero observer to understand,
There is no remson why such men should
not be eapahle administeators and sonnd
wilvisers, but the best political talent will
contintie to he found, on the whole, in
Congress; and it cannot be Indueed to
ionve the stirring, varied, and thoroughly
politieal life of that body for the doubitful
niid uften obseure career of & member of the
Unhinet,

[t is A schoolboy's exercise to suggest a
Cabinet composed of the wise and good, the
mmt famons and fruitful political genius
ol the country. It is good for the country,
however, thut Congress shinll eontinue to be
the grand scene of politieal life, and that
the Cabinet shall be mafe but not brilliant.

Every
State and every town would have its inde-
pendent parties, obscuring national ques-
tions or diverting attention from them: and
when Federal electlons occurred thern
would be politieal disorganization so far ns
they were concerned. Partles would lose
thele dignity.

The difference of view coneerning govern-
ment which makes partisan divisions in-
cludes all government, as much that of a

ment, Our politieal aystem starts with the
township, proceeds to the State, and thence
extends tothe Union: and it 1s consistent
and interdependent throughout, Non-par-
tisan city government is not only a hum-
bug, but also a violatiou of salutary politi-
enl prineiple.

“fiood Government ' The very name
as the designation of a political party,
municipal, State, or Federal, simply
begs the question, for the genesis of par-
ties comes from conflicting opinions s
to what constitutes * good government."
What party goes in for bad government as
an end proposed to the people *  All of poli-
ties is In the guestion what is good and what
is bad in government; and disagreement as
to it is the sole reason for the existence of
l contesting parties.

British Misrnle in India.

The almost complete ignoring by the Fng-
lish papers of the facts brought out in the
Lidinn National Congress that opened ita
annunl proceediogs on Monday, Dee, 28,
Inst, Is noticeable, Is it due to unwilling-
ness to let the English people know the
triuth about what is golng on In that great
dependency ?

Such knowledge unquestionably would be
likely to create a feeling of uneasiness, and
even of genuine alarm, that might at any
moment turn to panie, It wonld be panle
on the Stock Exchange, at the India Office,
the War Office, anid in overy department of
the Government: for the next great tronble
In India, whenever It comes, will ahake the
British power to its foundations, Dut it is
doubtful if the ostrich-with-its-head-in-the-
sand polley ls wise, The peopleaf Indinhave
substantinl gricvances against thelr English
rinlerss nnd these rulers, with inexplicable
{atuity, refuse to grant any redress or even
to consider the subject seriously

The resolutions presented at this last In-
dinn Natlonal Congregs, which met at Cal-
cutta, nre nearly the same ns thomse passed
at {ts previous mectings. They relate to
the inJastice of the system of taxation nl
the way in which the revenues are speut;
the incquality of the trentment of natives
ated Englishimen In the matter of the eivil-
service examinntions: the necessity for the
peparation of the judicial from the execn-
tive Munetions: and above all to they seheme
of edueation for the elvil serviee hy which
Fast Indinns are exeluded from the higher

proclamatigny, and to the inlguitous salt
tax. While the Congress goes no further
than passing resolutions presenting the de
munds of the sorely tried Indian suhjects of
England, the evils so lowdly ecomplained of
will go on indefinitely. However grievons
the wrongs may be for the Indians, the Kng-
lish Government seems to be satisfled.

On the third day of the Congress a reaoln.
thon was passed declaring that the famine
was due to the great poverty of the people,
resnlting from the deain of wealth by ex.
eosuive taxation. This pointed ont precisely
the sore spot of Deitish rule: bot it is noth.
Ing new, The subjeet has been freguently
reported on by able and intelligent Indian
officinls on many ocenslons during the last
twenty yenrs: but the reports repose amid
the dust In the pigeon-holes of the India
office.  Eeonomists and financial writers in
the Engitsh newspapers iave often exposed
the perils of the situation to the English
peaple; Tt their warnings remain un.
heeded, Last comes Lord Rougrs with hils
warnings abont the Indian native army;
the excessive bureauceatic tendencies of
an over-eantealized administeation: and
the legislating over the heads of and bayoni
the immediate needaof a people still wed-
ded to old tradition, custom, and law, No
one, perhaps, is better qualified than he to
form and express an oplulon on the momen-
tous subject ol the English domination in
Indin, and from first to Iast it is an apinion
condemnatory of the system and its admin-
Iatration, Bt there s nothing more stub-
born than av bureaucracy or more deal to

warning. 'The only hope of saving the aita-
ation before it Ia too late spema to be In the
hare possibility that the English peopls may
take alarm in time, and I{nsist that some
measurs of attention and redress ahall be
given to Indian grievances, especially thomse
that are most widespread and that affect the
Inrgest number of people.

Such a grievance 1s the malt tax. In
hardly anything else have the i1l effecta of
British ndministeation of India been more
strikingly exhibitad than in the greater
costliness of malt at the pressnt time, A8
compared with the beginning of the cen-
tary. In 1800 salt sold in the Madraa
Presideney for nine annas, or abont twenty-
sight ocents the maund of eighty-two
ponuds; in 1800 jts price was two rupees,
eloven annas, or about ons dollar and thirty
cents, In Bombay in 1800 it sold at
eight annas, about twenty-five centa the
maund ; and in 1800 at two rupees, eight
aunss, about one dollar and twenty centa
Between thoss two dates, through varl-
ous oauses, the purchasing power of
the people had diminished, so that
really the burden of price was greater than
it appenred. The consequence was seen in
the decrease of the Industries into which
salt enters ns a necossity; In the deteriora-
tion of the public health ; and the increasing
rigor of the applieation of the salt excise
lawa, until they degenaratad into downright
tyranny and oppression, and provoked pro-
testa even from thoss charged with thelr
administration. Buat all went unheeded
as usanl, and 1& Is this unwillingness to
move or act that conatitutes the gravity of
the situation for England in India, Each
Government and each Administration trusta
to luck and hopes things will last ita time,
and hence follows out Tord SALISBURT'S
poliey of drifting, whither no one knows.

England and the Treaty.

A lending argument of those who oppose
the amendments made to the arbitration
treaty by the Senate Forelgn Committee, is
that Great Britain will not nocept them. If
this were true it ought not to carry the
alightest weight, provided the amendments
need to be made. But the prediction itself
|4 sheer ansumption, and, as the case stands,
it is likely to prove false.

Mr. MAGOWAN hins been prominent as one
of the richest and most energetic of the
manufacturers of Prenton | and as Mayor of
the eapital of New Jersey hilsadadalstention
wis distinguishesd for its eiliciency.  His
conMquUenco was so great that wt one time
he was o promising candidate for thie Repuai.
lican nomination fur Governor of the State
Ha Iy, in fact, a man who was esteemed hy
hisn bard-bemded business  associates and
his  politieal friends as remwarkable for
strength of character and for coolness and
sagneity bn the conduet of practical afalrs;
set, nctunlly, he has proved himself to bo
the hielpless victim of erratie and vagnrious
rentimental impulses which have now
brought him into an apparently inextricablo
matrimonial complication.

In August, 1885, Mr. MAGOWAN went
from Trenton to Oklahoma under elrcum-
stances which justifled the inforence that
his errand was to got a divores under the
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sccommodating divores lawa of that Terri.
tory. Two years bafore, while spending the
summer in the country, he met Mr and
Mrs, J. ALnEnT BArxEs of Ohio. In 1894
he engaged Banxga at & handsome
salary to superintend one of his large
rubber factories at Trenton; and Mr.
and Mra. DBaArwes took up their resl-
denee next door to Mr. Maicowax's
house. Before long Mr. MAGOWAN'S atten-
tions to Mrs, BAnYEs bogan to attract at-
tention, until her husband forbade his visit-
ing her, aud finally, after a violent alterca-
tion on the subject, Mr. BARNES left his
employment or was turned out of t. Bub.
soquisntly MAGOWAN had BARNES arrested
on the charge that he had threatened Lim
with a pistol.

It wan after thess occurrences that Mr.
MAGOWAX made his journey to Oklahoma,
and thus afforded good ground for Inferring
that he was after adivoree from his wife.
He obtained the divoree on the plea of in-
compatibility, the Incompatibility connisting
altogether in Mrs. MAGOWAX'R falluire to
share his admiration for Mrs. DARXEs, and
her natural objection to it, Mrs Banxes
also obtalned an Oklahoma divorce, alleging
cruelty as the cnuse.

Now
comes the nows from Trenton that Ma-
Gox'u aud Mrs. BAR¥ES have quarrelled
and meparated, that he has returned to
the original and lawful Mrm MAGOWAN,
and been received and forgiven by her for
the sake of thelr children, whose welfare
had been so long forgotten by him in his in-
fatuation for his neighbor's wife. It isalso
said that business troubles and embarrass-
ment came upon him because of his scan-
dalous condnet; but It is not necessary to
recite them here,

Mr. MAGOWAN has gone back to his faith-
ful wife on the theory that his marriage
with Mrs. Banxes was made void by a re-
cent judicial decision; but her lawyer con-
tends that she is indisputably bis legal wife,
nnd apparently she is determined to insist
on her rights as such. \

Mr. MAaGcowax, therefore, in In a remark-
able and most uneomfortable position, but
whatever further distress awaits him will
be only his just due. Unfortunately, his
biameless wife and the mother of his chil-
dren must earry the load along with him.

WWhat Shall It Het MaKinley the Sreantest
Amertean Fres Trader,

Tt (s seldom nowadays we res n clear, concise
statement of the Lariff question. While Repub-
Hean statestien seerm to badivided as to whether
we ahall retorn substantially to the MceKinley
law, or oatoh up somethiog between It and the
prevens act, the oppemiion are mutlering and
murmuring about the dangerous experiment of
bigher duties. Menntime those upon whom
devolves the responsibllity of secaring sufMclent
revenus to carry on the Government, must
noderstand that the basis of the operation de
pends Iargely upon the dimensions of the free
Hst. While in one sense Willlam MeKinley has
the repatation of belng the createst American
protectioniat, In a study of the free list wo find
him the greatest American fres trader. A clear
understanding of what It Is possible to do with
the tariff at the present juncture (with the reve-
nue idea constantly In mind) can best ba ob-
tained by & glance at what may be called the
history of the free 1ist,

At the outbreak of the war the free list com.
prised about 24 per cent, of onr Imported mer-
chandise, or one-quarter of all onr imports, In
1807 It haa Increased to nearly 28 per cent
Then the trausfer began, until, in 1808, less
than & per cent. of our Imports wers free, and
$3 per cent. of all forelen lmportations were on
the dutiabls llat. From this point 1t Is
interesting to  watoch the growth of the
fres Ilat, which made a decided start
uoder the tarllf changes of 1872, gelting back
to over ane-quarter of our importa, as before the
war. With slight changes, the free list steadily
increased, and averaged, until the Me-
Kiolev revision, abvout onethird of our im.
porta, In 1882 the Tarlf Commission took up
the work, and as amember of that commimsion I
remember the first gqueation which presented
{taelf waa the extension of the free list. Rightly
or wrongly, the commission decided againsy
putting sugar on the tres list, belleving that to
doso would necessitate bigher rales of daties
for the dutinble schedule In order to raise auf-
flelent revenue.

A specific tariff is
always an incrensing tari® aod ao ad valorem
tariff always & decressing tariff. Moreover, a
specific tariff is safer, because when prices are
low it brings in the same revenude. whereas an
ad talorem tariff brings in leas revenue whan
times are hard and prices low, and we most
need proiection to indusiries and wage earners.

From the non-dutiable point of view, then,
the MeKinley law was the greatest free-irade

that might be effective for anefulness in it Mr,
