"A paper let tho cat out of the bag recently
regarding the rule that keeps Russian swine
out of Uerraany. when protesting vloloutly
against a removal of the ban on th ground that
all the eastern provinces of the empire would
be filled with Russian beasts.

"Much the same antecedents have brought
the Hungarian l'roduco Exchange at Iluili.-pe- st

to a very similar pass. Thr Agrarians
of Hnngary have made the same demand,
namely, that various landed proprietors shall
be made directors of the l'roduco hxchange
at the appointment of the Minister of Com-
merce, without election on the part of the

WHO KILLED C. I.. ITBRRBRt

Two Elevated Bond Men Arrested for An.
ennlllna III.

Charles L.' Webber, the borseahlpper. who
was aosaulled on tbe Ninth street station of the
Third avenue elevated road on Thursday eve-
ning, died In Bellevue Hospital yesterday morn-
ing at 6 :30 o'clock. Soon after Mr. Webber had
lapsed Into an unconscious state, which Imme-
diately preceded his deatb, Capt. O'Brien of tbe
Central Office Detective Bureau arrested Charles
F.. Foley, the ticket seller, and George McCoy,
the ticket chopper, at tbe Ninth street station of
the Third avenue road. One of tbem. according
to men who were with Mr. Webber, must have
committed the assault, as there was no one
else at t he station at the time. They were taken
to Police Headquarters, and, later In the day,
were arraigned In Yorkvllle Court before
Magistrate Flammer, who held them without
ball for examination this morning.

In the brief Inquiry which took place before
Capt. O'Brien It developed that In spite nt the
evidence of Mr. Webber's companions the case
against the elevated railroad men would have
fallen flat had It not been for a slip of the
tongue made by McCoy, who. It Is aald, ad-

mitted that Foley committed the homicide. J,
C. Schutta of Red tlnnk. N. J., and Michael II.
Vahner of hhnnesvllle, O., who were with Mr.
Webber Thursday night, could not identify the
irlsoners as the men with whom Mr. Webber
lad had tho altercation In which he was In-

jured, and Il was only by accident that they
Hero (limit)' ImplliHted. Foley and McCoy
were taken from the room, and a few minutes
later Capt. O'Brien recalled McCoy and said to

" McCoy, did you murder this rann Webber?"
" No," replied McCoy. " Foley was the one

that hit him with the stick."
Capt. O'Brien called upon those present to

witness that McCoy hnd seen Foley strike the
blow which fractured Mr. Webber's skull and
caused Ins death.

Mr. Webber came to New York Thursday to
attund a horse sale at Flss. pooicfc Carroll's,
nud at 4 o'clock that afternoon, when the sale
wus over, he left the place with Mr. William F.
Iloerrof the firm, Mr. Schiills, and Mr, Vahner.
Mr Doerr left the party In Third avenue,

Twenty-thir- d and Twenty-fourt- h streets,
and the remaining three continued on down-
town as far as Fourteenth street, where they
nie dinner In a restaurant and then walkrd to
the downtown side of the Ninth street station.
A train came into tho station as they reached
the ton of the stairs, and In their hurry to get
aboard they ran past tho ticket chopper, Mc-
Coy, without slopping to get their tickets. .Mc-

Coy called them back, but by tho time Mr.Web-be- r
had bought their tickets tbe train had gone.

While they were waiting for the next tri in
McCoy und Webber became engaged In a'ather
nented conversation, hut no one knows Just
wlint was mild bscauso Mr. Schutta and Mr.
Vahner were talking at the extreme end nf the
platform. Their attention was attracted by a
noise, however und. running to the spot, they
found Mr. Webber lying near the ticket chop-
per's box with his faco and neck covered
with blood. They had him removed to the
Hull's Head Hotel In Third avenue, where
he ae attendeil br Dr. S.J. Bradbury of 110
East Twenty-secon- d street. The phylclau ad-
vised his remoi al to the hospital. At that tlmn
Mr. Webber was cuuirloiip, hut he could not tell
who Mm. Re aa'd that some one run
up to him from the hack, and, according to Mc-
Coy's atstem nt yeeterday, the police believe
that Foley was the man.

Mr. Webber, who was Hit years old, was born
In Fori Wat ne, Intl.. nnd liml always been a
speculator In horses. Recently he lived In
Philadelphia, where his wife resides at present,
but about four weeks ago he went to Newark,
Intending eventually to settle there. His
brother John took charge of the body yesterday,
and will ship the body to Fort Wayne, tbe home
of his parents, for burial.

WASniMaTti.f. Feb. .1.-- Senator Hill, whoso
Judgment about political questions In Cnngreas
has always been good, expresses the opinion
that tbe extra session of Concresswlll not ad-

journ before August. It is the announced pro-
gramme of tbe Administration to enact the
Tariff law and adjourn within six weeks. If
possible, but Senator Hill has no Idea that any
such programme will be carried out. He says
he Is not particularly Interested In the work of
the coming session, as he Is not to be n member
of the new Congress, and while he thinks that
some kind of a tariff bill will be pained, he
says that "full and fair debate" in a body like
the menns a long debate, and that such
an Important measure as the Tariff bill cannot
be illaposed of In a hurry.

The Silver Democrats still say that they will
not obstruct the passage of the Tariff bill beyond
Insisting upon debating It fully. Their attitude
townrd the measure Is thus explained by Senator
Jnnui, the Chairman of the Popocrntlc National
Committee:

"Tne Tariff bill will be debated In the regular
way. No obstruction will he put In Its path.
We recognize the fact that lljo responsibility Is
with the Republicans. Hut we are not freed
from all responsibility. I tnkn It that the bill
will be drawnon high protection lines nnd so
drawn It will not be nrcepianle to us. We will
take tho time to point out all nf Ita Iniquities and
favoritism, and then If the Republicans can
muster votes enough topnrs it, well and good.
Wo will not assltt In pasting It-t- la, 1 will
not. The tariff Is a very dlllervnt proposition
from the proposition about un International
monetary conference. We hnd no faith to the
success of tho latter, and lunuynf the Silver
Democrats openly an stated. If the Republi-
cans desired to experiment with the matter
we hadnoobjret'ons. Hut we have very decided
objections to a revision ot the tariff nn high pro.
tecllon lines, and when that Is attempted we
shall not only object, but feel called upon tu give
all of tho reasons why we object."

THE STAMPS NOT STOLEN.

COZUAS'S A It It BUT A'OIT BAID TO
UATB llKBtr A MIATAKB.

Tba rHnnann Found In Bin Pnsnennton Win
Not Poetnge Hlnnipa nnd linn Nn Vnlne
Except for Phllatelte Pnrpnnrn-IIo- ve

They Get Into the llnndn of Outsiders,
Wasmimotom, Feb. 6. Department officials

practically admit that a serious mistake was
made In the arrest nt Land Ofllce Clerk Colmau
In New York for having GnverntMnt postage
tamps In bis possession. It Is now known thnt

the stamps were not stolen, and tbat they were
of no value whatever to the Government.
Thereforo tho case against Cotman will proba-
bly bo discontinued. It la possible that the fact
that the stamps were perforated and gummed
may be used to show an Intent on the part of
Colman to sell them, but privately tha officials
admit that the stamps were merely
abandoned proof aheets, and thnt ho was not In
collusion with any Postmaster to defraud
the Government. The Post Ofllce authorities
suspect that they were the sets ot stamps
printed on heavy cardboard nnd given away as
samples, and that some smart stamp dealer
shared them down to tbe thickness of ordinary
stamp pnpor, nnd then gummed and perforated
thr sheets. Hundreds of eets of these proof
sheets ot newspaper stamps have been given
away since they wero printed under Mr. Wans-mnkcr- 's

Administration, and his successors have
been free In distributing them among their
friends. An official of the PntontOftlco
mndo nn Interesting statement with regard to
tho stamps found on the person of Mr. Colman.
Ho said:

"They are not. In fact, postage stamps In any
sense of the word. They are nuthlng more than
a ayatoin of checks In use by tho donartmeut to
ennblo It to hold Postmasters to a strict ac-

countability for all money received for payment
of newspaper postage, and should you place one
of the 1(10 stauius on a letter It would not carry
the letter, but would be 'held for postage.' In
hands other than of the Postmaster they havn no
value except for philatelic purposes, ami
their value Is even then determined by
their scarcity. It Is not a violation of law for
an Indlvldunl to have these ntatnps In his
possession. The series Is the inott beautiful
ever liaued.aud they are naturally sought for
by collectors. Their uresenco outside of the
department has been a fact for years, for the
ntan.p albums oroililo places for them, and the
department has for a long time been pounding
nt the Postmasters for selling them, contrary to
aruloof the department forbidding their sale.
Two or three years ago thoueands of sets nf
these stamps were given away by the depart-
ment as 'proofs,' nnd It was through the de-
partment's generosity that they became so
plentiful In the handset outsiders. In face value
they aggregated hundreds of thousands of dol-
lars: commercially, very little In comparison."

There has been a great deal of vrltlclam of the
Post Office Department In ualng such elaborate
and beautiful atamp In the way In which these
are used, for. notwithstanding their beauty, the
n.tl.lln ,.. .aa. !.... Tl.su n .b I . . ( ... I I..
sheets to Postmasters, who attach them to tbe
stubs of their receipt books and send them
back to the office, wheie they aro at once burned
up. In the whole transaction hardly a dozen
people see them, and these nre the clerks who
Issue tli em from the Post Office Department,
the Postmaster who uses them, and another set
of clerks at the department, who examine them
to see If they tally with the Postmaster's ac-
counts, and then tie them up In bundles to be
burned.

The reason why such care Is taken in making
there stamps Is mat. they run Into high denomi-
nations.) and the department has always been
afraid or counterfeiting. That they can be
counterfeited was thoroughly demonstrated a
few yesrs ago by a lithographer III Germany,
who printed entire ets of them for collectors.
At the department II Is said his stamps were as
good ns the originals. On every stamp he
printed the German word " falsch (false), but
put It In aiich fine letters and In such an Incon-
spicuous place that It could be read only with a
magnifying gls. Large aunntltlcs of them
were told at good prices to collectors, but on
complaint by our Government to the German
(ioi eminent tho lithographer was compelled to
print conspicuously on raan stamp the word

Imitation," The temptation Is very great to
counterfeit thee stamps and sell them to post-
masters at a low price, something like SS for a
fiou-stam- which he could paata upon bis
stub and put the $(15 difference In his pocket.
