fng young man, who was plaicly a bachelor,
asked the walter for roast beef and “*a good line
of vegetables,” This was not manners. It was
probably what the young man himself would
have charactorized as a good professlonal ex-
hibiy, but no book of soclal condact that we
nave ever ssen countenances the expression, "' a
line of vegetables."

The avpalling number and the awful depth of
the pltfalls that yawn for the uninitiated can
only be understood by thoss who consult some
such book as ** The Complete Buchelor," by the
suthor of the **As Seen by Him"™ papers (D,
Avppletan & Co.). Sometimes ignorance s &
physical protection, On page 3 of “The Com-
plets Hachalor," for Instanocs, it Is sald that s
man always ralses his hat and remaine uncov-
ered when talking to s woman,” 1t Is troe that
& complete bachelor, or & complete man of any
condition, I8 very careful to do thin Ow.
ifng to the completencss of the gentlemen
wlho composed the fimt Peary expedi-
tion, everybody kept his hat off so much
owing to the presence of Mrs, Peary, that every.
body got his head frozen. On the other hand,
the ignorant Eskimon, who were complote only
in thelr understanding of the Arctio conditions,
observed stolldly and unconscieusiy the words
of the song, * kept thelr hats on and kept thelr
beads warm.,"” and escaped considerabls phy-
nieal annoyance. This, however, s nol to say
that it is better to be & dull Eskimo than & com.
plete bachelor. We should hope that oo reader

This I, lo-
deed, the age of particularily In employ-
ment. bul even & “iger" does other
things than thess that “The Complete
Hachelor™ specifies, It will readily be
ssen that If the gentleman should aiways be
employed In the way described, the party of the
other part, the woman, would be obliged to get
out of a earriage or a public converanes parpet-
aally—which wonld be tremendonsly Irksome.
It for elght hours & day, which la & falr work-
ing measure, he helps her In or out by a deft
motion of the right arm, protecting bher akirta
menunwhile with the lefi., he may surely be
sald to be doing all that could in eonscleuce be
required of him. Of course, on oceaslon it
would be proper for him to extend his peried of
pecullar duty, for & completes man, bacheior,
married, or widowed, Is always supposed to be
good to the ladies, but elght hours m day, we
hold, Ialong enoogh to be enguged at this busl-
ness ordinarily.

daughters of the horse lesch, taunting the native
soldiers with cowardios, goad them to ungov-
ernable fury. The romance that ls Interwaven
with all thia |8 powerful and dramatlio, but %o
many readers the book will be of lnterest chilefly
becatne of the pleture It presentaof a life that
has never before been desoribed no thorouchly
and sowell,and the lessons to be learned from It—
lessons that, In view of the present lamentable
state of affairs in Indlia, England weuld do well
to luy to heart.
