There will be n great scene of bustling Indus
try conducted by ths lights of flaming torches
on Wednesday night Just after midnight along
tha main line of the Harlem Itallroad whcrolt
comes Into tha heart of this city and makes a
busy pathway for trains from North nnd Kast
and West, converging there from all the princi-
pal Vaudtrbllt railroads of tho country.
One lot of workmen will he tearing up
rails and switches, while another lot will
belaying down new onea In almost the sama
places, and the purpose of all of them will ba to
connect the rails of the older parts of the road
with the great now steel viaduct and bridge,
which have been under way for years, nnd to
make a reality an Improvement which has been
anxiously looked forward to by Harlemltesas
one of the most important In tho history of that
part of this city.

Before Thursday morning. It Is expected, nil
the now connections will be complete, both at
this end of tho new viaduct, at 100th street,
where the tracks from the Oratid Central sta-
tion will Join It, and at 140th street In tho North
Ride district, where the new work ends, and at 4
o'clock ou Thursday morning trains will begin
running over the new mule. Tho new viaduct
and bridge are remarkable as feats of engineer-
ing, but more than that, the new route, high nut
of ground Instead of in a tunnel, will give pas-
sengers from tho New Haven, the Harlem, and
the New York Central railroads chances lose
a beautiful part of tills city, which, perhaps,
heretofore they never knew was In existence.
On one side of them, looking to the eastward,
they will see a panorama or tho Kast Itlver and
the flatter lands of the city which border upon
It and made old Harlem attractive to the old
Dutchmen as a site for farms, while nn thn
western sids they wlH sea the bluff rises of
Washington Heights, Oen. Ornnt's tomn. St.
Luke's Hospital, Barnard and Columbia College
buildings, and soon the new Cathedral of St.

1 hey were required to have alleaat twenty-fou- r
feet of space in the clear frnm mean high water.
The railroad people determined at once In hulld
a new brldgo Instead of raising and repairing
their old one, but they did nntneed to run back
with an approach further than to l'.'Otli street
to ennote them to get up to the higher brldgo un
a proper grade.

Than It was that Harlem arose, and beaded by
Charles W. Daylun, went to beg to have the old
cut through Park avenue abandoned and tilled
In. To do this It would be uecesssry to go clearbark to lOUlh street, for ii peculiar reason.

hen, years ago, the present grade was de
elded upon, a viaduct had been built within
stone walls from 100th street to ll.-.i-h street,
and the grade of lldih street had been rnlsea
12 or 14 feet to carry tha street orer the rail
road. Since that time many handsome and i.pensive houses have been built upon 110th
street, and Its grade must not be disturbedagain. So it became necessary to carry the new
work back as far as lOMtli street, and ll wasitlsnnecessary lo build the viaduct and the new
bridge, all without Interfering fnraday with theregular tratllc of the road. sThla Involved thebuilding of a int of temporary work and at Ieat3100,000 has been used up lu Oils way. To I

enable work to proceed upon the walled via
duct part or the ntd route timber trestles were I

built in the street nn either side and the tracks '
were carried around that part, two on each side. '
Then a new temporary bridge or timber was
built beside the old one. Tills cost S30.000.
Then the old bridge was torn nut and uprooted
and work was begun upon foundations for a
new one. while at the same time foundations
were laid along the walls ot the old cut for thesteel columns wblcn now bear aloft tho new
structure.

The most difficult problem which Chief Kn
glneer Katta had to solve was how to support
the centra of tha new structure, both while itwas being bnllt aud also for a time afler It laput into actual use. It was possible, of conrse.
