As regards the question of the strength of

At regard the proposed trolley service thereport Is not ns satisfactory. The trolley

with safety, but the stiffening trusses

A communication from the Presidents of
tho Brooklyn roads, embodied in the report. Is
as follor.-s- :

"At tho outset, wo desire to state that If the
authorities should permit elevated railroad
trains to cross the railroad of Ihe bridge, ourrespective companies would by merger, traftlo
ngreement.'.or otherwise, onerate our: railroads
under ono management, and that our trntns,
whllo nn tho bridge, would be under the abso-

The commission
believes that the greatest benefit will result to
the publlo servlco by this action, which trans,
ferred to the competitive list many Important
positions. Including those of chiefs of divisions.
Heretofore chiefs of divisions became tho foot-
ball of politics, as those who were adherents nf
one political party bad to give way to tno ad-
herents of another part y upon each change of
administration. Subordinate emplojees have
been selected for recognition on account of their
fitness w title previously chiefs of divisions have
often been appointed without regard to theirqtinllfluatlons. Naturally the chiefs who had
short terms of service acquired little knowledge
of their own duties and knew practically noth-
ing about the work of their subordinates, who
were supposed to carry out their Instructions Inregard to the manner In which tbe work should
bodoue.

The report shows the number of removals
from the servlco for violation of rules, andquotes from various Cabinet officers and bureau
officials, who testify to the great benefit of the
merit system, and says It wns the Intention of
the founders of our (iovernment that admlnls.
trntlve officers should hold ofllce during good
behavior. The report mentions the consolida-
tion of small Post Offices with free-del- ls ery
offices, nnd says that fourth-clas- s I'ost Unices
should tie Included In the classification by exec-
utive order "When these extensions of the
classification bnvo been mnde and the four-ye-

tenure of ofllce acts nre repealed, and when reg-
ulations are In peaceful operation In all the de-
partments requiring that promotions be based
upon the efficiency of employees, the reforms In
the executive civil service will be practically
complete."
