Urn Greater Vital Tanaeliy, bat .'(Htmaa Driek so Well.
Of the fourteen reputed centenarians who

died during the past year no fewer than eleven
were women, lays tht JfluifrnUd London .Vetrs.

Out of the 188 persona who were declared as
over ninety years ot age at death, 108 weie wo-

men. The superior longevity of the female sex
Is a fact- - To soms extent It de-

pends, of course, on tbetr more sheltered method
of living, but by no means executively, at the
women ot the laboring claises show a great
vital tenacity as well a those who ha e an rasy
time of It In the world. The vital power of girls
Is displayed tn babyhood, for though about 104
boys are born to every 100 girls, the females
have more than overtaken thu deficiency before
the end of the first year. In other wordt, the
belief ot old nurses that "boys are harder to
rear than girls" Is a true one.

For the flrsttlme.another point In vital statis-
tic as between the sexet has recently been Inves-
tigated. This is the relative periods of tlckneit
In life. It It only lately that there have been
any female friendly societies, and bence tha
statistics as to the days of Illness among women
have been largely conjectural. Hut If these
figures are to be received as lolluble, women
have mure days of non-fftl- tick nets In the
year on an average than in en at alt perlodt uf
life, except between fifty and sixty.

Apropos, a very curious fact has been
by a private committee appointed by

the leading life assurance societies. The sub-
ject nt their Inquiries was the mortality nf
persons engaged In the liquor trades. It Is well
established that the publican are al the lowest
point In the list of dangerous trades. This, ynu
understand. It not teetotal talk, but fact, nnd It
It curlout, because publican cannot be drunk,
nrds a man who It not sober, aa thai term I

generally received, soon loses his license. Hut
the new fact revealed by the assurance societies'
committee It yet mure Inexplicable; It Is
that tbe women who are engaged on
their own account In the al of drink
are not nearly so Injuriously affected by It us
the men. As any excess of Indulgence In al-
cohol la undoubtedly far more Injurious to tho
female organization than to tho male, it can
only be concluded that the women who take the
responsibility of a license on themtelvei are
endowed with greater and moral
strength then tnelr compeers ot the other sex.

Women submitted to the temptation of the
trade In tbelr capacity nf wives, however, do
not come out so well. Ilarmalds alto are affected
unfavorably by their occupation.

Thl Is the verdict ot a manufacturer of
cloaks and suits, who, by reason of the largo
volume of his annual output, Is contplcnous In
the trade throughout the United States. Cloaks
and Jacket amounting In value to about

are manufactured every year In the
United States, and of this total New York city
turns out a much larger quantity than any
other American city. Until recently New
York had almost a monopoly of thl branch
of Industry, but suffered some diversion
ot Its trade to other cltlo In come
quenco of the labor troubles of 1804.
Out of the 880.000.000 worth of cloaks
produced each year In the United States, 75 per
cent, are made of woollen material, of which
fully OS per cent, are of Auiorlran manufac-
ture. Allowing for tho proportion uf cost rep-
resented by the Itomot labor and tho lining
and trimming used. It I aeon that the produc-
tion of cloth for cloaks Is an Important element
In tho total manufacture of American woollen.

Couceruing thu merit and value of tho Homes-tl- u

fabrh nscd In cloaks. Jackets and suits, as
compared with the goods Imported from Eu-

rope, tho testimony uf exports Is positive aud
convincing. In a largo house lu Loonard street
which markets the output of foreign nnd

mills In about equal quantities, and may
therefore be considered at fairly neutral as

prejudice either way, Tim Suit reporter
was aaked to examine a line of eainplri In heavy,
rough cloak goods, both domestic and Imported.
In respect of style, pattern, finish and general
effect, the American material were preferable.

"They are tho beat In all rerpects," said tho
export cloth man In charge of the department.

Thnv
also excel In taste and stylo as well aa In quality
nnd wear. In thean lines America Is now origi-
nating her own design, nnd does not beiil to
copy from anybody, lntpltouf tho absurdities
of the Wilton bill, by which tho foreigners were
enabled to rush lu a largo quantity of their
clothe nt a low valuation, the American mill
are able to hold tho market In cloaking because
of the decided superiority ot their good t, nnd
only a very small proportion uf Imported mate
rial It used In the manufacture of cloak In New
York or elsewhiiu."

On a corner of Uroadwayl a new thirteen
lory building devoted wholly to tho manufnc

ture of.cloaks and suits for women. The owner
was ono of the pioneer In the cloakmaklng
Industry In New York.
