Senator Luxow wauled to know If the
statement madn hy Mr. Srarles that tlu-- proper-
ty of the Sugar Itefinlng Company In llrooklyn
represented a total capacity of V0.000 barrels a
day waa correct. Mr. Havemeyer tald he
thought It was correct. Then, by vnrlout
stage-- , tbe host hunter learned that about one-ha- lf

of the business of the Sugar Itefinlng Com-
pany Is conducted tn thn State of New YorK.
nnd he popped the question. "How comet It
tnat this corporation, then, does not nay taxet
on at least $30,000,000 of Its capital ?"

Mr. Havrmeer retorted."! uon'tsee any re-
lation, myself, between the total capital of the
company and the amount of taxes that thecompany pavs In the Statn of New York. It It
not a Now York corporation."

"Hut you know." thundered Chairman Lexow,
"that the lawt of thlt Stale require that corpo-
rations shall pay taxet on tho capital employed
In this Statu?"

"I hare a very Indefinite knowledge of the de-
tails of the law," said Mr. Havemeyer. "Our
law business is all attended to by Mr. Parsons."

t'OIISUIT Or THE DKAD Tllt'ST DEED.
"Ah." said Mr. Lexow. "Now. the only

document that has not been produced by you Is
the original deed of trust of the Sugar Trust,
and the figures contained In It. showing the
amount apportioned to each of tho compnnlea
that became a part of the trust. Mr. Searles
testified that ha did not know whero that deedwa. Do you?"

"No," said Mr. Havemeyer. wearily, "tbe last
time I saw It was at the time of the last legls
lallte Investigation. 1 think they called It the
Arnold Committee then. Tho deed was pro
duced then, and Mr. I'ursons was allowed to cut
out Me part about the distribution of the certifi-
cates."

I. Were you present when that was done ?
A.-- I was not. .Mr. l'arsons told me. and I taw
It published In tho papers afterwards.

Q -- Havoyou seen tbe document slnco tbatday? A. -- I have not.
V- .- Wa the document surrendered to tho

keeping of that committee? A. I think It waa
returned by the committee.

(J. -- Who was the last custodian ? A. When
I last saw the deed It was In the custody of Mr.
I'ar.ous. Mr Impression Is that, by the terms
of the deed, be was made custodian of It." Now.'' demanded Chairman Lexow, thump-
ing the de-- k, "why war It Mat yon and yuur
associates were so solicitous with reference to
the seoreor of the Itemt which were cut out?"

"Oh," said Mr. Havemeyer. throwing his head
hack. " I have nn reason for secrecy about It.
Hut there were a hundred partita named In the
deed. The deed was nut In the possession of Mr.
I'nrsons under certain conditions made by these
hundred. 1 suppose he did not want to violate
tbe conditions."

"Ye." thundered Chairman Lexow. again
thumping the desk, "but inasmuch at Mete
figures form so substantial an Item In an Inves-
tigation of Mis character, bow comes It thatyou so completely forget It?"

"Why," said Mr, Ilaiemeyer, "that's easy

The deed should have been
destroyed,"

"Now tell me," said Chairman Lexow, "whatwa Mere In that deed that made It necessary
to destroy it?"" I did not say there was anything in th deed
that insi'.o it necessary to y it," tald Mr.
Havemeer. "Hut I will say here that It It had
been destroyed. In my opinion there would net
hale been all or this continual fuss. This deed
hat bren the basis of all this fuss and Inter-
ference that thn company has had to put up
with, and all reason for fus and Interference
wa swept away by the Supreme Court of tbe
United states. Tbat deed, let mo say. Is what
has given rise to all the persecution that th
companj has had to suffer."

"Prosecution, sir," raid Senator Lexow, sav-
agely.

"No. I say persecution," said Mr. Havemeyer.
Just as savagely.

"Whouver told you, Mr. Havemeyer," de-
manded Senator Lexow. "that tho United
States Supremo Court bad swept away all thesethings?"

"Why," said Mr. Havemoyer, sarcastically,"supposed that you were familiar with allthat prosecution."
"Hut," said Senator Lexow. thumping the

desk, "who told you tbat the Supreme Court of
tbe Unltrd Slates said the Sugar Trust wat not
a monopoly?"

"Well." said Mr, Havemeyer, "I leave all
these things for my counsel, but I know It wat
so derided,"

" Oh," said Mr. Lexow, " then you are simply
reflecilnc the opinion ol your counsel ?"

"No," said Mr. Havrmejer, shortly,"! am
saying what I know to be the fact."

(J. -- Did your counsel tell you tbat the Court
decided that the Sugar Trust wat not a monop-
oly, or did he tell you thtt the ecree renderedwann a question of Jurldlatlon? A.- - Ho told
mo that Mo United States Supreme Court had
decided that the Sugar Trust was not a monop-
oly, nnd I read the derlMnn mi self. Tbe United
Stales Supreme Court decided that where there
waa no restriction there could bn nn monopoly,
and we don't restrict anybody from going Into
tbe sugar business.

" Now," said Obalrman Lexow. again putting

deadly emphasis 10 It, " do yon believe that tbe
value of the property of any corporation lion,
estly conducted has anything to fear from In-

" I don't," tald Mr. Havemeyer. leaning for-
ward and emphasizing hit wordt. " but you will
allow me to make a statement. There hat been
apprehension In the publlo mind that there
would be some interference bv the Legislature
of New York with thn sugar business. As a re
suit of this apprehension tbc-- have advanced
the price of sugar H of u cent a pound to theconsumer. This Investigation may result Insomething ultimately, but up tn the present
time It tins hurt tbe consumer. New York sett
tbe pace In everything, according to my heller,
and If you are going to have such Investiga-
tions as this nne. followed up In other States""Hut," Interrupted Mr. Warner, "you don't
think that the Legislature would Injure thiscorporation ?"

"Oh. no." said Mr. Havemeyer. "I don't refer
to our Legislature." and he spoke very sarcasti-
cally.

Well, that's not the way It works, Mr. Chair
man." tald Mr. Havemeyer. "The producer!
of raw sugar, apprehending tbe effect, havo put
uo the price. When thro It any apprehension
of thlt kind everybody buys twice as much as
he wants. That gives the excuso for the ad
vaoco In raw tugar and we have to ray that ad- -

vancnand.of course. It has to com out of th
consumer in Me end."

Chairman Lexow dropped that question and
askedt "Do you agree with Mr, Searles In hit
statement that the American Sugar Itefinlng
Company Is capable of forcing down the price of
raw tugar one cent a pound ?

"I can't say that I do." said Mr. Havemeyer.
"I do not think that we can control tho raw
augar market. All we can no Is to steady It,"

Q. (by Senator McCarren) Have you any
knowledge of the amount of freight that goes
out of llrooklyn at the tetult of the tugar refin-
ing business I mean ns compared with the
whole amount? A.- - Whi, about 40 per cent,
goes to the West, and of that 00 per cent, la
furnished by tbe tugar Interest.

O. Have you any knowledge of thn amount
of labor that is necessary to handle Mis sugar
In tho city of llrooklyn, compared to the amount
required to handle It In other cities? A. Why,
It inkr ten times ns many men to handle It In
llrooklyn. Nearly all other cities ale located
on railroads, and the siunr Is handled very
easily; out In llrooklyn It has to be carted here
and thereand across the rivers, and I should say
that Mere It about ten timet as much labor

nnd rnqulrod to be employed In llrook-
lyn. There I more labor employed In Now
York Statu In the production of sugar than
there Is In auy other State In the Union, nnd sho
should be the last nno In Interfeie with It.

At this point Assemblymiin Warner broke in
to nag Mr. Ilaiemeyer because the trut deed
linil not been produced. Mr. Havemeyer re-
torted; "I ha.u compiled with every request of
thi committee willingly and cordially. Kvery
single thing they have for 1 have given
them except Mat one thing, and I don't know
anything almut tbat The last time I taw tho
deed It was In tho hands nf Mr. Parsons."

Mr. Parsons was hauled up next. He ex.
plained that tho deed had been In Ills possession
only as counsel for the company. That It bad
been made n part of a record In thn North Itlver
Sugar Itefinlng Cnmpanv case, with the excep-
tion nf the figures whlrli this committee w anted,
and those (Inure had been cut out by tho Per-
mission of the former legislative lommlltee
and the court. He did not know what had be-
come of them, and that wound up tbe case
against the tugar monster. Tho nne Ming In
the papers that the monster had produced, be-
side the stattmont of taxes, was ibe statement
of the figure In tho purchase of the various
corporations In Philadelphia. In the case of the
Dnlaw-ar- company It was shown that thn valu-
ation put on It was In sugar trust certificates
twoand a half times the capital value; that Is to
say. the plant wn considered worth twoand n
half times more than It wti capitalized at, Tho
plant wat a very old one.

WAI.t, I'APEH MONSTEn A GENTLE MONRTKn,
Tho wall paper monster was tackled next.

The wall paper monster appeared In tho person
nf Honry Hum. who said h wat President of
the National Wall Paper Company, which com-
pany had an authorized capital of S3O,00O.OU0,
$.7,000,000 of whloh had been Issued. "Thn
company was organized In lHlia under tho laws
of thn state nf New York." said Mr. Hum. - and
I thin kthnt fact ought to make us deserving of
some consideration at tbe hands of thlt com-
mittee."

"Well, It would seem to entitle you to some
consideration," said the boss hunter. " You did
notdeera It necenary 10 go tu New Jertey to
organize."

" No," tald Mr. Hum, and then he went on to
say that the company had acquired twenty-eig- ht

other companlrt who were actually com-
peting In tho wall paper business.

U. Whatterrltory does yourcotnpany cover?
A. It covers the entire United Stales aud parts
of Cauada.

He went nn tn tny that It did about OS per
cent, nf the business, and whsn asked tn be more
explicit he said that it had 1H8 machines,agalnt 8H machines owned by Its competitors.
In addition to the common stork, he said Mere
was u debenture slock of S8.000.000,
of which wa Issued, and on which H per cent,
waspsld. Thlswas Issued forthetanglble assets,
while the other stock was Issued for the good
will, the patents, trade marks, .tc. The two
stocks, he said, stood on an equal footing. He
was perfectly willing to tell the boos hunter,
much to the bos hunter's surprise. Just how
vulun was computed. Hn said "We tnok.tha
net profits for a numberof years and multiplied
them by 10. That became the total amount of
stork. From tbat wo deducted tho tangible as-
set.

(J. -- And If there wa no profit there was no
common slock ? A. No profit, then only tan-
gible assets went.
