If duplicate whist matches have demonstrated
one thing more than another. It Is that there it
as much. If not more, luck In duplicate than tn
straight whist. Ihe theory of the duplicate
game ttexiellent: that the cards being equal,
and the distribution of the players being Im-

partial, there la nothing left to decide the result
but the skill of the players. In practice thUiloi-- a

not prove to be true, for the most skilful will
often fall to make at many trlcka aa tbe most
Inexpert. Of courae, the skill will tell In the
long run. but so It will in straight wblat.

Tbe great objection to duplicate It that It la
not whist. That It why they will not play It In
England. Many peraont In thla country con-
fess to being a little tired nf the duplicate game,
thvreaulU of which are often very unsatisfac-
tory, and they would like to see a revival of
tlralgbt whist, with or without honors. It It
very Improbable that honura will ever be count-
ed In tblt country, but a return lo five or seven-poi-

whltt would restore to the game one of Its
beat features, playing tn the score, and would
bring baok torn of tne old dash and brilliancy
that characterized the game before men got
Into tbe habit of taking twenty-tw- o minutes to
decide between the pUy of a ten and a deuce.
The solemnity that marks a duplicate whltt
match la sometimes appalling, ar.d la outyaur-patse- d

by a hcotch funeral. Whltt, aa now
played, can no longer be Included In our Hat of
spurts and pastimes, but rather comet under
tn head of tnoe occupations which are known
by the genero name of "sawlne woM "

Tboae who have given the subject careful at-

tention refute to admit that the lurk tn
tlralgbt whltt It any crtaUr than in duplicate,
and point to the astanieclug var allont In the
acore between confessed! u.url l.rer. If
two players are UelMled at strulahl whist, tbey
say. "We hari no cards." If It l duplicate
they say; "The card lay very badly for us."
or " the hands did not work well."

It Is not unlikely tbat before the next con-
gress a cup mar fc offered to tbe leugue for
competition undrr the tame conditions at the
prettnt challenge trophy: tbat Is to be held
tnblrct to ehalleu dur'ng Ihe winter, and
to be competed for by teams of four from
league clube. The Idea would be to chantre
partners just aa at preitnt. but to play straight
whltt at both tables, set rn ootnte up. plai n.g
tbe last hand out, and to rlul an number
of game with each distribution it the partuera.
The tnrka won would decide th match.

If this project 1 carried nut. which It more
than probable. It will undonbtedlr encourage
many playert to enter th arena of Interclub
competition who would not think of doing ao
now. aecond-claa- a club wonld brace
tbemaelvea and challenge tbe bet nf na, and by
thoa being brought Into competition with one
another all would be benefited and Interest
wonld b kept up all the time. The game would
toe many of IU present terror, and might evm
become once more a eouro of reoreattun and en-
joyment to those who play It. It would oon set-
tle one much-moote- d question : " How much
skill worth at wtustr' and It would result In
much mora brilliant gamea than Ihnae now
played In our duplicate roatohea. most of whlcn
are simply examples of human depravity and
careleaaness. We should have more brilliancy
and dash, and many a gatro would be won that
would be lost at duplicate. Nothing cools a
man's courage aomoch u the dream of the over-
play at duplicate, and the parallel acore on the
blackboard and In the paper.

The Harvard strength teal record wat smashed

yesterday afternoon (Feb. 17) by Arthur Lover-In- s,

'07, at the llemenway gymnasium.
Tho previous record, held by Kltln, wa 1,530,

but Lorcrlng beat this by 131 polntt, making a
total of 1, 000.

Thla eaally entitles Loverlug to the champion-
ship as the strongest college student of America,
as measured by Dr. I). A, Sargent's famous
methods. Nash and all the other ttrong men
from the various colleges In this part o the
world will now hnro to drop their claims to this
championship.

It was reported somo time sgo that Loverlug
had broken tho rocurd by six nnd a half points,
but this was erroneout, through a mistake in
the figures given out by Dr. Sargent. Loverlng
and his friends were tery much disappointed
when tho error was discovered, because It was
generally believed that tho young Harvard
giant could break the record. And at that time
Loverlng declared that ho would try tho teat
again, nnd that ho waa confident that he could
make tho record nl least a hundred points
better than Klein's. Accordingly, yes-
terday nftcrnoon ho went to tho

determined to break tho record. Ho
1ms been not a little annoyed hy tho reports that
he lakes tltno tn rest between tho different
events that compote tho complicated system.

Nkw Oiii.RAMS, Feb, "O,- - An earnest effort la
being made to abolish lynch law In Louisiana.
The fight is being made over the Blanc brothers,
who lust April tortured und murdered Martin
Begnaud, a rich merchant of Lafayette. The
wave of publlo sentluiont against the inciti-
ng la the result of tho killing of Willlarna,
Jnhnbou, and Joyner nt Amite City laat March.
Their Ijnchlng aroused great Indignation
throughout the State, and the press was almost
unanimous in denunciation of It, The circum-
stances that excited tills feeling were the attempt
to burn the murderers In which, however, the
mob weakened at the last moment and the
fact that the prisoners were lynched on the
very day they were brought from New Orleans
for trial, The men that did the lynching had
been organized for Ihe crime weeks before Joy
nur nml Juhusnii wero transferred from'the New
Orleans parish prison. svntl It la even said that
roombersof the mob brought pressure to bear
to have tho prisoners returned to Amlle City,
nominally for tbe purpose of trial, but with the
undemanding tbat they would be lynched.

In th case of the Ulano brother thero wa
X every rtaton to bellv that tho murderer

would be hnclied If taken lo l.nfnyi-tle- , nt the
crime they committed wat a brutal nnt. and
th murdered man had many friends. The
prisoners were kept In New Orleans, ttirrefore,
as long at itosalblr. and transferred to Lafayette
only when It became absolutely tieceasarr to try
them. Hy hiding them all night In the ewiitup
Sheriff HrotiBsard succeeded in preventing a
lynching before Hie ttlal began.

It la being found no easy matter lo try thla
case, with Judge Lynch sitting In the back-
ground, determined that the prisoners shall be
railroaded through, ar.d ready tn hang them If
the law la not prompt enough. The District
Judge delivered a specially strong charge to the
Grand Jury at the beginning nf the trial, de-
nouncing I) nch law, and iln larmg that tbe au-
thorities would punish those engaged III II, nnd
